Tradition bothers the local market a
great deal. It keeps citizens from invest-
ing in real estate. Senator J. T. Wyman,
in his speech, said he was glad that the
real estate men were not making as much
monéy as they did in. early days. He
meant by this that the unfortunate boom
conditions did not prevail as they did at
that time, and he hoped they would not.
Yet Minneapolis property holders seem to
be holding off for prices of former days,
and the same tradition has caused a lack
of .confidence In their own. .city.on the
part- of Minneapolitans. - :

This weck a Mllwaukes man came to
town and bought one of the finest elghty-
acre farms in the city limits. It is near
the river and near a street car line. Ie
paid $12,000 for it. Minneapolis inves-
tors would not buy thls land, possibly be-
cause they knew that in 1890 it sold at

{41,800 an acre, and they were afraid of

cheap things. The Milwaukee man may
not have known .this. 1t would probably
have made no differénce If he had. He
recogpized the value of the land, and is
assured that he can make a three or four-
time ‘profit:

“Cold feet” is the diagnosis of one
agent. Usually.a-city is judged by what
the citizens think of it. Only partial con-
fidence would be indicated in Minneapolis
because, although a lot of buying Is going
on,.only a small proportion of the buyers
are investors. They are buying for use.
However, the Wabash Screen Door men
have come from out of town and bought
a large tract of valuable property, and
some of Its individual owners have
started a systematic buying of other prop-
erties in town. The Albert Dickinson
company, owners from Chicago, have. in-
vested personally in some ‘of the finest
trackage left on. the market.: This confi-
dence of foreign buyers as indicated in
instances just glven are going to be used
by the real estate men as Iron to infuse
the - blood of ‘local capital.

TEMPLE TO MASONRY

$50,000 Building Dedicated at Yank-
ton by Officers of the Su-
‘preme Council.

First Lodge of the Order in Dakota
Organized About Forty
Years Ago.

Yankton, 8. D., March 21.—The dedica-
tion of the new Masonic temple to Scot-
tish Rite .Masonary was conducted yes-
terday afternoon in the presence of many
Masons of all degrees and their ladies.
The dedication officers were Samuel Em-
ery Adams of Minneapolis, lieutenant
commander of the supreme council; con-
servator; W. 8. Goodwin, 32, K. C. C. H.,
Yankton, masler; William Blatt, 33, Chi-
cago, senior warden; W. F. Harsh, 32, K.
C. C. H., Des Moines, junior warden;
George A. Pettigrew, 33, Flandreau, ora-
tor; J. W. Coff, 32, Madison. primate;
John Banks, 32, Huron, master of cere-
monies, and F. A. Brecht, 33, Yankton,
secretary.

After the impressive ceremonies ad-
dresses were made by Lieutenant Com-
mander 8. E. Adams, E. T. Teubman,
sovereign grand inspector general for
South Dakota, Willlam Blatt, George A.
Pettigrew, 11. H. Keith and John Banks.

A class of Scottish Rite Masons, 103
in number, received the degrees this week
and organized this morning, electing offi-
cers as follows: President, D. C. Thomas,
Watertown; =ecretary, Rev. Mr. Martin,
Canton.

The temple cost $50.000 and is one of
the most imposing structures in this state
and in faect in any of the western states.
There is a debt upon it because the orig-
inal plans were enlarged upon, but the
situation is such that within five years at
the Hmit it will be entirely paid.

The temple occupies the northeast cor-
ner of the intersection of Cedar and
Fourth streets, which may be considered
about the center of the business district
of the city. It is 100 feet by 150 fect
in dimensions and it is 85 feet from the
level of the sireet to the tip. of the high-
est tower.

The malterials used in the walls are
white or cream colored pressed brick and
Kascta sandstone and the colors of these
natural products blend most harmoniously
and effectively so that the building makes
a decidedly pleasant impression upon the
mind.

The first Iodge of Masons established in
the territory of Dakofa was instituted in

Yankton June 3, 1863, or a-few months
less than forty years ago. It was St
John's lodge. A. F. & A. M., by which

name it was chartercd.
