Several Have Been Presented to 

Young Kdcian W h o Is Here 
To-morrow Night . -f" 

The . appearance of Kocian, the pheno­
menal young Bohemian viol inist a t P l y m ­
outh church to-morrow evening, brings 
up the ever recurring question of violins. 
E a c h viol inist has his favorite instrument 
and m a n y of the old m a k e s are worth 
m a n y t imes their w e i g h t in gold. Indeed 
the discovery of and Amat i , a"Strad" or 
a Guarnerius is hailed w i t h great delight, 
and famous viol inists v ie w i th each other 
in trying to secure the coveted instru­
ment . 

Kocian is no exception to the general 
rule. H e has all the love of the connois­
seur for the choice instruments which, 
like wine , have added flavor w i t h age . 
A m o n g the viol ins which Kocian possesses 
there is none which has at tracted more 
at tent ion than the famous "fiddle" which 
Miss Paul ine Astor bought for the young 
virtuoso. It -was a mere bagatel le to the 
great heiress , but the violin which cost 
her $10,000. w a s a priceless treasure to 
Kocian, who reckons i t s value not by the 
amount of money it took to purchase it, 
but because it is a gift in recognition of 
h is genius , and , because of the beautiful 
resonance and s w e e t n e s s of tons which 
h e can draw frbrii it. 

Another violin which h a s caused much 
comment in the press is the famous Gag-
lion, which w a s discovered by the Coun­
tess de Robliogne, and bought b y her far 
Kocian jus t before he left T^ondon for 
America. The presentat ion came a s a 
complete surprise to the y o u n g music ian, 
and the gift was ; a, treasure indeed. It is 
a superb instrument and will be used 
by Kocian on the remainder of his trip 
throughout America a s i t has during the 
las t few months . . 

Another treasure which the fortunate 
young fiddler, possesses is the 1737 Guar-
ner'his presented to him about a year a g o 
by the people of Prague, where Kocian 
w a s educated in music . The superb play­
ing of the yourtg, man aroused such a 
furore of enthus iasm that it was d e ­
termined that he should have a n instru­
m e n t worthy, o f ' h i s playing, and the 
Guarnerius. w a s purchased.
