THINGS WORTH KNOWING

An infallible cure for seasickness is said
to be found In examining one's features
attentively in a mirror. The idea is that
by this means the eye rests on an un-
changing surface, and the sense of mol.lun
gradually becomes ]css.

Burns and scalds should be treated with
glycerin and flour. The glycerin should
be thickly coated over the affected part,
then bandage the part with linen to ex-
clude the air; cotton wool is even better
to use for the purpose than linen.

Honey should be kept in a dry, warm
spot, not ‘as is usually done, in the cellar.
As it is naturally moist, it iz lkely to
attract more molsture and get thin if
placed in the average cellar.

That pancakes are not of themselves in-
digestible may be news to some people
who have been wont to believe that all
forms of hot bread are unwholesomeness
incarnate. The fact that bread or cakes
are hot has very little to do with the mat-
ter, according to the experts in the United
States department of agriculture. New
bread, they say, especlally that from a
large loaf, may be readily compressed into
more or less solid masses. rendering it
less easy to masticate than crumbly, stale
bread. On this account more resistance
might be offered to the digestive juices
of the stomach. When such hot breads,
however, as rolls, cakes, biscuit, etc;, in
which the crust is very large in propor-
tion to the crumb, is eaten, this objeetion
loses its force.

Five Ways to Stop a Cold—First, bathe
the feet in hot water and drink a pint of
hot lemonade. Then sponge with salt
water and remain in a warm room. Sec-
ond, bathe the face in very hot water
every five minutes for an hour. Third,
snuff up the nostrils hot salt water every
three hours. Fourth, inhale ammonia or
menthol. Fifth, take four hours' exercise
in the open alr. A ten-grain dose of
quinine will usually break up a cold in the
beginning. Anything that will set the
blood ‘actively in circulation will do it.
But, better than all, if your cold is in-
veterate or serious, consult your family
doctor, and at once.

Egged Ham—(Table Talk)—FPlace a cup-
ful of chopped ham into a buttered spider.
Break three eggs into the pan without
beating. Have the pan hot, and stir the
contents constantly until every small bit
of ham is covered with a coating of egg.

French Dried Beef.—Put into a sauce-
pan with enough cold water to cover it
one-quarter pound of finely shaved dried
beef. Let come to a boil, then drain off
and add one level tablespoonful of butter
and shakes of paprika. Have ready oh a
hot platter a Lalf dozen nicely hroiled
mushrooms, Put on each of these a shake
of paprika and a few drops of lemon juice.
Sprinkle over all a quarter teaspoonful .of
salt: Turn over these the beef and gravy.

A word of warning against the careless
use of polishes. If the origin of many a
mysterious fire were traced to its source
it might be found in the pot of wax set
directly on the fire to soften to the proper
consistency for spreading. Always melt
on register or use the hot water bath.
That is, put the jar of wax In a vessel of
hot water to dissolve. When ready to
add the turpentine take away from the
fire, then beat. Then, too. the care of the
clothe used in waxing. Always put them
away in scme metal or stone receptacle,
never thrown carelessly in a closet, for the
reason that all the vegetable olls are lia-
ble to spontaneous combustion. Keep as
long as clean, then throw away. While
the regular welghted brush is best polish-
ing a floor, a very good substitute can be
made at home, using bricks or. flat irons
covered with flannel or old carpet. If this
improvised frottier can be attached to a
mop handle it will save stooping. In
France the people have a polishing brush
that they fasten to their feet.

TO PROTECT SILK GOWNS

Silk Cuts Very Quickly and Should Be
Put Away With Great
Care.

The possessor of a cherished bridal or
evening dress of white silk or satin should
certainly wear the gown occasionally, be-
cause these expensive fabrics are almost
sure to take as much harm stored away
as they would if occasionally worn. Taf-
feta and most other silks with -a glace
finfsh have a way of splitting or cutting
whenever they are folded, everi when com-
paratively new, so it is much better to
hang garments of this material in a closet
or . wardrobe than to fold them away In
a bhox or drawer where the creases will be
more speedily pressed in and cut through.
An old sheet that is perfectly clean should
be hung over the silk garments carefully
to keep off the dust and contact with
other clothing.

