cording to Dr. ‘Arthur T. Hadley, presi-
dent of Yale university, who Is in the
city’to speak at the Yale alumnl meeting
at the Minneapolis club this evening.

Like other college presidents that have
visited this city recently, Dr. Hadley re-
flects as to his reonality the reaction
against' traditions of the grave and ven-
erable collegiate master. Dr. Hadley is
youthful In manner and somewhat efflo-
rescent in costume. He wore a short-
coated pepper-and-salt suit this morning.
His necktie was green, his socks were
red, his oriental slippers yellow. His
pointed half-gray beard displayed a studio
twirl, his Rooseveltian smile shone boy-
1shly. !

‘Dr. Hadley said that athletic practices
were improving ‘and that the football
player's life could no longer be eclassified
as xtra hazardous.
