The Trains Are Running in Sections 

» y and Are Crowded Both 
Ways. 

Prosperity of North Carolina and 

Tennessee—Many Emigrants 

for the West.

Chicago, April 13 —William E Curtis m 
a Knoxville. Term , special to the Record-
Herald, says. The railway trains in the 
south are running in sections and are al­
ways* crowded both ways The freight 
traffic is equally great The railroads 
haven't rolling stock enough to handle 
either passengers or freight although they 
have been buying new cars and locomo­
tives for several years Nowhere in all 
the country has the prosperity wave ma­
terialized in a more satisfactory manner 
or to a greater extent Nowhere has 
there been greater activity in industrial 
and commercial matters than in North 
Carolina and Tennessee I believe that 
the census shows that North Carolina 
made more rapid ad\ancement in manu­
facturing in the United States during the 
last ten >ears than any othei state and 
has increased the "value of its* output 130 
per cent since 1900 The evidences of 
this gieat development may be seen from 
the car windows New houses new fac­
tories new business blocks new churches 
and schools, new fences and sidewalks are 
visible a t every station and at many 
places you can see acres upon acres cov­
ered with brand new cottages surrounding 
Brand new factories that have been 
erected with both southern and northern 
capital. 

There is a decided movement of emi­
grants fiom the mountain country west­
ward, from western North Carolina and 
eastern Tennessee to Texas, Oklahoma, 
Idaho, Oregon Washington and Cali­
fornia The conductor of our train told 
me that car loads of home seekers leave 
the principal points on the Southern road 
for the western country every few weeks, 
Jieing temped by the representations of 
.emigration and employment agents whc 
are traveling around among the mountain 
farms and -villages in the interest of 
western railway and land companies 
They caryr with them descriptive litera­
ture handsomely illustrated, and supple­
ment it with personal testimonials as to 
the opportunities for securing fertile lands 
and comfortable homes a t nominal prices 
and employment a t high wages in the new 
settlements of Oklahoma in the oil 
regions of Texas and on the Pacific slope 
The pioneers of this movement who went 
out west two or three years ago have 
written home confirming the representa­
tions of the emigrant agents and it is un­
doubtedly true that most of those who 
have gone west from this section have 
prospered, for the demand for intelligent 
labor thruout the western country has 
never been so great 

The people of North Carolina and Ten­
nessee have always made first-class pio­
neers They have the character the en­
ergy the strength and endurance and a 
take-care-of-yourself-under al - circum­
stances spirit that is surpassed by the 
natives of no other section You will And 
North Carolina and Tennessee ever j -
where thruout the southwest Arkansas 
and Texas were chiefly settled by them 
and there has been a steady stream of 
young sturdy, intelligent natives of this 
region flowing in that direction since the 
xniddle of last century The farms are 
not deserted They are still kept in the 
family but the younger children move out 
where they can find more room and better 
prospects 

This is the country of big families 
The Scotch-Irish stock with which it is 
settled are great breeders of men and on 
the farms m the valleys and in the 
mountain cabins it is common to find 
families of ten twelve, flftene and often 
eighteen children, and there is no room 
on the farms for the most of them when 
they grow up There are very few peo­
ple of foreign birth Most of the popu­
lation are native Americans It is con­
tended that in the mountains of western 
.North Carolina and eastern Tennessee 
may be found the purest Anglo-Saxon-
Celt blood of any section of the United 
States Most of the population are 
Scotch-Irish 

IN WONDERLAND 

The President Said to Have Potted 
a Mountain Lion. 

Helena, Mont , April 13—A dispatch 
from Gardiner, near Fort Yellowstone, 
states that President Roosevelt Saturday 
hunted mountain lions twenty-flve miles 
from Yancey's on Slough creek and that 
he killed one 

In company with Major Pitcher, acting 
superintendent of park, and a guard of 
soldiers, he left Fort Yellowstone Thurs­
day morning for Yancey's, fifteen miles 
east of Mammoth Hot Springs, from 
where he went to Slough creek He will 
shoot no animals protected by the rules 
of the park, but lions, wolves and coyotes 
kill deer and elk and may be shot without 
violating regulations 

The president left Fort Yellowstone in 
excellent spirits No members of the 
president's party accompanied him to 
Yancey's The trip was not an especially 
difficult one, as the soldiers had broken i 
trail thru to the Yellowstone From Yan­
cey s the president will probably visit 
Lower falls. Soldiers have also broken a 
trail there. Lower falls is five miles up 
the river There are a great number of 
elk and deer in that section also The 
weather was fairlv good when the presi­
dent left Fort Yellowstone Thursday mor­
ning, but it turned bad Friday It has 
been snowing heavily since, and has 
turned cold. Those who have been in the 
park many seasons say that the weather 
is worse now than ever before, so far as 
•white men know, a t this time of year It 
was snowing heavily Saturday The wind 
is not blowing, however and it is thought 
tha t the snows will not drift to any great 
extent The president and his guard will 
have no special difficulty in reaching Fort 
Yellowstone, as the distance is not great 
and a good trail has been broken Presi­
dent Roosevelt and Major Pitcher will re­
turn to Fort Yellowstone to-morrow if the 
chief executive carries out his present 
plans He will leave immediately on a 
tour of the park It is his- intention to go 
thru fo t n e lake T n e n e w snows will 
make the trip more difficult than was an­
ticipated, but it is understood that the 
president proposes to make it if he has to 
travel on skis most of the way No one 
•will accompany the president on this trip 
thru the park except the soldiers Guard 
will be changed and another officer will 
be substituted for one now in command 
Major Pitcher will not leave the president 
while he is in Wonderland 

HEAVY TRAINS CRASH 

Terrible Wreck With Pour Dead on 
the Intercolonial. 

Halifax, April 13 —Four persons dead 
two fatally hurt a t least one missing and 
several others slightly injured, Is the rec­
ord of the head-on collision on the Inter­
colonial railway just before midnight near 
Windsor Junction, seventeen miles from 
Halifax 

The trains in collision were the Cana­
dian Pacific railway express from Mon­
treal and Boston for Halifax, and a fast 
freight from Halifax to Montreal. The 
conductor and driver of the freight had 
orders to take the siding a t Windsor 
Junction and let the express cross, but 
for some unknown reason the driver of 
the freight ran past the junction on the 
main line and met the express two miles 
beyond I t Is thought tha t Copeland may 
have lost control of his train, which was 
made up of seventy-five cars The freight 
•was running twenty-flve miles an hour,
