W e were 
all landed on an island and the bosses 
there sa id tha t Francisco and I m u s t go 
b a c k because we*l iad not enough money,-
but a m a n n a m e d Bartolo came up and 
told t h e m tha t w e were brothers and he 
w a s our uncle and would take' care of ua. 
H e brought t w o other m e n w h o swore that 
they k n e w us in I ta ly and tha t Bartolo 
w a s our uncle . . I had never seen a n y of 
them before, b u t e v e n then--Bartolo m i g h t 
be m y uncle, s o did not say anything . 
Tne bosse s of the island let u s g o w i t h 
Bartolo: af ter he had made the oath. 

"We came to Brooklyn to a wooden 
house in Adams' Street that w a s full of 
Ital ians from Naples . Bartolo had a room 
on the third floor, arid there were fifteen 
m e n in the room, all boarding w i t h Bar­
tolo.

iCtuarter of their Wages. Then h e charged 
them for board and he bought the clothes 
for thenii tooi- So t h e y - g o t l itt le money 
after all. The m e n that were l iv ing wi th 
h im had just" come to- the country and 
could n o t speak "English. They had all 
been sent b y - t h e young m a n w e m e t in 
Italy. Bartolo told us all tha t w e m u s t 
work for h im and that i f We did not the 
police would come and put us In prison.

T h e body w a s 
found near Andei'son's old place.

Earl a n d his -wife travel a s 
performers w i t h patent medicine shows . 
Recent ly they took the children from an 
orphan school for adoption, and w h e n one 
of the officers of the inst i tut ion called to 
see how the children were "getting along, 
discovered their pitiful condition.
