William H. Johnson, secretary of 
beard of charities and corrections, 
been convicted of misappropriating $160 
of the funds in his care. 

After being out since 4 o'clock last even­
ing the Johnson jury filed into Judge El­
liott's court room this morning at 10 
o'clock. The defendant, a number of 
friends, the attorneys and the court were 
in their accustomed places and awaited 
silently the reading of the verdict. 

"We find the defendant guilty as 
charged in thB indictment." 

The blow had fallen. William H. John-
son stood convicted by a jury of his peers 
of the misappropriation of $160 of the 
city's funds. 

It was like a bolt from a clear sky, al­
most if not entirely unexpected. Thruout 
the trial the defendant and his attorney, 
Judge-Steele, have expressed the utmost 
confidence as to the outcome. They have 
in fact treated the charge as being almost 
of a trifling nature and those who h a w 
heard the evidence, including the county 
attorneys, have never expressed any 
strong belief that a conviction would re­
sult. 

Judge Steele asked for a stay and the 
continuance of his client's bond and the 
request was granted. The defendant was 
released until to-morrow morning at lo 
o'clock, when sentence will be passed. 

The case will be appealed and Judge 
Steele's statement as to his hope for the 
future is "That verdict can never stand."

Is our own" Bill Russell—the same who 
suddenly left town to dodge an indict­
ment—down in Dixie, showing southern 
planters how to till the soil? 

That is a question which friends of the. 
genial Bill aie asking themselves, in view 
of a clipping from ' the Daily States of 
New Orleans, announcing that a "man 
named Russell, who came from Minne­
apolis," is solving the problem of scarce 
labor in the rice cduntry by the introduc­
tion of steam plows. The article goes 
on to relate that Mr. Russell, "who has 
had much experience in wheat-raising in 
the far northwest," bought the first steam 
plow to be used in the rice country and 
is now operating it on h i s , rice farm of 
1.000 acres, located five miles from Hous­
ton, Tex., on the Southern Pacific road. 

He is now said to be plowing his land 
at the rate of forty acres a day, his steam 
plow doing the work of thirty mulea and 
eight negroes. 

A friend of the late "Coffee John" Fi t -
chette informed him just after Dr. Ames 
went to Louisville, that Russell, who was 
thpn in New York city, had left for the 
south, and at divers times since, rumor 
has located him in different southern 
states. Russell still owns considerable 
property in Minneapolis, and is supposed 
to have been well fixed when he left the 
city. Tenants who lease a store building 
from Russell on Washington avenue N 
and pay the rent to an agent, were un­
able to say where their landlord could 
be found. They admitted that he might 
be in the south. 

The fact that no other RusseJ is known 
to have gone to Texas from Minneapolis 
lends color to the belief that it is really 
the late member of the board of charities 
and corrections.

John T. Morrison, governor of Idaho, 
spent yesterday in inspecting Minneapolis. 
He came up from Chicago to visit his 
former classmate a t Wooster and Cornell. 
R. E. Esterly. 

The governor is returning from St. 
Louis, where with his staff, he represented 
Idaho a t the dedication of the Louisiana 
Purchase Exposition buildings. Mr. Mor­
rison was the fortunate one to whom 
President Roosevelthanded the famous 
sandwich a t lunch. I t was the governor 
with his staff who, in despair of getting 
transportation, seized a cab and made off 
with it, and of whom one of the directors 
said: "That man must be from the west 
and knows how to take care of himself." 

Governor Morrison was much pleased 
with the succession of entertaining events 
in which the official guests a t St Louia 
participated. He was much, pleased, 
also, with Minneapolis on his first trip, 
altho it rained hard. He spent some time 
going over the various public buildings. 
Governor Van Sant he had met a t St. 
Louis. 

"Idaho offers the most and the greatest 
opportunities for young men of any of 
the s ta tes ," said the governor. He is very 
enthusiastic over the prospects of his 
commonwealth, which is larger than Min­
nesota, but has less population than Min­
neapolis. The lumber, mining, fruit and 
agricultural interest are being developed 
rapidly, he says. Idaho has the only 
body of white pine left. There is enough 
for thirty years' cutting. The Weyer-
hauser interests have purchased immense 
quantities of the stumpage. The lumber­
men are under contract with the ' s ta te to 
remove the timber within twenty years, 
but feel that they have too large a propo­
sition. The governor says t h a t ' t h e gov­
ernment has made several forest reserves 
of timber, and tha t Minnesotans are com­
ing to the state and are aiding in the de­
velopment of its resources. Idaho, as 
seen thru the governor's eyes, is to be­
come one of the great states of the union 
I t has the resources and all it needs' is 
development. 

Governor Morrison is hard a t work sys­
tematizing affairs in his office. He is a 
lawyer by profession and lives at Cald-
Wfil* , ? ? I s a y°unB man, and is credited 
with being one of the political powers 
which put the republican .party in power 
in his state. He is the first republican 
governor since 1894. In 1896 he ran for 
congress and received 6,000 votes not 
enough. In 1900 he was again defeated, 
but was elected governor in 1902 with a 
greater majority than his total vote for 
congress in 1896. It is understood tha t he 
preferred the opportunity to have a hand 
in the affairs of the state during its de­
velopment rather than a higher national 
office which was in his line of succession.

The rains have not been 
so beneficial, however, as might be sup­
posed from local observation only, or from 
a superficial reading of the weather re­
ports The distribution of the rainfall 
has been irregular and uneven. Some lo­
calities where there was no Immediate 
need of rain were soaked. Other locali­
ties were scarcely touched The precipi­
tation west of the Red River valley was 
not heavy, and while Minneapolis, Grand 
Meadow, New Ulm, Winnebago City and 
Worthington were soaked, points in the 
northern part of the valley and in north­
ern and north central North Dakota had 
scarcely any rain. 

It is dry north 6f the boundary line, 
and while everything is favorable, 'there 
has beeu no rain for some time and a 
good wetting down of the top soil is great­
ly to be desired. Winnipeg reported no 
rain to this morning, and light, dry winds.

When the rains began It was thought 

probably the result might be some increase 
in the flax acreage ovet^what had previ­
ously been figured upon, because the rains 
would delay the seeding of wheat and 
other grains and because farmers would 
then put in flax.
