IN FIGHT 'T0 WIN

Dick Ferris of Ferris Stock Company

Tells of the Merry Fight
On in Duluth.

Says the H'etropq_li.tan ﬁana_gement
There Will Find It Difficult
to Oust Him.

As the dilalect comedlans would say.
Dick Ferris, manager of the Ferris Stock
company at the Lyceum theater, iz a
“regular fighta'" on the stage and off. At
the - Metropolitan theater in Duluth last
evening Mr. Ferris made a curtaln speech,
in: which he announced that he would pay
no, heed to the ultimatum of the theater
management that the ' Ferris company
would be forced to vacate the Metropolitan
In favor of an opera company June 1.
Mr. Ferris explained that he had a signed
.contract with the mapnagement to remain
at that playhouse until Sept. 1, and that
he intended to make the management live
up to the agreement. If any attempt were
made_to oust him, he declared, he would
carry .the dispute into the courts.

‘““The whole trouble,” sald, Mr. Ferris

this morning, “‘apparently begins and ends
with the management's general ignorance
of matters threatrical. The management
consists of several Duluth business men
who have had no experience in the theat-
rical business before, and they are not
content to let well enough alone. The
Ferris company at the Metropolitan has
been playing to an immense business and
is firmly Intrenched in the hearts of Du-
luth playgoers. An individual by the
name of Congdon has persuaded them
that light opera is the thing for the sum-
mer season, whereupon they now threaten
to summarily eject us, altho I do not he-
lieve they will resort to a writ of custer.
On top of this, the management has shown
its unfairness by annulling its contract
with W. H. Renay, former manager of the
Metropolitan. Believing that the Ferris
company would play the summer season
he was induced to purchase $500 stock for
which the management now refuses to
make good. This leaves him away in the
hole financially. We are glving the Du-
luth public two shows a week—better than
we are doing here—in addition to a fine
line .of speclalties. The management com-
plained that I was getting the long end
of the percentage. I agreed to cut out
the speclalties and take the short end.
Even that wouldn’t sut them. If our com-
pany was to be thrown now, it would
work a rank injustice on the Duluth com-
pany, members of which have made all
their plans for spending the season in that
clty and can 1ll afford to be thrown upon
the theatrical market at this season.
. "I told the big house which greeted us
last evening that we would continue to
hold. the boards and the fort until the
management did the Irish eviction act and
set us out on the sldewalk.. -Then we'll
fight to the last ditch in the courts. From
the way my remarks were applauded, I
Euess we've got the town back of us.”

Seldom has a sentence imposed by the
municipal court met with such approval
as did that of Judge Dickinson this morns+
ing, when C. Swanbérg and O. Engebretz,
two Washington avenue barbers charged
with assauit and battery were given the
option of paying a fine:of $35 each or go-
ing to the workhouse for thirty days.
The men paid the fine with a sigh of re-
lef, for they had expected a straight

workhouse sentence,

Swanberg and Engebretz were charged
with assaulting H.' Barnett, who lives on
Oak Lake averiue, because he refused to
pay fifty cents for & shave. The barbers
sald the man had asked for a halr tonic
and that they only' charged him twenty-
flve cents. The court was not ineclined
to belleve the story of the.defendants
and found them gulilty, but continued the
case to take aditional evidence as to the

‘reputation of the shop for overcharging.

When the case’came up this morning,
several witnesses testified that they had
been shaved in the place but had never
been overcharged. They were unwilling
however, to. testify that no overcharging
had 'been done. .Patrolman George Dahl,
whose beat is in front of the shop, testi-
fled that he Had heard at least twenty
complaints of overcharging. Thess com-
plaints were made by transients.

Captain H.' L. Getchell testified that
several complaints had been reeeived at
police headquarters. :One of these com-
plaints was by. 8 man who was charged
60 cents for'a shave. Another was against
a charge of $1 and still another against
a charge of $1.50.

In .passing upon the cue Judge Dick-
inson said:

“This kind .of .a. hold-up is the most
desplicable. It does not even have the.
quality of heroism.. If a man pays the
charges made, there is nothing to be done,.
but if he will come before this court and
show that even a finger has been laid
upon :him “in making the extortion, this
court will go the Iimlt in imposing the
sentence.’ ?

S. E. MIDDLETON DIES

He Was Cashier of the U. S. Treas-
ury Under Lincoln in War Times,

Bamuel E. Middleton, cashier of the
treasury under President Abraham Lin-
coln, during the eivil war, died suddenly,
presumably of heart disease, yesterday at
186 Pleasant avenue, 8t.- Paul. He ar-
rived at St. Paul Monday evening from
Duluth, where he had resided récently.

Mr. Middleton was. considered one of
the most expert accountants in the United
Statea and played an important -part in
the drama of civil strife.in the important
position ‘which he occupied so close to the
martyred president. Mr. Middleton- de-
lighted to tell a story. illustrating Lin-
coln’'s kindly nature. On one occasion
when Mr. Middleton asked the president
why he did not draw all the money to

his credit in the treasury thc president
replied: ‘“Well, the government needs the
money more than I do at present.'

Mr. Middleton came to St. Paul from
‘Washington in 1886 and engaged in the
real estate business until 1891, when he
went to Duluth. He later became busi-
ness manager of the Superior Leader, and
was until recently employed with the
hardware firm of Kelly, Howe & Thomn-
son at Duluth. g

The remains were removed to the Ram-
sey county morgue, pending advices from
Mr. Middleton's only son, Richard W.
Middleton of Brooklyn, N. Y.
