Strike out section 4 in article 4 and substitute

the following sectlon: Sectlon 4, article 4, as

ded: No ber of an affiliated union
shall hold office in the Minnesota State Federa-
tion of Labor who holds a political office, either
appointive or elective, outside of the trade he
répresents.

Change number of sectlon 2 of Article 5 to
mumber 3 and add a new section 2 to artlele 5.
Section 2, article 5, as a new section: The
president, secrstary-treasuver and the eecretary
of the Federation Council shall attend the con-
‘wentlon with full privilege of the floor and the
iright to vote. Their expenses shall be paid by
'the Btate Federation; but only delegates seated
in convention on eredentials from thelr respective
unions shall be eligible as candldates for office.

Bection 3, article 5, changed to section 4, ar-
ticle 5, as amended: It shall be the duty of
the pecretary-treasmirer to make and keep a com-
plete record of the transactions of the convention
of this. federation, and, within sixty days after
each convention, he shall have the proceedings
printed in full, in pamphlet form, and forward
n6 less than one copy to every five members of
all atfiliated uniona.

Conventlon of MIll Men.

Preparations are about completed for
the convention of mill employes, which
will be held in Minneapolis the week of
June 14-20. The sessions will be held at
Union Temple, 26 Washington avenue B,
and a large attendance is expected. The |
convention will end with a grand plenle
at Lake Park, Minnetonka, on Saturday,
June 20. A mass meeting will be held
some night in-conventlon week at Swedish
Tabernacle, when some speaker of na-
tional fame will give an address.

Chlcago Laundry Strike.

Out of a total of 160 laundries in Chi-
cago, 156 are closed on account of the
strike, and 5,100 employes are idle in con-
sequence. BSeveral conferences have been
held between the strikera and the employ-
ers, but nothing in the way of a settle-
ment resulted. The employers are firm
{n their determination to hold out and win
at all cost. The strikers, on the other
hand, are preparing to start co-operative
laundries, and on Monday the union pur-
chased the New Process laundry, for
which $6,500 was pald, and it s sald op-
tions are held on several other plants.

Sulng a Unlon.

Suit has been begun in the superior
court, Chicago, by seven firms engaged in
bookbinding, against the officers of the
local union of the Brotherhood of Book-
binders, for damages amounting to $35,-
000 for alleged violation of contract. Each
firm sues for $5.000 and the trouble is the
outcome of a strike of the bookbinders
which was called last week. This - is
sald to be the first time in the history of
the state of Illinols that a labor union
has been made defendant in a suit for
damages based on an alleged violation of

Child Labor Law Passed.
After a hard struggle on the part of
those interested in the measure, the child
labor law has been passed by the Illinois
legislature, The bill received the support
of prominent men and women all over the
state, Miss Jane Addams of Hull house,
taking an active part in gecuring its pas-
sage. Opposition to the measure came
chlefly from the representatives of the
Alton glass works.
The law provides for an eight-hour day,
an educational test, a very safe age cer-
tiflcate clause, the prohibition of night
work for children under 16, and a pro-
vislon that no child under 14 shall be em-
ployed In any industry except farming.
MIll Employes Having Trouble.
SBome 8500 mill employes are on strike
in New York, Chicago and 8t. Louls. In
New York the workmen are trying to get
an eight-hour day. In 8t. Louls and Chi-
cago increases in wages are sought. The
trouble started Wednesday.
The trouble at Hastings has been satis-
factorily adjusted and the men still re-
taln the eight-hour day.

Quarrymen Are Out.

Negotiations which have been  pend--
ing for some weeks between the quar--
rymen's union and the bosses culminated
Wednesday in a walk-out of the men,
nearly 100 going out. A nine-hour day
and 281 cents an hour are asked. ' The
companies say they are willing to concede
the wage advance but hold that the de-
mand for their produce requires a ten-
hour day. The union claims to have all
the skilled workmen in this craft within
its ranks and that the quarry owners will
have difficulty in resuming work unless
terms are made with the union. The
Trades Council has indorsed the scale de-
manded. i

Electrical Workers' Strike.

The . situation regarding the strike of
the local electrical workers remains un-
changed, and the contractors are not do-
ing any work on buildings on which mem-
bers of the bullding trades unlions are em-
ployed. The strikers are taking contracts
and are doing the work themselves, and in
this way most of the men are at work. A
settlement of the difficulty will, it is
thought, be reached in a few days.

Chlld Labor Law Observed.

Child labor laws are seldom violated in
Minnesota. The labor department only
prosecuted ten cases during the past year.
The general prosperity of the workers is
an important reason, not tempting parents
to take their children out of school to help
support the family. Employers seldom
knowingly violate the law, which Is very
strict, and does not allow them immunity
because a child swears falsely that it is of

proper age.
