The meeting' in Manhattan was held at 
the Building Trades' club. Seven hun­
dred employers were present and the 
throng was so great that overflow meet­
ings were held in the various -assembly 
rooms of the club. 

The..meeting was in private and at its 
cjose the following statement was given 
out as the sentiment of the various 
speakers: 

' ""The complete paralysis of the building 
Industry has been brought about by irre­
sponsible combinations, acting thru a tyr-
ahical board of walking delegates, or 
business agents, which demand prompt 
and energetic action by all good citizens

St. Louis, May 16.—Unable to. bear the 
strain of mental torture which he says he 
has suffered, Former State' Senator Fred 
L. Busche went ttefore Circuit Attorney 
Fdlk yesterday afternoon and made a com­
plete and far-reaching confession of his 
connection with corrupt deals extending 
over a period of ei^ht years. 

Buscho's declarations involve several 
men of prominence. 

Later Busche was taken before the 
grand jury. When he emerged from the 
room tears weret streaming down . his 
cheeks. With his face, buried in his hand­
kerchief he hurried down the steps. 

"I had to do those things," sajd Busche. 
in reciting his story to the circuit attor­
ney. "There were circumstances that 
made a fellow take money or else get the 
worst of it." 

Boodle Money Plentiful. ; , . : , 
Busche then went on to narrate "his 

connection.with legislation four years ago. 
He prefaced his remarks by saying that 
all sorts of money was used at that time 
to influence legislation. 

"Money," he said, "was offered on pret­
ty nearly everything of Importance. The 
steam and strlet railway interests were 
always very active, and their representa­
tives paid us." 

Busche proceeded to name several sen­
ators who profited handsomely from legis­
lation at the 1899 session, and included 
one' or two who are members of the pres­
ent assembly. 

He broke down twice while confessing 
with Mr. Folk, and weeping bitterly said: 
"I am telling these things .only to ease 
my mind." ?• 

Book Trusts. 

Going back to the thirty-eighth assem­
bly, when the bill to create a school book 
commission was one of the principal is­
sues before the legislature, Busche said 
that the school trust put up a big fund. 

"I got $1,000," he said, "and others not 
just as much, and some may be more." 

"On one occasion,'.' he said, "there was 
a resolution presented to have all bills 
held In committee. I got $250 for holding 
up that resolution. . 

"Killing bills by smothering them in 
committee was very common," he said. 

Because of the statute of limitations, 
which prevents prosecution three years 
after the crime is committed, none of the 
men against whom Busche has testified 
can be indicted. 

"In 1897 I received money for voting for 
the school text book bill. In 1899 Schwick 
paid roe $50 for refusing to call up a reso­
lution demanding that certain bills be re­
ported. I received $500 for my vote on the 
St. Louis transit bill. I reoeived a sal­
ary from the lobby to take care of rail­
way and other legislation, usually 
amounting to about $700 for the session. 
As near as I can figure I made about 
$15,000 out of my legislative experience. 
No one knows how much I suffered dur­
ing the past few weeks. I am sincerely 
sorry." 

He has corroborated much of the con­
fession by former Senator Schweickhardt. 
Busche's confession exceeds that of 
Schweickhardt in .the extent to which he 
goes into" revealing the workings '6t the 
corruptionlsts who have figured in legis­
lation during the past five years. -

Gov. Tecana Reports That the Polit-

cal Situation There Could Not 
Well'Be Improved. 

Says the Natives in That Province 
Are Now Loyal to the 

"United States. 

Washington, May 16.—The bureau of 
insular affairs of the war department has 
received the annual report of Senor Pab­
lo Tecona, governor of the province of 
Bulacan, P. I., for the year 1002.. The 
report says: 

"The political situation of the province 
could not be more satisfactory. Since I 
took possession of the government there 
has not been noted the least perturbation 
of public order, but on the other hand, I 
have observed that American sovereignty 
is now so firmly established that it is 
reflected in the confidence and faith which 
the inhabitants feel when they see the 
efforts the government makes in carrying 
out their exceedingly favorable promise. 

"As an eloquent proof of this, we cite 
the ease with which the taxes were col­
lected, especially the land tax, which is 
new in this country/and to the payment 
of w,hich the province responded with such 
patriotism, without offering the least op­
position ,, notwithstanding the agricul­
tural crisis' thru which it has passed and 
is now'passing. 

