Petronius offers to have Lygia removed
from Aulus' house by Nero's order; and in
the second scene the thing is done.

The second act is In the gardens of Nero
and the entrance to his palace, a stage
setting ‘of splendor. The rising curtaln
discloses Nero, lyre in hand, surrounded
by his courtiers. When all have gone in
to the feast, Lygia 1s brought to the scene
by the guard, which has torn her from
Aulus, Lygla makes an appeal to the
Empress Foppea to save her from what
appears her obviously destined fate, and
there occurs the scens in which the girl,
a known Christian, stretches her hand ap-
peallngly oVer the infant daughter of
Caesar and Augusta. In the garden Viei-
nius presses his sult upon her in such
fashion as to call in the strong rebuff from
Ursus, the giant servitor of Lygia, -and,
like her, a Christlan convert.

Petronius is the popular hero of the
play, whatever sympathy, sometimes
tears, there may be for Lygla and Vicinius
and poor Iittle Aulus, son of Lygia's roster
parents, who gives up his life in prison,
the only one of the martyrs that pays the
penalty to Nero In the view of the spec-
tators. !

This act tloses with the disclosure of
the death of Nero's and Poppea's child,
and the frenzied accusation of the em-
press against Lygila that she bewlitched
the child. Lygia is saved by the ready
wit of Petronius, in that famous scene
in which the famous courtier stops the
emperor's mouth by putting his hand over
it, and saves himself from annihilation
by the entreaty not to impair “that di-
vine volce.” :

The last act is the exterior of the circus,
with a view.of the arena and the city in
the distance. Here Petronius and Vini-
cus describe from an elevated platform,
the scenes in. the arena, during which
Ursus effects the rescue of Lygia by
breaking the neck of a wild bull: The
soldlers revolt inciplently, and the popu-
lace rises, compelling Nero to yleld and
grant pardon to Lygla and Ursus. Nero
serves on Petronlus notice that the !gtter
will be expected to ‘open hiz veins” on
the morrow, and upon the reunion of
Lygia and Vinicus and the impending
death of Petronius the flnal curtain falls.

The
Swedes and Norwegians appear to be in-
different.

Mikael H. Lie in Verden's Gang op-
poses the Bjornson program as vision-
ary and impracticable.” The idea was
born in Germany, he says, is fostered by
Germans and the sole purpose is simply
to extend German, influence and impor-
tance with Emperor William as the cen-
tral figure. The smaller nations like those
of Scandinavia and Holland have noth-
ing to gain as Germany is governed alone
by self interest, and the little states will
be in danger of losing their independenc:

The course. of the German empire in
recent international questions proves:that
there is nothing sincere behind the Pan-
Germanic talk. The attitude of Germany
toward the United States in the Vene-
zuela affair, the immense increase in the
navy to challenge Great Britain's strength
on the sea; the support of the sultan
against the European demands for. ¥e-
forms In the Balkan provinces, and the
failure to assist in the ‘‘open door' pol-
icy for Manchuria, indicate plainly where
Germany stands with regard to the United
States and Great Britain.

As a means of attaining universal peace
the idea is an idle dream for no great
power has more incentives for going to
war than Germany.

The Bjornson agitation, aside from
being impracticable, is a positive detri-
ment to the northern countries, as it
glves the impression that a strong pro-
German sentiment exists in Scandinavia
which will tend to alienate the well-known
friendship of England.

Firmland is smouldering. That seems to
be the evidence of those who know ‘the
conditiong there. Up 'to tHe present time
it has been ppssible for the leaders. of the
constitutional party to restrain the.peo-
ple from making -anything-more serious
than occasional demonstrations against
Russian control. Now many of these lead-
ers have béen banished by the order of the
governor general, and in this way Gen-
eral Bobrikoff has really sent out of the
country those who are doing their best
to prevent an uprising of the Finlanders.
Russia. has been steadily increasing the
number of troops which she holds in Fin-
land, as tho she was preparing to keep
down the former grand duchy by her great
and overwhelming military force. It may
be asked why Finland should object so
much more strongly to military rule than
do the other sections of Russla. The rea-
son for this is that Finlanders have known
and enjoyed self government. For cen-
turles they have been to a great extent
free men, and it ls difficult, therefore,
to force them to yield to the corrupt bu-
reaucracy that now governs Russia. If
in place of a peaceful and fairly prosper-
ous grand duchy Finland is turned, as
now | seems certain, into a discontented
and mutinous province, Russia will have
lost very much more than she can possibly
have galned by this change.

Iy, happily and simply, and crowned heads
enter into all sorts of recreations and
amusements with all the abandon of less
aristocratic hollday makers, spending the
greater part of each flne day in the open
alr, either motoring, cycling, riding or
walking, almost entirely unattended, and
with absolutely nothing to distinguish
them from ordinary residents and visitors,
writes Mary 8.

Governor Bergstrom at Lulea has ap-
plied to the Swedish government for
further relief for the famine sufferers.
The season has been so cold and back-
ward that the cows and other live stock
have nothing for their sustenance. He
estimates that at least $100.000 will be
required. Emigration from Norrland is
increasing: strongly.

Seals Cheat Flshermen.

Seals are causing as much damage to
the fisherles on the southeast coast of
Sweden as they did earlier this year on
the coast of Norway. They have ap-
peared in extraordinary numbers and
have ruined the salmon fishing. Tha
plagues are so bold that they nab the
fish off the lines, leaving only the head
for the fishermen to pull in.

Liberals Bounce Soclalists.

The liberal party in Denmark has broken
with the soclalists and will fight the latter
alone or with the assistance of the moder-
ates. War Minister Madsen has consented
to stand as the liberals’ candidate to the
folketting in the Randers district and will

campaign against Editor M. Mortensen,
the socialist candidate.

Sweden's Crown Property.

An iInventory of the property of the
Swedish government shows that it had a
value of 870,212,122 kr a year ago. Nearly
half was represented by the state railways.
The buildings, including postoffices, are
valued at 123,703,676 kr, forests at 21,350,-
000 kr., castles and royal habitatlons, 21,-
363,000 kr., cash and cash items, 59,206,000
kr., and ‘miscéllaneous property 51,900,000
kr.

German Gets Danish Estate.

By the death of Countess Haugwitz-Har-
denberg-Revenblom her fine estate falls
to a German relative, a Silesian count.
