Later, Robert Pratt changed his vote from 
the negative to the affirmative and gave 
notice of reconsideration at the next 
meeting. He took this action simply to 
Insure discussion by the full board.; Those 
favoring the wells say that absolutely 
pure water can be secured at a depth of 
from 160 to 200 feet. They believe, that 
the board is under as heavy obligations 
to furnish good water as It is to supply 
other facilities for public school -j pupils 
and will work for the wells with that 
idea. 'i '

NEW PENINSULA ROAD 

Narrow Gage Line Is Projected by Mich­
igan Lumbermen. 

Sault Ste. Marie, MieTi., May 27.—It is 
learned from one of the parties concerned 
that a company composed of Chicago and 
copper country capitalists, is being or­
ganized to build a narrow gage railroad 
from Eckerman, on the South Shore rail­
way, to Whitefish point, on Lake Su­
perior, a distance of thirty-five miles. The 
men interested are owners of large tracts 
of timber lands along the route to be 
traversed, and it is to furnish a market 
for the Pine, hemlock and hardwood that 
the line is projected. It is estimated that 
it will take at least twenty years to cut 
the timber in the territory served, and in 
the meantime those portions suitable for 
agriculture will be colonized. The coun­
try now is a wilderness, but rich in re­
sources. It is expected that construction 
work will be started this summer, pre­
liminary surveying having already been 
d o n e .

Minneapolis millers held a conference 
this morning at the office of one of the 
large companies, to discuss informally 
t h e m a t t e r of t h e d e m a n d of t h e flour 
loaders for an increase in the .wage scale. 
It. was decided by the millers to make, 
no change in their position, which is sub­
stantially this: That while the millers 
want to avoid trouble if possible, they will 
not 'concede what the men ask. This is 
the conclusion reached last week ajid they 
will stand on It. 

The millers had not expected to meet 
this morning. The conference was the re­
sult of the action of the men in sending 
a representative to the millers yesterday 
afternoon. This representative had noth­
ing new to present, and his outline of the 
position of the men was practically the 
same as that given by the committee at 
the meeting of men and millers on Satur­
day last. It was taken by the millers as 
an effort to draw from them something in 
the form of a harsh ultimatum, which 
might afford basis for a strike and draw 
sympathy.. 

The men are said to be willing to strike 
if their demands are not "granted, but 
w o u l d like- to h a v e t h e i n i t i a t i ve come 
from their employers. The millers assert 
that they are determined not to grant 
the request, but they are equally careful 
not to make the slightest move calcul­
ated to antagonize the men or afford pre­
text for a strike. 

The next move, .it is thought, will come 
from the men, and may be a demand for 
a more formal answer to their demands, 
and a more definite statement from the 
millers as to what they will or will not 
g r a n t s

•fhe fourteen "hello" girls of the Twin 
City Telephone company who struck yes­
terday for more pay, fewer hours and the 
abolition of petty annoyances to which 
they say they are needlessly subjected, 
were "resting easily" this morning. No 
picket line had been established at the 
telephone building and no one'was to be 
found around strike /headquarters at Hol-
comb's hall. 

A member of the company said that all 
of the strikers' places hâ d already been 
filled and that the strike really had little 
effect upon the business because the 
strikers were mostly "extras.". 

'-'The girls really had no cause for com­
plaint," said he, "and the reasons • ad­
vanced by them for walking out are little 
short of ridiculous. If they desire, they 
can return to work t>n"the same conditions 
to which they object, but it really makes 
little difference to us whether they care to 
work or not. Their chief cause of com­
plaint, apparently, is that we have cer­
tain, rules which they are asked to obey 
during working hours* as Is the case with 
every concern where anything like order 
obtains. The girls who were discharged 
were released for good and sufficient rea­
sons, arid the company will certainly con­
tinue to insist on the right-to part com­
pany with employes who for various 
reasons may be found inefficient." 

T h e s t r i k e r s s a y t h a t t h e g i r l s w e r e 
discharged not for inefficiency, "but be­
cause they had taken an active part in 
plans for the organization of a union. 

The strikers met last evening at Hol-
comb's hall and organised the Minneapolis 
Telephone Operators' Union. Representa­
tives of the Trades and Labor .Council 
spoke of the advantages of organization. 

A committee from the Trades and Labor 
Council planned to meet to-day with the 
mapager of the company, with the idea 
of adjusting difficulties. The new organ­
ization will demand Increased wages, 
shorter hours and several mjnor conces­
