How He Would Finance the Movement for 
, ; a Better System of Roads. ' 
WEBSTER CITY, IOWA—Since the adjourn­

ment of the National Good Roads convention 
there has been a renewed discussion,- of the move­
ment, thruout •. Iowa and the middle - west; The 
one great question Is how to finance the pro­
posed improvements. F. Ellas Smith of this 
city has a plan which Is vastly different from 
anything yet proposed and tor that reason will 
undoubtedly startle older financiers or at least 
get them all to thinking. Mr. Smith is sec­
retary of the local Commercial league and is a 
thoroly trained business man. 

Mr. Smith's plan involves first, the issuance 
of bonds by the state to the government. Sec­
ond, the issue of a special currency Jby the gov­
ernment, in return for the bonds, and third, the 
payment of. the bonds as they become due and 
the subsequent destroying of an equal amount of 
the special currency so that as fast as the 
bonds become due the currency for which they 
were Issued will be taken out ot circulation. 
The scheme is for the primary purpose of giv­
ing the state a fund with which to build and 
maintain "its roads and -at the same time pay 
for the work done without- impairing either its 
own or the government's credit. 

Summing up Mr. Smith says that the security 
would be unquestionable.

GRINNELL, IOWA—The flrst annual 
meeting of the Iowa State Marshal club 
has just been held in this city. One 
hundred arid twelve delegates were pres­
ent. The object of the club is to secure 
the enforcement of the liquor laws of the 
state. The method by which this Is to be 
accomplished is to secure the passage by 
the state legislature of a bill which 
provides for a division of the state 
into five districts, and the appoint­
ment of a district marshal for each dist­
rict, whose duty it shall be to see that 
the laws are enforced within the limits 
of his district. The district marshals are 
to be appointed by the governor. Each 
district marshal is to have power to select 
as many deputies as may be necessary, 
and to remove them, at pleasure. These 
officers are to be regular state officers 
with fixed salaries. The fund from Which 
these salaries will be paid is taken from 
the license fees of the saloons. 

These are the principal features of a bill, 
prepared by the convention just held.which 
will be presented to the legislature next 
winter. The committee which wgl have the 
bill in charge until the meeting of the leg­
islature is composed of the following: Col­
onel A. J. Baker of Centerville, L. A. Hill 
of Mason City, A. F. Lacy of Indianola, 
Fred Mason of Albia and A. C. Rankin, 
one of the state organizers. 

Altho the organization is only a year 
old, there are sixty clubs in the state with 
a membership, of over 3,000. 

It was voted to hold a second convention 
at Des Moines at the. Opening of the legis­
lature next winter. The officers for next 
year are: President, Rev. J. C. Willits of 
Oskaloosa; vice president, E. E. Lowe of 
Fort Madison; secretary, E. BensOn of 
Brooklyn; treasurer, J. M. Woodrow of 
Newton. The executive committee is 
composed of the officers named and the 
following: W. D. Milligan of Guthrie Cen­
ter, S. L. Collins of Knoxville, and D. S. 
Morrison of Grinnell. The field organizers 
for next year are A. C. Rankin, Rev. Alex­
ander Cooper and Rev. Loveland of Vin­
