Mrs. Carter has opportunities
to show her gifts as a portrayer of tragedy
in the final act of “Du Barry,” and in this
style of histrioniam—cquite new to her so
far as the theater goers of this city are
concerned—she is sald to uchle\re a posi-
tive triumph.

Mr. Belasco has divided his play into
five acts. The first introduces Mrs. Car-
ter as Jeannette Vaubernier, ‘a ‘lowly mil-
liner girl of M. Labllle’s eptablishment in
the Rue' St. Honore, Paris. @ The next
scene shows the girl as an inmate of a
gambling establishment, where she meets
and fascinates Louis XV. The following
scene is in the apartments of Jeannetta—
she’s now the Countess Du Barry—at the
palace at Versallles. Then comes, a. gor-

geous garden fete in which. many
picturesque and novel effects are
disclosed. The fifth act 1s divided
into three scenes. The first is at

Louveciennes, whereLa du .Barry has gone
after the death of Louis; the next is a
prison cell where the unfortunate woman
is compelled to stay while the iribunal de-
cides upon her petition, while the third
scene shows a street in Parls during the
revolutionary perlod. This last '‘scene is
described as one of the most wonderful
stage pictures that has ever bheen seen
upon the native stage. It engages over
800 players, and capitally illustrates the
wanderful resources of Mr. Belasco as a
stage producer.

“Over Niagara Falls,” Rowland and Clif-
ford's new sensational melodrama, which
will be seen at the Bijou next week, is
regarded as the most successful of the
season’'s productions.
