WHAT THE ANCHOR BROUGHT UP 

Curious F ind Made by John G. Fraaer, a 
Grand Rapids Lumberman. 

G R A N D R A P I D S , MINN.—John G. F r a -
ser, a prominent lumberman •••' of•> Grand 
Rapids, whi l e engaged in towing a raft of 
logs across P o k e g a m a lake lately, m a d e a 
m o s t curious find. The anchor w h i c h is 
used in towing the great booms had been 
dropped into over 200 fee t Of water , and 
w h e n tt w a s raised to the surface b y the 
windlass It brought a n immense pair of 
elk horns, and a l so a very large pair of 
deer's ant lers entangled in the flukes. 

In the memory of the oldest inhabitant 
there have been no elk in t h i s country, 
a n d - f r o m the b e s t information, that can 
be obtained from Indians, it i s a t l eas t 
fifty years s ince they have known of any. 
H o w the horns could have g6 t t en there is 
a mystery , and how long t h e y m a y have 
lain a t the bot tom of the lake is another. 

The elk horns measured s e v e n feet from 
but t to t ip and w e r e four and a half f ee t 
in spread. Mr. Fraser brought the tro­
phies home, and would not t a k e a n y price 
for them. •

Owned by the State. 

D U L U T H . MINN.—The s ta te of Min­
neso ta h a s another mill ion dollars in s ight 
in iron ore royalt ies . D . M. Philbln, a s ­
s i s tant general manager of the Great 
Northern rai lway, w h o has an option for a 
transfer of the mineral lease to the eas t 
half of the southeas t quarter of 6-57-20 
will exercise it, a n d the papers are be ing 
signed. 

The fee Is owned by the s tate , and four 
mill ion tons have been s h o w n up, w h i c h 
means 25 cents a ton t o the s ta te . The 
; owners of the lease , J. C. Flynn, Archie 
Chisholm of Duluth and Dr. D . C. Rood 
of Hibbing g e t a bonus of $40,000* and 10 
cents increased royalty. The m i n i m u m is 
100,000 tons a year, m a k i n g a t l eas t $25,-
000 a year for the state , and $10,000 for 
the m e n w h o are transferring the lease 
to Phi lbln in increased royalt ies .

than 2,000,000,000 feet of redwood, cedar 
in Humboldt county. California. 

Former Congressman S. M. Stephenson 
of Menominee and Isaac Stephenson of 
Marinette are jointly interested in half of 
that amount ' of t imber, their holdings c o m ­
prising 10,000 acres; A. C. and R. C. Mer-
ryman o w n 6,000 acres, conta in ing 400,000,-
001 feet ; the Carney e s ta te has t i t le to 
about'5,000 acres , also containing 400,000,-
000 fee t of redwoood; Mrs. Henry Swart 
possesses 2,000 acres of the t imber land, 
and. E . L.' and Herman Hami l ton of the 
Hami l ton & Merryman company, have 
made ex tens ive purchases of Humboldt 
county lands. 

All the redwood in California i s said to 
b e in Humboldt county, and it comprises 
about 30,000,000,000 feet . A t Eureka, the 
county possesses the only harbor b e t w e e n 
Sai^ Francisco and Portland, but there is 
no railroad nearer than 125.miles, tho t w o 
are be ing extended to the county. Only 
about e ight sawmil l s of smal l capac i ty 
are in operation; shipping 2.000,000 feet 
of redwood lumber annual ly; but w h e n 
the railroad faci l i t ies are provided, the 
output promises to. become enormous. 

In Louisiana, the Ludington, W e l l s and 
V a n Schaack company, which only about 
a year ago wound up i ts bus iness in the 
northern woods , owns a tract containing 
about 800,000,000 *eet iff ye l low pine. I t 
is preparing to convert the t imber into 
lumber, a n d to this end i s establ ishing 
a town and erect ing mil ls in territory 
served b y the Pit tsburg, K a n s a s City & 
Gulf road. Machinery from the company's 
old mill a t Menominee has been shipped 
to the south, and it i s expected that the 
new plant will be ready to go into opera­
t ion n e x t falk •".. ? 

Other of the Menominee river compa­
nies liaVe had ex tens ive holdings in the 
south, but, except 30i000 a c r e s in Louis i ­
ana, owned by the-JCirby-Carpenter com­
pany and now on the market , all of them 
have sold out, one of- the deals , m a d e 
e igh t months ago , hav ing been one of 
the larges t of i ts k ind in the history of 
the country. This w a s - the transfer from 
the A. C. B r o w n company, composed of 
Menominee and Marinette m e n , to Fred 
W e y e r h a u e s e r of St. P a u l of a n i m m e n s e

K I L L E D I N A D E E P M I N E 

L a Crosse, Wis . , June 61—Telephone 
reports received from Sparta this morn­
ing s ta ted that all danger of Montgomery 
being lynched has passed for the t i m e 
being. During the night the mob thinned 
out and.f inally dispersed. 

Montgomery is wel l guarded by a squad 
of deput ies and Sheriff Castles said a t 
8:30 this morning tha t he did not e x ­
pect a n y further trouble. 

First A t t e m p t a t Toman. 
Samuel Montgomery, a l leged murderer 

of his wife , only escaped lynching a t the 
hands of a n angry mob at T o m a h y e s ­
terday thru the s t ra tegy of Sheriff Castles 
of Monroe county and the protection of 
a score of deputized c i t izens w i t h leveled 
rifles. 

A t the inquest the jury declared that 
the w o m a n came to her death a t the 
hands of Montgomery and a t onCe a mob 
gathered In front of the jail and a t tacked 
the officers on guard. 

Hurried A w a y to Sparta. 
Governor L a Fol le t te w a s a sked for a 

mil i tary guard and the mil i t ia w a s called 
out for protection. In the m e a n t i m e 
Montgomery w a s spirited out of the back 
door of the jail to a n a w a i t i n g train. 
A s he stepped aboard w i t hthe sheriff 
the mob w h i c h w a s be ing held a t bay in 
front of the jail, s a w the maneuver and 
rushed for the train, w h i c h w a s already 
moving . The muzzles of a dozen rifles 
leveled by deput ies kept the crowd back 
and the train pulled out in safety . 

One hundred men, mounted, from W a r ­
rens, the former home of the murdered 
woman, dashed into, t o w n jus t after the 
train left and demanded Montgomery. 
W h e n informed he had been t a k e n a w a y 
they searched the jail and then left a t a 
gallop over the Sparta road. 

. Evidence Before the Coroner. 
The ev idence presented a t the coroner's 

jury w a s strong. The 10-year-old daugh­
ter of Montgomery testified tha t her fa ­
ther s en t her to the pasture and that her 
mother w a s in good health. W h e n she 
returned to the house her mother w a s 
ly ing in a pool of blood on the floor-. H e r 
neck w a s broken and her head Crushed. 
The father w a s near by.
