Ow­
ing to storms and unseasonable weather In 
many districts, many points not usually de­
pending upon the northwest have placed orders 
for a largo amount, and this unlooked for out­
let caused a general hustling for supplies One 
of the best potato men In the two cities turned 
down a car the middle of the week because 
stock was not Just what he wanted. The ship­
per turned over the cai to another dealer the 
same day at an advance of 12 cents per bushel. 
This is merely given to show the suddenness 
of the fluctuation, hardly anticipated by men 
who make a business of studying the situation. 
Old stock is not near cleaned up, but the sea-
Bon has so far advanced that a large proportion 
Is now in too poor condition to be merchantable, 
and this fact is responsible to a great extent 
for the better tone to the market on really de 
slrable holdings. New stock from the south 
la In good supply, but still hold to a high range 
on prices, and only sought for by people with 
plethoric pocket books. 

The butter situation has shown but little 
change during the week. Demand is running 
about equal to arrivals, which maintains a sat­
isfactory tone in all quarters Opinion is some­
what divided among the trade as to future de­
velopments, but the trend is toward a higher 
Tange, especially on goods suited to storage 
purposes. Competition continues active for 
sweet goods for ladling and renovating 

Eggs advanced a full cent a dozen during the 
week. Demand is active, but receipts have fal­
len off to a great extent. Late arrivals show 
• heavier shrinkage under the candler's hands, 
probably due to the fact that farmers are not 
marketing the production as promptly as ear­
lier in the season Past experience has shown 
that holding for an advance has been a losing 
venture, as the shrinkage offsets more than any 
ordinary rise In values. 

Cheese shows no change The quality of the 
nejv make is improving right along, and dealers 
are better supplied with well-cured goods. 

The entire poultry list has declined the past 
few days Receipts have increased, while the 
demand has not shown a corresponding lm-
pfovement Turkeys are slow salo at any price, 
unless very plump Geese are extremely drag-
»y. Demand Is of good proportions for good 
sited broilers, but the smaller sizes are moving 
out slowly. 

In dressed meats, veal continues in over-
supply, and values rule a shade lower than last 
week. The weather has been favorable, other­
wise a still lower range would have developed 
Under prevailing conditions, shippers should not 
urge their city handlers to force out stock on 
arrival, as many shippers a 'e inclined to do, not 
realizing the situation. M 'k lambs are lower 
Too many are arriving sou and shipping with 
pelts oft will prove most satisfactory during 
warm weather. 

Receipts of fish are liberal. Pike are one-
half cent per lb lower. Other lines hold 
steady, and In good request on desirable 
weights. 

Arrivals of berries during the week have been 
heavy, and a big trade Is reportable. Prices 
for the week probably reached low water mark, 
as indications point to higher prices Stock has

LIQUIDATION OVER 
Nexs York, June 13.—The Financial Age In i ts 

weekly review says: Liquidation, although in 
less volume and with an occasional cessation, 
due to covering by shorts, was again in evi­
dence this week. The downward movement of 
prices, however, bore a number of earmarks of 
speculation, pure and simple, and were the 
result of cleverly engineered drives by the short 
interest, which is being reinforced daily by ad­
ditions to its ranks, rather than of a desire of 
disgruntled holders to throw stock overboard. 
Those whose bank accounts warrant show no 
disposition to dispose of their holdings, and 
the present liquidation is confined almost exclu­
sively to weakly margined accounts, which the 
"bears" have been unusually successful in lo­
cating. 

This liquidation cannot continue much longer 
at the present rate, and the position of the short 
interest is not being strengthened by the indis­
criminate company that is joining in the move­
ment. There Is evidence that even now i t is 
too unwieldy, and many of those who have as­
sisted in bringing the market to a lower level 
are now satisfied to take their profits, and "get 
from under." 

