CONFINING T H E F I N N S 

Neither People Nor N e w s Allowed to E s ­
cape From Finland. 

Communication of all k inds b e t w e e n 
Finland and Sweden across the frontier 
will be stopped b y the Russ ian authori­
t ies . H a d i t not been for the ski serv ice 
across the frontier the world would have 
known noth ing of the dreadful famine in 
Finland last winter. N o t only to prevent 
n e w s from leaking out, but to prevent the 
F inns from emigrat ing 's the boundary so 
carefully guarded. 

Advices from Lulea s ta te that Russ ian 
officials have confiscated all the te le­
phones on the Finnish border and de­
stroyed the telephone cables in the bed of 
Tornea river, separat ing Finland from 
Sweden. Russ ian revenue cutters are 
patrolling the river on the F innish side 
to see tha t no new cable is landed. The 
frontier patrol has been doubled and it is 
now impossible to cross the river w i t h ­
out meet ing Russ ian gendarmes on, horse­
back w h o m it is very difficult t o sat i s fy 
a s to passports or identity. 

Russ ian detect ives infest Lulea and the 
vi l lages a long the river. All te legrams 
and other m e s s a g e s crossing the frontier 
are censored and precaut ions are taken to 
prevent F innish exi les from communicat ­
ing wi th their friends by m e a n s of those 
w h o are returning to Finland. 

United States Steel in Sweden, * / 
Advices from Stockholm announce tbat negotia­

tions are pending for the sale of the large iron 
nelds in Lapland, said to be the richest in 
the world, to the United States Steel corpora­
tion. Charles M. Schwab, its president, had 
seveial conferences with the owners of the mines 
while in Furope. The agreed price is said to be 
$50,000,000. 

French Invest in Norway. 
It is reported that the rich platinum mines at 

'Voaland, near Arendel. Norway, hare been sold 
by the Tysse prospecting company to a French 
mining company for 2,60(1,000 franes. It is pre­
sumed tbat mining will be prosecuted on a larger 
scale than before. 

Ibsen Is Well. 
Henrlk Ibsen has recovered from bis late at­

tack of illness. His advanced age keeps him 
pretty much at home, but he is up every day, 
is in good spirits and' dines with a good appe­
tite. 

The King Enforces Justice. 
Four boys at the Flakkeberg, Denmark, Chil­

dren's Home wrote to the king complaining that 
the master beat them with a switch of steel 
wire. The king was much pleased over their 
display of confidence and instructed the minister 
of justice to attend to the matter at once. In­
vestigation proved the charges to be true, and 
the brutal master and bis assistant were re­
moved. 

Bound for the Antarctic 
Captain Olof Gwldeft, of the Swedish navy, 

has been selected to lead the Nordenskjold re­
lief expedition to the antarctic regions and will 
have a picked crew. The relief ship will be 
provisioned for three years on the advice of Pro­
fessor Nathoi'Bt. 

Praotioal Forestry. 
About 800 Swedish acres in Horndal, Dale-

carlia, will be sown to pine and spruce this year. 
The reforestation of this part of Sweden has 
proved very successful. The work has been 
going on for many years and beautiful young 
forests now prevail in districts previously cov­
ered with brush.

Funds are wanted for the restoration of 
the Eldsvold building. The work has 
been carried on by means of private sub­
scriptions secured by an associat ion of 
people interested in preserving this h i s ­
torical place, where the patriotic band on 
May 17, 1814, declared the Norweg ians 
a free and scnereign people. The hall 
in which the storthing m e t has been 
placed In the condition in which it w a s in 
1814. The gallery has received m a n y a d ­
ditions, a s has a lso the original library. 
Considerable of the old furniture has b e e n 
secured and while the building already of­
fers m a n y attract ions, it still needs con­
siderable more t o be complete. Several 
articles of furniture which would be very 
appropriate are t o be had and certain 
improvements to the building and grounds 
would be desirable. 

Stang May Resign. 
It is generally believed in Norway that Min­

ister Stang will be obliged to resign from the 
cabinet on account of his recent utterances re­
garding the proposed solution of the Norwegian 
demand for a separate consular service. His 
views are at variance with the government's 
program. The plan proposed by the Swedish-
Norwegian commission has been publicly indorsed 
by the leaders of the conservative, moderate and 
liberal parties. 

Stockholm's Phone War. 
Stockholm has a telephone war. The gov­

ernment system has cut off all connections with 
the Stockholm general, a private company, on 
account of the latter* s methods. The competi­
tion between these two big concerns has given 
Stockholm the most complete and cheapest tele­
phone" service in the world. 

Christian IX. Will Junket. 
King Christian of Denmark will follow the ex­

ample of his Illustrious contemporaries and do a 
little visiting himself. After a brief sojourn 
at Welsbaden to take the cure, he will pay a 
ceremonial visit to President Loubet of France, 
and then will go to Berlin to call on the em­
peror, returning the recent visits of these rulers 
to his kingdom. 

Wismar Out of Fawn. 
Sweden has formally said "good bye" to Wis­

mar. This German city once belonged to Sweden 
and was pawned for a big loan over a hundred 
rears ago. The principal with Interest now 
amounts to an immense sum and it is doubtful 
if it could be redeemed anyway. Both chambers 
of the Swedish riksdag have voted to waive the 
Swedish claim. The Inhabitants of Wismar are 
delighted and thru the mayor have sent a tele­
gram of thanks to the riksdag. 

Wealth on Greenland. 
The richest Greenlander is the Eskimo Kor-

koya, who controls the commerce of Bafflns 
bay. He was born at Julianehaab and began to 
barter forty years ago. He will not have money 
but trades the products of the arctic for food 
products which he,exchanges again to the na­
tives for furs, eiderdown, ivory, etc. The con­
tents of hi«i magazine are easily worth 50,000 
kroner, besides which he has 18 kajaks, 40 fine 
dogs and an immense quantity of harpoons, 
lances, etc. N

New Party in Sweden. 
From having a paucity of political parties, 

Sweden is soon likely to have as many as the 
othpr countries. The moderate reform friends 
have recently organized and twenty of the in­
dependent or "wild" men of the riksdag have 
Joined it. The party will labor for the country's 
welfare and will seek to maintain its neutrality 

Danish Engineer Dead. 
Captain H. Nonboe, one of the foremost en­

gineers In the Argentine Republic, died recently 
at Buenos Aires from blood poisoning. He was 
formerly first lieutenant in the Danish artillery, 
but resigned from the service to become in­
structor in a polytechnic school. Nonboe went 
to Argentine In 1896 and soon obtained a respon­
sible position and was rapidly advanced. 

Has a Fondness for Danes. 
The king of Slam continues to show his prefer­

ence for Danish naval officers, of whom there 
are many in the Danish service. When Captain 
Trolle resigned as commander of the royal yacht 
the king immediately appointed Captain Scho-
ning to the vacant position. 

Lie Seeks High Places. 
Jonas Lie will find inspiration and quiet in 

the high Bavarian Alps this summer. He and 
his wife have secured quarters at Brehtesgaden 
for the season. Mr. Lie will complete a novel 
which will be quite pretentious as to size.
