Millions of Dollars Worth of Art Objects Detained in Europe by the 

b¥**r ' Tariff—Houdon's Two-Busts of' 'The Given Kiss" 

and "The Bought Kiss."

A t present Mr. Pierpont Morgan Is In the 

curious posit ion of being the owner of 
s o m e of the finest art treasures in the 
world, wi thout being able to take them 
home. 

Dur ing the last twelve years he h a s 
spent t w o mill ions of money upon rare 
tapestr ies , old masters , and statuary of 
immense value, and it w a s h is intention 
t o fill his private m u s e u m at N e w York 
w i t h these spoils from all Europe's m o s t 
famous collections. 

B u t w h e n he wished to remove h is treas­
ures he found that the Uni ted States 
revenue authorit ies would impose such 
heavy duties that untold thousands would 
be required to ge t them past the cus tom­
houses 

H i s wonderful collection, therefore, re ­
mains stored a w a y in this country, and 
s e e m s likely to do so for some t ime to 
oome, tho wi thout doubt in the end it will 
certainly leave these shores never to re­
turn. 

The enthus iast ic lover of the artist ic 
rel ics of a glorious past Is beg inning to 
s e e that Mr. Pierpont Morgan has become 
a very real danger to the old world. I t 
has long been k n o w n that this k ing of 
finance has for years been spending g l g a n * 
tic s u m s in acquiring priceless works of 
art of all countries and periods, but whi le 
he generously made the public share in 
his treasures by distributing them on loan 
among the public galleries of Europe, from 
far A t h e n s to Glasgow in the north, he 
appeared rather in the l ight of a public 
benefactor than a s a modern Napoleon 
despoil ing conquered countries of their 
most cherished possess ions 

Yet Napoleon's Ital ian booty, taken by 
force of arms, can scarcely compare in 
magnitude w i t h the spoil of Mr. Pierpont 
Morgan's mill ions. 

A list of only the m o s t important of h is 
acquisit ions will show the magnitude of h i s 
operations, w h i c h result in a wholesale e x ­
odus of works of a i t from their anc ient 

homes in England, Italy, France , Germany, 
Spain and Greece. 

Soudon takes a m o n g t h e sculptors of 
nee m u c h the s a m e posit ion a s Frago-

nard a m o n g the painters. H i s t w o busts 
w h i c h Pierpont Morgan bought from D u -
veen's for £20,000, come from the Muhl-
bacher collection in Paris , and represent 
"The Given K i s s " and "The B o u g h t K i s s " 
They are marvelous s tudies of express ion, 
modeled w i t h a great sculptor's^feeling for 
form The idea i s carried out even in the 
accessories , garlands of roses be ing intro­
duced into the first, v ines into the second, 
in w h i c h the m a n h a s the coarse features 
and long pointed ears of a fawun, whi le 
the w o m a n is aranged l ike a Bacchante . 

Perhaps the m o s t famous picture in 
Pierpont Morgan s possess ion is the Raph­
ael known a s the "Colonna Madonna," b e ­
cause it w a s a family property of the 
house of Colonna in R o m e for m a n y g e n ­
erat ions. The price he paid for it to Mr. 
Sedlmeyer in Paris reached the sensat ion­
al figure of £100,000. 

The s a m e a m o u n t h e paid to Mr. D u -
v e e n for the Gothic tapestry, now a t the 
Victoria and Albert m u s e u m , w h i c h hai ls 
from^ Aygalades , a delightful country sea t 
in the neighborhood of Marseil les. This 
tapestry i s supposed to belong t o the V a n 
E y c k series a t the Madrid royal palace, 
but there i s no record to prove tha t a n y 
piece is mi s s ing from this series On the 
other hand, i t is known that Cardinal Ma-
zarin brought it to Par i s from Spain and 
left it to h is nephew, a t whose death i t 
w a s bought by Marshal Villars. 

From the south of France again—from 
Grasse—come t h o wondrously beautiful 

decorative panels by Fragonold known a s 
the "Roman d'Amour de la Jeunesse ." 
The majority of these were originally 
painted for Mme. du Barry, Louis le 
Bienaime's famous favorite, and represent 
the love l e m a n c e of the king . 

