TELEGRAPH GASE UP

Judge Simpson .I-Iea.ra Arguments in
State’s Suit Against Western
Union Company.

State Interposes a Demurrer to An-
swer Made by the Defense—An
Important Case.

Judge Simson this morning listened to
the first presentation in this county of the
case of the state of Minnesota against
the Western Union Telegraph company.
The action is to collect a $1,000 penalty
for the non-payment of a license fee im-
posed upon all forelgn corporations doing
business in the state, and the hearing
upon the state's demurrer interposed to
the defendant's answer. Assistant Attor-
ney General C. W. SBomerby presented the
state's case and C. M. Ferguson appeared
as counsel for the company. The court
will announce its decision within a few
days.

The case involves the right of the state
to impose a license upon foreign corpora-
tions, and both the state and the defend-
ant are making a determined fight.

Mr. SomeFby's contention was that the
answer of defendant set up no valid de-
fense, Ide argued that the statute of 1899
provided that all foreign corporations must
file with the secretary of state by the
first of July of that year, a certified copy
of their constitution and bylaws, must
open an office ‘and provide an agent in
the state upon whom service of process
could be had, must file a sworn statement
of property owned in the state, from
which data a llcense fee would be as-
sesged, and must be pald by the corpora-
tion. None of these provisions, according
to Hr. Somerby, the defendant company
complied with and these facts were prac-
tically admitted in their answer.

In reply Mr. Ferguson set up that ths
Western Union was doing buisness under
a provision of the United States statutes
and that it was carrying on governmental
business as well as Interstate business,
nelither of which are subject to state tax-
ation.

HALL SAYS NOT GUILTY

Health Commissioner Pleads
Charge of Neglect of His
Official Duty,

“Not Guilty”” was the plea entered he-
fore Judge Elliott this morning by Health
Commynissioner eParl M. Hall, indicted
for neglect of his official duty.

This fact, surprising as it
may seem, does not, acording to several
authorities mentioned by Mr. Hall thils
morning, vituate the Indlctment. Mr.
Hall stated his opinion of this sort of law
strongly, but announced that in view of
these .decisions he would not press his
motion. ;

"BOARDMAN CASE IN COURT
Defense Would Set Aside Service of

Summons in Libel Suit.

The libel suit of Fred H. Boardman, at-
torney of Hennepin county, against the
8. 8. McClure company, came before Judge
Lochren in the federal ecircuit court to-
day, on motion by defendant to set aside
the service of summons.

The suit grows out of Lincoln Steffens’
story in McClure's Magazine, some months
ago, entitled ““The Shame of Minneapalis,™
in which it is alleged that Mr. Boardman
was libeled.

The defense contended that the serviee
upon Frederick C. Little, western agent
of the company, with headquarters at
Chicago, was insufficient, as Mr. Little
was not a resident of Minnesota in charge
of its business in the state, but. was pass-
ing thru Minneapolis on his way to Cali-
fornia when the papers were served.

The plaintiff is represented by Charles
S. Jelly, H. H. Boutéllé, Frank W. Nye
and Ralph Borland, all of Minneapolis,
while Rome G. Brown and Charles S. Al-
bert appeared for the defendant.

O0Oddly the
only note of discord was over something
entirely forelgn to the objects of the'gath-
erilng. The National American Woman
Buffrage assoclation, in its endeavor to
get all the labor unions to indorse its gen-
eral position, had a woman suffrage reso-
lution Introduced yesterday afternoon. It
was defeated, but only after acrimonious
debate. i

Officers were elected this gorning and
the revised constitution was adopted with-
out hiteh. President John M. Finley, who
was re-elected, will the coming year de-
vote his time entirely te organization, un-
der the direction of the new board pro-
vided by the revised constitution. For
elght vears Mr. Finley has been a flour
packer at the Pillsbury B mill. Secre-
tary-Treasurer A. E. Kellington, Minne-
apolls, also was re-elected. The two new
members of the executive board are
Arthur Ogg and James E. Larkin. All
vice presidents are made organizers in the
territory which they represent.

the drink evil. There was a distinct dif-
ference, ‘he said, between the common
drunkard and the person suffering from
alcoholic insanity, caused by he exces-
slve use of liquor. The quantity of liquor:
consumed or the length of time to which
the victim had been addicted to its use
did not necessarily determine the class]
to which a patient belonged because the
amount required to produce insanity in
one might not so affect another. It was
an established fact that alecohol produced
a form of insanity, but it was difficult to
determine just when mental disintegra-
tion due to that cause ensued. He urged
the necessity of the state providing in-
stitutions, which do not ‘now exlist, for
the prolonged restraint and control of all
cases where the diagnosis showed an un-
mistakable existence of alcoholic insan-
ity. It was a mistake to allow a man
to go tc ruln because he was considered
a common drunkard,

Dr. T. J. Catlin of Delano, Minn., in-
formed the soclety that influenza was not
only on the Increase but that the resulting

'mortality was increasing in proportion to

the increase of the dlsease.

Dr. J. N. McCormick, national organizer
of the American Medical assoclation,
brought the matter of a strong orzani-
zatlon before the soclety. Next year, he
said, it would be necessary for membera
of the state soclety to belong also- to
county or district socletles.” The state so-
clety will have a house of delegates to
transact all roitine business, made up of
representatives from the subordinate so-
cletles, the basis of representation being
one for every fifty members or major por-
tion thereof. About 150 delegates at-
