WON BY THE PICKET

Betting Public Gets a Severe Jolt in
Result of the American
Derby.

Many Parties of Local Men Make
the Trip to Chicago—Heavy
Betting.

The betting “public recelved a ‘severe
setback Saturday- at Chica.go. when The
Picket, a horse uverluokucl in the betting,
won the rich Anferican dérby at“Washing-
ton park. The Pickét's victory over a big
fleld of high class horses was made re-
markable by several things. It was the
horse's first victory in any race; the dis-
tance of a mile and a half was covered in
2:33,“ breaking the record for the event;
and- The Picket came in practically pulled
up, six lengths ahead of his field, after
making the pace nearly all the way.

Nineteen horses went to the post, the
largest fleld that has ever faced a derby
started. Jockey Helgesen took The Picket
to the fore in the first few lengths, and
he was never headed. Au Revoir held sec-
ond -place as the horses came past the
stand, with a lot of dark horses behind
him. In the back stretch Savable, the fa-
vorite, was in seventh position, with
Claude just behind. ‘Au Revoir and Lin-

.guist weakened and dropped back at the

half-mile post. Claude began to make his

-run, and quickly moved up to fourth posi-

tion Savable merely held his own. The
Picket, running at his own pace, never
faltered, and an eighth of.a mile from the
finish the race was decided. Claude came
fast in the stretch, but Daly saw he had
no chance to overhaul The Picket, and he
eased up. Bernays got third by a neck
from Savable, Judge Himes, a heavily

.backed horse, failed to make a showing,

and ‘finished last, forty lengths behind the
winmner.

The rdce was worth sﬁz 375. With. the
exception of the world's falr derby in 1903
it, was the rlchest in the history of the
Local si:oi*ta'tnterested

Local sports manifested unusual inter-
est in the derby, and many parties went
to Chicago Friday night to see the great
race run, Those who were not able to
make the trip sought a place where they
might register a bet, and the Morife Carlo
at Columbia Heights, where a book was
made, did a rushing business all after-
nooon.

Singularly enough, the Mlnneapolls erit-
ics falled to guess the race correctly. At
Columbia Heights, altho a big amount of
money was-wagered, it is said that only
two men cashed In tickets on The Picket,
and these were for small amounts. “Min-
neapolitans generally did not fancy Sav-
able, many remarking that it was a rare
thing for a favorite to. win a big stake
event. Judge Himes was a favorite with
many,: and Claude, the California and St.
Louls derby winner, had quite a hea.vy

lay.

i 'Irrhe local men  who weiit to Chicago
were drifting back yesterday 'and to-day.
“T went to Chicago.and had a place near
the quarter pole, where I'saw the horses
for just about ten séconds as they flashed
past,’” sald one. “The crowd was enorm-
ous. I should say there were at least 75,-
000 persons inside the park, altho the
press dispatches give the number as 70,000.
With such a big crowd, there was not
much dolng except for those who had
unusually favorable positions, and some
who had paid for good seats were unable
to get to their. places. Sam Morton,
former manager of the Minneapolis base-
ball team, who owns a string of horses,
was there. He had & box and had taken
his wife and daughter to the track, but
they were unable to get to their box on
account of .the crowd.

Chicago makers of future books coined
money on the American derby. They be-
gan taking money in February and March,
and kept taking it until Saturday morn-
ing. The defeat of the favorite and the
failure of Irish lLad ‘to come gave them
the opportunity to win fortunes., Estim-
ates made by the bookmakers themselves
or by persons close to them made their
winnings as follows: Jim O'Leary, $65,-
000; Kid Weller, $40,000; Smith & Perry,
$20,000; total, $125,000. Jim O'Leary was
touched up for one big bet. He wrote a
ticket of $40,000 for $5,000 on The Picket
and had to settle. That was the only spot
in which O'Leary’s book was hard hit,
altho he lost about s*n 000 on Claude tor
place and show.

After not winning about $18,000 which
he hoped to make on the derby, Samuel
Jefferson Robinson in Chicago declded
that the best thing he could do was to
make use of one of his samples. He
travels for a firm which makes tomb-
stones and monuments, and he attempted
to take a considerable guantity of mor-
phine. His attempt td end his life was
not a success, because his actlons before-
hand aroused the curiosity of the cham-
bermaids ‘and bellboys at a hotel, who
held him until assistance arrived. Tickets
calling for $16,000 in case Judge Himes
won the American derby—the wager being
at 20 to 1 in the winter book—were found
in Robinson’'s room. as well as tickets rep-
resenting bets made at the track, showing
that he had bet $200 at 6-and 8 to'1, and
after a time Robinson admitted it was
because he had lost a lot of money that
he tried to end his life.

CORNELL THE FAVORITE

Speculation at Poughkeepsie Favors
Courtney’s Men to Win the
Big Regatta.

The principal concern of the coaches of
the college crews at Poughkeepsie is that
their men are all putting on weight.
