DEADWOOD, ft. D.—The Bear Lodge range of 

mountains, in Crook county, Wyo., across the 
South Dakota line, has been attracting the at­
tention of prospectors and mining men this 
spring, and there is some excitement over the 
region. Several have gone into the country, and 
there has been much locating of claims, until 
practically everything within a radius of three 
or four miles of Watren's peak has been 
staked. 

No work has been performed In the mineral 
belt so far save what is necessary to locate 
claims and put them tth record. Consequently 
there are no openings in the region over ten 
feet deep except a few holes sunk several years 
ago in a copper-bearing region lying north from 
Warren's peak.

MAY LOSE ITS T E R M 

Charges at Devil* Lake Said to Be Stiff

The government promptly refused to be buncoed 
and made conti acts with some sheriffs at 75 cents 
a day. Other counties fatood out and Ramsey 
was one of them. 

It is,nnderstood that Judge Amidon Is emphatic 
in his dechuation that there will be no term 
of court at revils Lake till an arrangement is 
made for reasonable charges. Sheriff Rutten 
of that county is understood to assert that he 
has his Instructions from tbe county commis­
sioners and ls powerless to reduce tbe rates.

He is 
being closely pursued by residents of that place, 
and if captured will be lynched, but unless lie is 
taken unawares a still juore sanguinary encounter 
may be looked for, as he has proved himself to 
be as cold-blooded and heartless as Hardee and 
McKinney, 

Word was received here last night from Bu­
ford, Just across the line In North Dakota, stat­
ing that John Kublic, proprietor of a billiard^ 
hall at that place, hod been kilMed and that* 
George Pierce was though* to be his murderer. 
Tbe shooting occurred at about 1 o'clock in the 
morning, and the theory is that Pierce rode into 
town and went to KubJJc's to obtain liquor? that 
Kublic recognized tbe escaped prisoner and In or­
der to insure his safety Pierce shot him. 

After firing the shot Pierce rode away. He is 
known to have been in the vicinity of Buford 
about tbe time of the killing and there are sev­
eral circumstances indicating that this is his 
work. Citizens are out scouring the country, and 
if the guilty person is found punishment will bo 
swift and sure. 

Pierce is one of four prisoners who escaped 
from jail at Glasgow on June 6, and he is sup­
posed to have fired the shot that resulted in the 
death of Jack Williams, one of the guards. Aftec 
the escape nothing was heard of Pierce and toe 
impression has prevailed that he was drowned la 
crossing the Missouri river.