- If you want a silk petticoat to last as
long as possible, sew a couple of leops at
the head of the ruffle on the inside and
hang it upside down when mnot in use.
Hanging in this way, in the opposite di-
rection to that in which it is worn. will
freshen it, make it stand out and take a
new leasce of life. If silk dress skirts are
made with ruffles they may also advan-
tageously be hung in this way.

When laying away articles of white sllk
or satin. remember that white tissue paper
is not a good wrapping material because
the chloride of lime used in bleaching the
paper will very soon cause the white silk
to turn a yellow tinge that will be found
practically indelible, The deep blue tissue
paper that is so common is an excellent
wrapping and will preserve the purity of
the white silk almost indefinitely. An-
other simple precaution against discolor-
ation is to shave up pure beeswax and
place it among the folds of silk.

has led ‘Walter P. Phillips to make a very
interesting survey ‘of the origin of the
sociely and the services of Miss Clara
Barton, its president, and a statement
of the present conditions of things since
an agsault made upon her management of
the funds intrusted to her use. Mr. Phil-
lips shows that without.Miss Barton there
would have been no such soclety, =o far
as can be seen. Our government lagged
behind all the chief European powers in
accepting the Red Cross convention, and
after repeated failures on the part of
others, among them Rev. Dr. Bellows, to
persuade several administrations, Miss
Barton, who had given her services to the
Sanitary and Christian commissions dur-
ing the clvil war, gained first from Secre-
tary Blaine the assurance of the favor of
President Garfield, and from President
Arthur the actual recommendation to the
senate of the ratification of the Geneva
treaty, which resulted favorably 21 years
ago. Miss Barton had up to that time
borne from her private fortune the ex-
penses of the agitation, and she has ever
since continued to bear almost alone the
expense of maintainisg the organization,
and has never received, or desired to re-
ceive, a dollar far her personal services,
which all know have been constant, unre-
mitting and efficient. The gifts made
for the relief of distress under wvarious
calamities llke the Johnston flood, the
overflowing of the Mississippi, the work
incidental to the war with Spain, and the
tidal wave that wrecked Galveston she has
administered. Mr. Phillips says that the
prevailing opinion is that the Red Cross
is supported by the government; but here,
as the world over, the neople support the
work, and the office of the Red Cross is
to serve the government in time of war
by caring for those who fall in battle or
are oyertaken by disease in the fleld. In
other countries the war business has the
Red Cross, and the victims of other
calamities are relieved by other organiza-
tions; but in our country its work has been
extended to the suffering due to other
great disasters which need immediate re-
lief.

How prompt and capable the services of
the Red Cross have been is weH known,
and Miss Barton has become one of the
famous women of the world through her
unwearled and devoted labors. Mr. Phil-
lips reckons that she has in actual cash
contributions given a quarter of a million
dollars, and in her gratuitous services as
much more—*'‘the very life and continued
existence of the Red Cross have been de-
pendent on the moderate income of one
woman."” And the burden she has desired
for vears to throw off, if only some one
should appear to take up the work. In
fine, there is no doubt that in respect of all

After
both of these Miss Willlams received the
warmest of applause. 'Tn the contralto
aria Mrs. Waterman with her rich, warm
voice, proved the justice of her popular-
ity here and graciously dcknowledged the
plaudits accorded her. Mr. Williams, by
his sympathetic interpretation scored a
success. His voice is of sweet quality and
though slightly affected with vibrato, was
entirely adequate. Neither he nor Mr.
Miles neglected the dramatic element and
both bowed mahny times in recognition of
the applause. Their duets were sung with
good taste and pleasing unity. The bass
aria 'O, God, Have MercyUpon Me" was
especially good. The orchestra. com-
posed of thirty-five selected musicians,
did fine work throughout and aided
greatly in supplying the local color and
dramatic effects.

In the intermission Frederick Fayram,
president of the club, came forward and
thanked the music lovers of Minneapolis
for their hearty support during the year.