Small bands of Ladrones, the remains 
of the past revolution, still exist in the 
province, engaging in stealing animals, 
making highway assaults upon isolated 
roads and settlements, but having, how­
ever, ho , political significance. Thes© 
small bands are fast disappearing owing 
to the constant persecution of the con­
stabulary, local police and the provincial 
volunteers." 
. T h e governor mentions i o w agriculture 
has suffered from the loss of, animals, 
and the plague of locusts. He also gives 
quite a list Qf bridges, both of w.ood and 
stone, that have- been constructed and 
roads that have been improved. 

In speaking of public Instruction he 
reports that education has not developed 
as it should for the following reasons: 
First, the scarcity of Filipino teachers 
who should be paid by the municipalities; 
second, the lack of a law compelling the 
attendance of children when their parents 
thru apathy or ancient custom, do not 
wish to send their children to school; 
third, the continuous calamities that have 
befallen this province during the year 
1902. He urges that Filipino teachers Be 
assigned to assist the Americans in their 
task of teaching English. 

"The hygienic condition of the prov­
inces," adds the report, "is highly satis­
factory and this is due doubtless to the 
preserving and intelligent efforts of the 
president of the provincial board of 
health, seconded by the municipalities 
who enforce the sanitary laws in their 
respective jurisdictions. In the cholera 
epidemic just past the provincial president 
was found lending his personal aid in the 
most infected pueblos of the- province. 
There occurred only 1,520 deaths from 
cholera in the whole province, which con-
tajna,, approximately, 214,000 Inhabitants."

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FREE M D E ISSUE 
Will It Come Up Again for Eng­

lish Voters to Pass 
Upon. 

Significant Speech Made by Mr. 
: Chamberlain at Birmingham 

•' Yesterday. 

London, May 16.—Addressing his con­
stituents at Birmingham, Colonial Secre­
tary Chamberlain made a-speech which 
seems to foreshadow the direct raising 
of the question of free trade versus pro­
tection at the next general election. 

For him, Mr. Chamberlain said, local 
questions were comparatively unimpor­
tant beside the great imperialist policy 
upon which the fate of the empire de­
pended, namely, "whether we..stand to­
gether one free nation, against all the 
world, or whether we shall fall into sep­
arate states, selfishly seeking their own; 
interests and losing the advantage that 
unity a)one can give." . 

In a passing reference to home rule: 

Chamberlain said that If separation began 
with home rule the empire would dissolve 
into its component atoms, ibutUithe could 
believe that the opposition party frankly 
shad abandoned home rule he wt>u!d be the 
jBrst to sing, rVNuh^::B%ittis." 'M- ':X:'* 
: The colonial secretary 'pr$£eede'd strong^ 
ly to urge the necessityV in order to pre*< 
serve the great empire, that the trade 
of the colonies should be secured. Canada 
had offered exceptional advantages, he 
said, which Great Britain did not dare ac­
cept because of the narrow interpretation 
of the doctrine of free trade, .the. policy 
of dictation, and interference by foreign 
powers. Mr. Chamberlain -said he was 
justified by the belief that Great Britain 
was so wedded to its fiscal sys'tem. that it 
could not defend its colonies. This was 
a position not intended by the pioneers 
of free trade who, if they were alive to­
day, would agree to a treaty of prefer­
ence and reciprocity with the empire's 
children. 

The speaker said he believed that an 
entirely wrong interpretation had been 
placed upon the doctrine of free trade, 
but that the country ought not to be 
bound by tbis, and it should not hesitate 
to resort to retaliation, If ;'•• necessary, 
wherever the interests between the.colo­
nies and the home country were threat­
ened. 

Mr. Chamberlain avowed himself a free 
trader, but he objected to the artificial 
and narrow interpretation of free trade. 
He pointed out that Cobden ^had. made, 
and that Bright had approved, a prefer­
ential treaty with France, and added: 

"There are two alternatives before you: 
First, to maintain the free trade policy in 
ah its severity, altho it is repudiated by 
every other nation, and your colonies^ 
second, to insist that we be not bound by 
any purely technical definition Of free 
trade. While we seek the one Chief ob­
ject; the free exchange of commerce be­
tween ourselves and all the nations of 
the world, we will nevertheless•> recover 
our freedom, resume the power of nego­
tiating, and, If necessary, -of retaliation"." 