"OUR WESTERN HALLUCINATION." 
We are now approaching the season when the 

Western banker indulges his annual hallucina­
tion regarding his independence of the Eas»*and 
proceeds to draw on his New York correspond­
ent Every summer the daily and financial press 
contains scores of interviews with Western 
financiers of more or less prominence, who state 
that the banks In that section'are better pre­
pared than ever to handle the crops, and that 
furthermore they can do so without the assist­
ance of Eastern institutions. These Interviews 
occasionally wind up with an editorial comment 
regarding the gradual shifting of the financial 
center from Wall Street to some less effete 
legion. Last year was more than usually pro­
lific of this sort of buncombe, and many usually 
well Informed commentators were deceived by 
the apparent confidence of the Westerners. This 
may have been true even of New York bankers, 
who at all events were unprepared for the heavy 
drain of the summer and autumn*, and the con­
sequence was the stringency in the money mar­
ket which lasted until December. More cur­
rency was transferred through the sub-treasury 
to Chicago, New Orleans and other western and 
southern points, July to November, than during 
the season of 1901, and about as much as dur­
ing the season of 1900. Claims that the outgo 
would fall to a nominal amount were faulty and 
the chances are that from what bank records 
show the drain this year will be no less than i t 
usually is. Unless the cash resources of west­
ern and southern institutions have increased 
materially since the April call of the comptrol­
ler, there is but little difference between the 
figures of this year and of the corresponding 
period In 1902. 

CONDITION OF NEW YORK BANKS. 
Cash holdings of the associated banks of New 

York are $229,000,000, about $20,000,000 less 
than In 1902, smaller by $26,000,000 than two 
years ago, and about $8,000,000 less than 1900. 
Of course these decreased figures may be par­
tially attributed to the withdrawals of trust 
companies from the Clearing House, but after 
making a most liberal estimate of the amount 
of currency affected by these withdrawals it is 
evident that the local institutions are not as 
well prepared for the crop moving period as 
they w ere in 1902., 

The extensive liquidation In the stock mar­
ket, however, will do much to strengthen the 
position of the banks, and i t is safe to predict 
that there will be no repetition of the unwar­
ranted speculative movement of last summer. 
Not only the banks, but the stock market con­
tingent as well are unalterably opposed to a 
"bull" market at present. The , banks are 
against i t because of its Influence on the mone­
tary situation, and speculators realize that It; 
would receive no support from the outside pun-
lie 

The government crop report Indicates a yield 
of 780,000,000 bushels, by far the largest on 
record This is an unexpectedly heavy yield, 
especially In view of the fact that crops have 
been materially damaged by the recent floods. 

LABOR OUTLOOK BETTER. 
The labor outlook continues to furnish evi­

dences of improvement. Perhaps the most sig­
nificant feature of the week's events in thi* 
quarter was the secession of a number of labor 
unions from the building trades organization in 
New York This action was based on dissatis­
faction with the management of the central 
body. I t is a healthy sign when labor refuses 
to indorse unwise leadership.

Weather, crop and labor conditions all show 

improvement thiB week, and the feeling has 
grown that damage from the foregoing sources 
has been overestimated. Wholesale business 
generally is still seasonably quiet, but already 
an improvement in tone is noticeable as the 
result of the rather better outlook agricul­
turally. 

Iron production is a t the highest point ever 
recorded, but the late weakness in quotations 
has given way to a rather firmer tone, though 
advance buying is still the exception. Stocks 
of iron are not accumulating very much. The 
tin plate production a t present is of enormous 
volume. 

Railroad earnings are good as a whole, tho 
expected western floods have curtailed June 
gross receipts somewhat. May gross receipts 
show a gain of 12 per cent, as against a gain 
of 14.3 per cent In April, but foUow a gain of 9 
per cent in May, 1902, over 1901. 

A rather free movement of spot goods Is no­
ticed in cottons, and jobbers report a fair season­
able business a t the east. For futures, how­
ever, prices are high and business is done spar­
ingly. Ginghams and prints are moving well 
for this season. Reorders of men's woolens 
show some Increase, but business is light at the 
east, while a t the west new wools are moving 
quite freely. 

Shoe shipments from the east are very heavy 
for this time of the year, being 12 per cent 
larger than last week, 34 per cent larger than 
last, and 13 per cent for the season. 

Lumber shows a firm tone, despite labor trou­
bles.