The chief panels represent "The Pur ­
suit ," "The Rendezvous ," "Recollect ions," 
and "The Crowned Lover." The last of 
the se i i e s , "Forsaken," could hardly have 
been painted for Mme. du Barry, s ince 
the* art is t could scarcely have been bold 
enough to undertake t h e part of a 
preacher of morals to his powerful pat ­
roness. These decorations caused a great 
stir w h e n they were rxhiblted a few 
years back a t Messrs. Agnew's , from 
w h o m Pierpont Morgan eventual ly bought 
them for £65,000 

Of other notable objects dest ined some 
day to leave the old world w e should m e n ­
tion a se t of three Rose du Barry Sevres 
vases from the Good and Lord Coventry 
collections, bought for the trifle of £ 1 5 , -
000, a landscape by Hobbema from Cap­
ta in Holford's collection (£30,000) and 
the "Duchess of Devonshire" by Gains­
borough, w i t h i ts romantic story of theft 
and recovery, wh ich is rpcent history 
Mr Morgan bought this historical picture 
from A g n e w ' s for £40,000. H i s col lec­
t ions of snuffboxes and of miniatures by 
the greates t masters of th is del 'cate art, 
by Cosway, PUmer and Engleheart , are 
quite unique. Their value m a y be gauged 
from the fact that he had to pay not 
very long ago £3,000 for a set of four 
miniatures by Plimer, w h i c h are not by 
a n y m e a n s the finest or the most valuable 
of h is collection.

AN ENGINE WITHOUT WHEELS 

A. New Turbine Which Furnishes Great Power Without Cranks—It Is 

^ Built on an Old Egyptian Principle.

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Pi t t sburg Leader 
T o the layman, the m a n unacquainted 

w i t h the s t eam spinning w h e e l s and puf­
fing exhaust pipe, a v i s i t to q» modern 
engine, as ide from a m o s t casual and 
superficial g lance a t t h e power stat ion 
where one of these novel power-g ivers is 
operating, would be a rude shock To the 
boy or girl w h o has been a b o m admirer 
of the great engine w i t h m a s s i v e drive 
wheel , smoothly gl iding piston rod, huge 
crank shaft and the g leaming revolving 
mechani sm that is a t least inspiring and 
pret ty to look upon, the appearance of a 
modern turbine engine is s o m e w h a t dis ­
appoint ing because the beauty is gone. 
The manufacturer, however, w h o has t o 
pav the bills, finds In it more than a n y 
one else A coal saver, a s t e a m econo­
mizer, a space saver and a minlmlzer of 
danger to his employes . 

In the n e w power house of the P i t t s ­
burg and Connellsville railroad, near Con-
nellsville, there are three of these new 
machines , probably the first of their t y p e 
to be used in wes tern Pennsylvania , w i t h 
the exception of the works of the W e s t -
inghouse plants, where they are built. 

The first quest ion one a s k s w h e n he 
s e e s the engine Is "Where are the 
w h e e l s ? " There are no wheels , is the a n ­
swer 

There s tands the twent i e th century 
power supply in full operation, but not a 
th ing about it, so far as the eye is con­
cerned, is in mot ion . Only the ear can 
detect the life in the th ing I t has a low 
s inging hum to its internal motion that 
resembles the sound of the modern e leo-
tric generator There i s nothing left of 
the cylinder, the great flywheel, the piston 
rod or crank shaft There are no eccen­
tric rods, pulley whee l s and huge belt ing 
to connect w i t h the overhead shafts All 
these are wonders of the past and to the 
turbine engine are ant iquit ies of a n earlier 
period They are not gone, by any means , 
but they are go ing 

Ins tead of all of th is brill iant array of 
whirring s tee l and iron there s tands b e ­
fore the vis i tor an apparent ly Inanimate 
object I t looks like an engine frame of 
the old style, shorn of Its whee l s and 
m o s t important parts In reality, it is a 
s tee l encasement , wi th in which is the long 
s tee l shaft hav ing short b lades project ing 
from it a n d upon which blades s team is 
working, a s it rushes thru the encasement 
from the point of entrance to the point of 
exi t One of the men explained i ts m e t h ­
ods of working by say ing that it is l ike 
an ordinary screw be ing inserted into a 

metal xube S t e a m i s turned in a t one 
end of this tube, runs a long the thread of 
the screw to the other end and m a k e s 
the screw revolve This is all done on a 
big soale inside of the h u g e iron case or 
frame of the engine, and to do a w a y w i t h 
whee l s and shafts the s a m e screw of tur­
bine is projected beyond the bladed part 
and i s a t tached to a dynamo, which is 
worked a s a part of the engine . 