In- conclusion, the colonial secretary 
said he desired *hat the discussion of this 
subject should be open. It was an issue 
graver in its consequene'es than mere 
local disputes. A mistake in legislation 
could be corrected^, he said, but a mistake 
in the imberlal policy was irretrievable. 

The "Standard, a ministerial organ, al-
tho it does not indorse Chamberlain's 
views, . declares significantly that the 
speech' will be remembered ^hereafter as 
the starting point of a new -developritent 
in "party relations.' -

The Tory Morning Post says"--'that 
Chamberlain has" started on a path in 
which', so long as he leads, he will not lack 
followers, for the spirit in which he leads 
Is the right one.

Dr. Erick Norellus expressed himself 
as convinced that th esollciting committee 
had done its work well.'Hjut its failure to 
secure the necessary money showed that 
the, removal plans were too heavy to be 
carried put. Rev. C. A. Hultkrans of St. 
Paul reminded the conference that it took 
five years to raise the funds for the hos­
pital in St. Paul, whe nit was hoped that 
they would be secured In one year. The 
present question had been before the con­
ference for nearly- thirty years, declared 
Dr. C. J. Petri of Minneapolis. It was 
originally the Intention to locate the 
school in the twin cities, but the $10,000 
bonus offered by St. Peter had proved 
too tempting. N. O. Werner advised 
that no steps be taken for a change until 
the means were provided. 

The removal motion was carried by an 
immense majority, judging by the noise. 
Senator C. A. Johnson of St. Peter de­
manded a roll call—an unusual proceed­
ing in the conference—but this motion 
was overwhelmingly defeated. 

Then the motion to give the commit­
tee further time to raise the fund of $250,-
000 was- carried apparently by about 300 
voices. 

On motion of the executive committee, 
it was next decided to appoint a commit­
tee of nine to select a location for the 
college, three to be from Minneapolis, 
three from St. Paul and three from other 
points in either Minneapolis or St. Paul. 
The selection of the committee was re­
ferred to the commltteo on nominations. 

COLLEGE REMOVAL 

It Was Subject of Interesting Debate 
Yesterday Afternoon. 

St. Peter made a good shqwing yester­
day afternoon at the session of the Min­
nesota Swedish Lutheran conference in 
the discussion of the proposal to move 
Gustavus Adolphus college from St. Peter 
id the twin cities. Dr. J. S. Carlsdh, a 
former member of the faculty, opposed the 
removal and said the institution was one 
of . the best in the northwest and that it 
was not necessary to remove it to the 
twin cities for the purpose Of improv­
ing it. Dr. Erik Norelius'.said it would 
cos tat least $150,000 to duplicate the'ipres-
ent buildings at St. Peter. State Sena­
tor .Charles A. Johnson of St.. Peter.. ;at-
ta'ckeav the "'solicltihg committee for the 
mariner in which their work had been 
done and criticized the* subscription list 
in which. the . cash pledges amounted to 
only $26,000 instead of $250,000. Profes­
sor C. G. Sehulz, assistant .state superin­
tendent of public instruction; John Peter­
son, collector of Internal revenue for 
Minnesota, and Rev." L. G. Almen also 
spoke with more or'less eloquence against 
the removal. 

The debate was far from one-sided, 
however, for in the ranks of the removal 
party were such men as Congressman 
John Lind, C; A. Smith, who has sub­
scribed $50,000, and T. B. Walker. Mr. 
TLind declared that the same reasons for 
the .removal of the college which were 
presented last fall still existed. The at­
tention of Minneapolitans had been dis­
tracted by the famine relief work to such 
an extent that the field had not been so 
carefully canvassed as Was possible. Mr. 
Smith spoke of the advantages that the 
institution would derive from a removal 
to a large city. He said forty acres of 
land had been offered for the institution, 
if 'it should be moved to Minneapolis. 
This tract is in Columbia Heights and 
is offered by Thomas Lowry. T. B. 
Walker expressed himself as being in fa­
vor, of the removal.on acoount of the re­
ligious features of the school which would 
have its good effects on a large city. He 
promised to contribute to the institution, 
but would give more if it was taken to 
Minneapolis.