Whi le the industrial world is ta lk ing of 
the wonder of this new mach ine the m o s t 
interest ing feature of it comes from the 
fact that it is a return to the earl iest 
known type of s t e a m engine in the world's 
history The very principle i t u s e s w a s 
first tried, acording to reliable data, about 
120 years before t h e Christian era, a n d 
a m o n g the Egypt ians The first machine 
w a s more of a toy than a practical in ­
strument for the aid of mankind In 
1G29 the de Lava l turbine w a s invented, 
which w a s a s l ight improvement on the 
first or Egypt ian machine . Th i s seoond 
one m i g h t have been taken up and i m ­
proved from that t ime, but in 1705 the 
ex i s t ing engine appeared. It i s called the 
reciprocating engine, and turbines were 
not thought of again until wi th in t h e very 
recent past .

" 'Naw, I dawn't doncher knaw," s a y s I.

HOW CHEMICALS ARE ADULTERATED 

The New York Health Department Finds That the Drugs and Medicines 

Are Badly Doped by Conscienceless Manufacturers.

Invest igat ion of al leged drug adultera­
t ion has g iven the N e w York heal th d e ­
partment someth ing to think about. A n a l y ­
s is h a s pro\ ed that the evil ex i s t s to a far 
greater ex tent than would have been b e ­
l ieved possible , that supposedly reputable 
druggis ts really do adulterate their chemi ­
cals—or sell adulterated chemicals—to a 
start l ing extent In some instances i t has 
been found that it is not merely a case of 
the adulterat ion of the drug a s k e d for, but 
of the subst i tut ion of an entirely different 
and far cheapei substance for the one 
asked for A n d whi le in the main the 
chemicals used a s adulterants are In t h e m ­
se lves harmless , i t has been proved that 
in a t least one compound a we l l -known 
poison has been wide ly subst i tuted for a 
more expens ive chemical 

The invest igat ion has been in the hands 
of D r Joseph A Deghuee , head of the 
health department's chemical laboratory. 
T h e m o s t s tart l ing resul ts tha t Dr. D e ­
ghuee has obtained bear on the subs t i tu ­
tion of methy l for ethyl alcohol in certa in 
standard compounds. Methyl or wood a l ­
cohol is wel l k n o w n a s a poison, and is en ­
tirely different in its^ effects from ethyl or 
grain alcohol. I t i s a product of the d i s ­
til lation of wood, and all commercial 
grades contain impurit ies , of w h i c h the 
principal is ace tone Numerous ins tances 
of ser ious and sudden bl indness have been 
traced to i t s u t e in medicinal preparations. 
Less than half a n ounce produced total and 
permanent blindness, and three ounces 
h a v e caused aeath 

Bl indness has also been caused by exter ­
nal use of wood alcohol, w h e n i t s p a t h w a y 
of entrance was, mere ly thru the lungs a n d 
the skin of the hands and forearm. Dr. 
Reid H u n t of Johns Hopkins says 

"Experiments show conclusively that, 
however pure the preparation m a y be, it 
(methyl alcohol) is totally unfit for use 
a s a subst i tute for grain alcohol in any 
preparation which Is to be taken Inter­
nally, and especially in preparations which 
are to be taken for any length of t ime ." 

H a v i n g reason to bel ieve that druggis ts 
•were us ing i t in certain compounds into 
which ethyl alcohol entered largely, Dr. 
D e g h u e e analyzed a number of samples 
of Jamaica g inger and of spirts of c a m ­
phor, both of them common household 
remedies ; both of t h e m freely sold and 
freely administered wi thout a physic ian's 
order. 

The preparations of ginger, he found, 
were all properly compounded, but in a 
number of ins tances methyl alcohol had 
been used in compounding spirits of c a m ­
phor alcohol, and i s nearly a lways pre­
pared by the retailer. Of 215 samples e x ­
amined. Dr. D e g h u e e found 175 made w i t h 
e thy l alcohol, whi le 40 contained methyl . 
That is , admit t ing that the samples were 
fairly representative, a lmos t 20 per cent 
of the druggis ts of N e w York do not hes i ­
tate to use a poison in compounding a n 
ordinary household remedy that any per­
son of average discretion would consider 
himself justified in adminis ter ing exter­
nal ly a s he s a w fit. That i s rather a 
start l ing showing lor an enl ightened c o m ­
muni ty ! 

Of the forty samples tha t contained 
wood alcohol, thirty conta ined wood a l ­
cohol pure and simple, whi le t en contained 
a mixture of both sorts . F i v e of the adul­
terated samples were marked "For ex tern-
use only." N o t pne of them w a s marked 
plainly and emphatical ly "Poison." A n d 
three of t h e m had directions for internal 
dose printed on the label. In these three 
methy l alcohol w a s u s e d exclusively . T h e 
others w e r e s imply labeled "Spirits of 
Camphor." 

T w o of the druggis ts were arrested, con-
•\icted and fined $50 apiece in the court of 
special sess ions . 

T h e whole invest igat ion w a s started 
early in the year, w h e n Dr. X«ederle, hav ing 
rece ived numerous complaints of the qual­

i ty of phenacet in that w a s be ing so ld thru-
out the city, decided that i t w a s t ime for 
the heal th department to take a hand. 
A c t i n g under his instructions, Dr. D e g ­
huee caused samples of phenacet in to be 
bought from 369 druggists thruout Greatei 
N e w York. N o sect ion of the c i ty w a s 
neglected Samples were bought in Rich­
mond and out F lush ing w a y and in the 
Bronx, though of course by far the great ­
er number came from Manhat tan or 
Brooklyn And no district came thru the 
subsequent examinat ion w i t h honor Dr 
Dughuee ' s report shows that of the 369 
samples bought there were of

pound which m a y be safely taken in large 
quanti t ies Acetanil id, e v e n in small 
quantit ies , m a y prove dangerous. On 
German phenacet in, a t the usual retail 
rates, a druggis t m a y m a k e a profit of 
someth ing l ike 200 per cent If he sub­
s t i tu tes acetanil id for it his profit runs 
up to 8,000 per cent—more than a n y g e t -
rich-quick syndicate ever dreamed of in 
its rosiest prospectus And w h e n the a c e ­
tanil id is itself adulterated w i t h starch 
the profit becomes even greater 

"One would think," said Dr Deghuee , 
"that the average druggist would be sa t ­
isfied w i t h h is normal profits wh ich are 
a lways enormous, particularly, of course, 
m the prescriptions which he compounds 
The druggis t frankly admits that his profit 
on drugs is enormous, but he argues that 
he i s not charging for the mere chemi­
cal alone, b u t for the years of training, 
the knowledge, the skill which he has 
acquired. A n d that is all very well, but 
in a compound like phenacet in there is no 
quest ion of skill, if he is honest and sa t i s ­
fied w i t h m a k i n g his little 200 per cent 
H e s imply measures out so m u c h of a 
compound which is prepared in Germany, 
sent over in sealed packages , and so 
thoroly protected b y patents that he can't 
compound it himself, even if he k n o w s 
how, w h i c h he probably does, for it Is a 
very simple matter . The skill required in 
sel l ing phenacet in is about tha t of a n 
average department store or groce iy clerk. 

"It i s because i t is a patent medicine 
tha t t h e department h a s been unable to 
fix the b l a m e for the adulterated article 
so commonly sold. M a n y of the druggists 
w h o so ld i t appear to have bought it in 
good fa i th a s the genuine article. They 
h a v e showed us packages , in the original 
wrappers, w i t h seals unbroken, which 
were clever enough forgeries to have de­
ce ived a n y one. The druggists admit 
that they bought them cheap from Ir­
responsible parties, bel ieving them to be 
smuggled . A good deal of real phenace­
t in is smuggled, because it is much more 
thorqughly protected by i ts patents here 
t h a n i t is on the continent or in Great 
Britain. Consequently it i s to be had 
m u c h cheaper there than here—the g e n u ­
ine article, I mean, put up by the original 
firm. A g o d deal of it comes over from 
Canada, evading the cus toms Of 
course i t is unlawful to sell it here, but 
i t i s no t the Board of Heal th's bus iness 
that the druggis ts sell smuggled goods, 
whi le i t i s dist inct ly i t s bus iness If they 
Bell impure drugs " 

H a v i n g proved beyond peradventure 
that they did sell impure phenacetin, a t 
least D r D e g h u e e se t himself to finding: 
out whether they sold other adulterated 
drugs. H e examined 115 samples of 
cream of tartar, buying twenty -n ine from
