IT'S A GREAT SHOW

Forepaugh-Fish Wild West at 26th
and Blaisdell.

“Hi, Hi, Hi, Whoop!” and a band of
Bioux Indians covered with war paint
and their long hailr decked with eagle
feathers, burst into the arena of the
Forepaugh-Fish Wild West shows at
Twenty-sixth street and Blalsdell avenue
this afternoon and tore madly around the
enclosure on their active ponies. Another
series of ear-splitting yells and more red
painted warriors lined up in front of the
reserved seats while the cowboy band
kept the savage hordes shouting in uni-
gon to the melody of a stirrlng march.
That was the opening here of the Wild
West show which came to this city high-
ly recommended as the most complete or-
ganlzation of its character in the United
States. In quick succession came Sioux,
Ogallalla, Cheyenne, Brule and other
braves, each with their own tribal chiefs.
Then followed Cossacks, fourteen in num-
ber, carrving their Russian flag; cow-
boys In broad-brimmed Thats, leather
trousers and big revolvers peeping from
belts, Mexicans in sombreros, gay-col-
ored attire and clanking spurs; Arabian
horsemen In long flowing cloaks and tur-

bans; froantler girls who sat astride of
their Pronchos ankl raced around the

arena; United States cavalry men with
Old Glory at thelr head, and on the in-
stant the glorious Stars and. Stripes
gpread out to the breeze, the audience
joined in the exclitement and yelled them-
selves hoarse In exultation, while the
Cowboy band played the *‘Star Spangled
Banner.”

HUBBARD ADMITS 1T

“Fra Elbertus” Makes No Attempt
to Disprove His Wife's

Aocusa.tio_n.
Only 1Issue in Case Now on
Trial Is That of
Alimony.

“Fra Elbertus"” Hubbard, of Royeroft
fame, who says he has *“loved several
women—one at a time,"”” and who is now
being sued for divorce because of his re-
lations, presumably with one of these
women does not deny the relations which

furnish grounds for the suit. The ques-
tion he raises in the trial is only as to

the amount of alimony. Over that, how-
ever, the philosopher who has frequently
lectured to Minneapolis audiences, is mak-
ing a hard fight at Buffalo thru able coun-
sel.

Bertha C. Hubbard, the wife of the
“gsage,”” whose charges of infidelity,
naming Alice Moore, a former school
teacher of KEast -Aurora; N. Y., as co-
respondent,. are admitted by the defend-
ant, in her petition for alimony indidental-
ly states that Hubbard is an advocate of
free love. But she says he is a wealthy
one. BShe estimates his fortune at $270,-
000 ‘and his Income at the modest sum of
$30,000.

In opposition to these estimates, it was
shown on the stand in the trial that the
capital stock of the Roycroft establish-
ment was $300,000. Of this Mr. Hubbard
admitted owning 10,630 shares at $256 a
share par value. In answer to the allega-
tion of the plaintiff that the Phillistine,
Mr. Hubbard's magazine, had a circula-
tion of 100,000 coples monthly, and that
the advertising therein sold at 3$100 a
page, each issue containing about 32

pages of “'ads,” It was attempted to show
that the paid circulation of the magazine

was far short of 100,000 and that the ad-
vertising did not bring $100 a page. It
seems evident, however, that Fra Elbertus
is considerably better off than the aver-
age philosopher, at least according to the
popular notion of philosophers.

The . philosopher does not deny that he
is the father of the child of Alice Moore,
who visited In his East Aurora home for
twelve months in 1889 and 18920, but who
afterward moved to Concord, Mass., where
since Miss Moore's removal several of the
lecturer's tours have begun and ended.

"HAHA FENCE CASE ARGUED

The Main Issue Is as to Whether
It Would Block a High-
way.

The second hearing on the Minnehaha
pavilion fence injunction came before
Judge Elliott this morning. Affidavifs
were produced by both plaintiff and de-
fendant to show respectively that the pro-
posed fence would or would not cut off a
highway, an dthe point was argued at
length. The hearing was continued to 2:80
this afternoon, when it i expected to be
finished.

Edward H. Will, a resident of the Min-
nehaha district, appeared in the role of
dual affidavit maker. For the plaintiff he
affirmed that there was a path running
north of the Gardnér pavllion and across
the Milwaukee right of way, which he had
traveled for the past eighteen years. In
his affidavit produced by the defendant
affiant swore that there was no path on
lot 5 or running north of said pavllion,
prior to 1895; eight vears ago.

FIGHT FOR SALARIES

Deputy Sheriff’'s Case Comes Up Before
Judge Brooks.

Deputy Sheriff Otto Langum and the
other deputies appointed in accordance
with the provisions of the new law are
in court this afternoon for the second
time in an attempt to secure the pay-
ment of their salaries. The heafing be-
fore Judge Brooks to-day is on a writ of
mandamus citing the county commis-
sloners to show cause why they should
not make the necessary appropriations
out of funds in the county treasury.

Arthur L. Jones, chief deputy sheriff,
represents the relator and C. L. Smith,
attorney, the county commissioners. Mr.
Jones bases his arguments largely on the
recent decision of Judge Pond in the
mandamus proceeding against the county
auditor in which he holds that there is
$8,000 in delinquent taxes which is un-
appropriated and which the commission-
ers can use for the paying of the sheriff's
office salaries. He also advances the ar-
gument that whereas the sheriff's income
for the vear was estimated at $5,000, up
to the present time, there has been col-
lected over §$8,000, or enough fees to pay
the salaries asked.

A decision favorable to the deputies
is thought likely.

M.D.’S WANT OFFICES

They Think Nicollet Avenue Some-
what Too Rich for Their
Blood.

Captain Jacob reap-

Anyway, All the Good Offices Are
Taken and More Are
Needed.

Agitation for an office building solely
for regular physiclans and dentists is
taking form. Several reasons for this
move are evident, one of which is the
rise in rentals, beginning July 1.

At present the physiclans are quar-
tered mainly in the Medical block, the
Pillsbury building, Masonic Temple, the
Andrus bullding and the Syndicate. Not
counting the dentists, there are about 400
regular physicians in the ecity. Counting
out aboul 20 per cent for doctors with
offices in residence districts, the remain-
der are In down-town bulldings. So
strongly Iis the new movement indorsed
that it is figured that a large structure
put up solely for medical offices would be
rented before the foundation was laid. The
movement has centered on some site on
First avenue 8 or further south. First
avenue and Fifth street iIs rather a fa-
vorite.

Under the new square foot system of
assessing rents, physicians in one of the
buildings occupied mainly by doctors say
that the rents are necessarily bery high,
and that they are too high because the
bullding {s so small that the charge for
management and maintenance is as much
as it would be for a structure three times
as large for all departments except that
of care-taklng. Therefore, the cost dis-
tributed amqgng the tenants comes heav-
ily on each.

‘When the Dayton, now Pillsbury, build-
ing was put up for physiclans, it was an
experiment. Patronage of the building
indicates that the plan was a success.
Later, when the Andrus bullding was put
up, two floors were fitted for physicians
and dentists.

The doctors want a building with cer-

tain specifications and it appears that
their wishes will be gratified. They would
have a bullding off Nicollet, first on ac-
count of the high cost of land which
makes rents higher ‘and, secandly, be-
cause Nicollet avenue bulldings are not
easy of access from carrlages, owing to
the street's congested condition during
business hours. 'They want it to be on a
cross or a side sireet, preferably near the
hospital section of the city and not too
far from the center of business, say First
avenue 8 and Sixth street.
This building must, of course, be fitted
with speclal wventilating system, special
electric accommodations, compressed air
equipment, even temperature appliances,
good daylight, etc. Offices should be ar-
ranged so that several physicians might
have a common walting-room for their
individual consultilng-rooms. They should
be without corners, with glazed tile floor
and wainscoting, so as to allow frequent
fAushing.

A physician sald this morninz that a
building with a small operating-room for
minor surgical operations, equipped with
latest appliances. including Roentgen ray
machines, with an operator, to be used
in common by the tenants, and a room for
diagnosis where patients with peculiar or
unusual symptoms might be taken for
consideration in consultation, would be a
winner.

The chief reason for such a new build-
ing is the absolute lack of more office ac-
commodations in Minneapolis. There is
not another good oifice available.

Local Hebrews Arranging to Bring Some
Kishinef Survivors to
Minneapolis.

Jewish relief movement will be held this evening

be applications of fourteen survivors of the Kish-
inef massacre for passage to Minneapolis, where
they are unxious to locate. The committee will
continue its work until the anti-Semitic disturb-
ances in Russia subside, and it expects to caie
for about fifty Jews who are willing to emigrate
from the czur's domaine.

Transportation for fifteen hss already been
provided by the local committee. Word has been
recelved from the Furopean agent of the emi-
gration movement that these will be ready’ to
leave Russila about July 1. A

sociated Exchanges of
*  America.

Twelve Big Organizations, Includ-
ing the Minneapolis Chamber,
Are in It.

Bucket shops will soon be facing a de-
termined enemy, more powerful than any
they have yet had to meet. By the organ-
izatlon of the Associated Exchanges of
America in Chicago on Baturday there
were brought together twelve of the most

important trading organizations in the
United States, whose efforts, now com-

bined, will' be directed with all force to-
wards the elimination of the bucket shop
evil,

Of the twelve exchanges represented at
the meeting the three whose efforts to
stamp out the bucket shops have been
most pronounced are the Minneapolis
Chamber of Commerce, Chicago Board of
Trade and New York Cotton Exchange.
Working independently, these exchanges
have already done much to prevent the
growth and spread of the bucket shops.
From this time on they will work to-
gether in all moves and with them wlll
be the Kansas City Board of Trade, To-
ledo Produce Exchange, Memphis Mer-
chants' Exchange, Baltimore Chamber of
Commerce, Plttsburg Stock Exchange,
Mlilwaukee Chamber of Commerce, 8t
Louls Merchants’ Exchange, New York
Consolidated Stock and Peroleum Ex-
change and New York Produce Exchange.

The objects of the organization, as set
forth In the articles of agreement, are:
“To maintain the highest mercantile
standards, to promote uniformity in the
customs and usages of merchants, to de-

stroy so-called illegitimate trading, and to
take such action as will bring about na-

tional leglslation which will make illlegal
all illegitimate business methods.”

Charles M. Harrington, former president
of the Minneapolls chamber, represented
that body at the meeting. Mr. Harrington
says the new organization hopes to bring
about many reforms in the grain trade,
such as securing greater uniformity of
grading.

“The organization was not promoted
primarily as a - move against bucket
shops," sald Mr. Harrington to-day, “altho
it will be a great power to crush them. It
was organized for the generil good of the
grain trade, to raise the business to the
highest possible plane, 'and promote hon-
orable methods of trading. Of course the
question of the property right of an ex-
change in the quotations originating on its
floor is a matter of great importance, and
one of the questions the organization will
have to consider, and it is this principally
that will make it a power for the elimina-
tion of the bucket shop evil.,”

BLACK SMOKE UNDER BAN

A Bunch of Prisoners in Police Court
Following Opium Joint
Raids.

Oplum joints are under the ban of the
present police administration and Super-
intendent of Police Ed J. Conroy is doing
his best to stamp out the evil in Minne-
apolis. Saturday night he conducted a
raid upon two joints and as a result eight
men and three women were in police court
this morning, nine of them charged with
being found in a disorderly house, while
the serious charge of Keeping and main-
taining an oplum den was placed against
two of them. Those charged with being
found in the place pleaded gulilty and
were fined $10 each, while the two keep-
ers asked for examinations and continu-
ances until to-morrow. ’

The first raid made Saturday night was
upon a rooming house at 5033 First ave-
nue 8, where Steve Lewls, colored, was
found. He was arrested charged with
keeping the place, while William Fox,
J. M. Bonnell, Harry Brown, Willlam
Jones, Henry Johnson, Willlam Mclntosh,
Carrie Baum, Luclille Thomas and Belle
Barry were charged with being found in
a disorderly house. These persons were
found in the rooms of the place, all o
them more or less under the influerice.of
the drug, and were hustled into the patrol
wagon and. taken to the station.

A little later BSuperintendent Conroy
and his officers visited a Chinese laundry
at 214 Second avenue S, where Sam Sing
sold them some opium. They locked him
up, charged with maintaining an oplum
joint. No one was smoking at his placs,
but he had a large quantity of opium on
hand and sold the drug without any hesi-
tation.

Lewis says that he never sold any

opium, but simply rented his rooms to
dope fiends who supplied themselves with

the drug. He says he had been told that
if he allowed officers to search his place
when they were looking for criminals,
there would be no difficulty.

Edward Ditmore and James Nolden,
who were given fifteen-year sentences for
highway robbery last winter, were ar-
rested in his joint.

JANITOR IS WISER

Won't Turn the Hose on a Crowd

of Husky Boys

Again,
He Did It Yesterday and Had
to Take His Own
Medicine.

‘Water as a mob dispeller is held in less
esteem to-day than it was yesterday by
the janitor of the Twin City Telephone
company's South branch station, Twen-
ty-seventh street and Pillsbury avenue.
Yesterday afternoon a detail of fifth
precinct police hurried to the rescue of
the janitor, who had been overpowered by
a crowd of indignant boys and held down
by some while others were playing the
hose on him. When released he was
thoroly soaked but was much wiser,

The trouble originated in the unloading
of the Wild West show near the scene of
the riot. Several hundred chlldren had
gathered to watch the proceedings and
had congregated upon the telephone com-
pany’'s lawn. The janitor, mindful of the
sod, rushed out of the building and turned
the hose upon the crowd, soaking many
of the children to the skin. The young-
sters hurriedly adjourned to the street,
shouting deflance.

In the crowd were several boys ranging
from 12 to 15 years of age and well
grounded in football elementals. They
got heir heads together and, forming a
flying wedge, made for the janitor. That
indlvidual turned the hose upon them,
but they rushed on, and a moment later
had him at their mercy. Throwing him to
the ground, they pinioned his arms and
legs and then trained the hose upon him.
He squirmed and struggled, but was un-
able to free himself, and but for the
prompt arrival of the police, summoned
by one of the operators, would have fared
worse than he did.

CITS PAY THE BILL

Funds to Pay Commission for Sell-
ing Bonds Come From Private
Sources,

One New York Firm of Brokers De-
mands a Prohibitive

Word was received this morning by the
councll committee on ways and means
from O'Connor & Kahler, New York bro-
kers, quoting a commission rate of 31
per cent for handling the Minneapolis
bonds. As a representative of W. E.
Hutton & Co. wanted only one-fourth of
1 per cent, the city officials were as-
tounded at to-day's offer.

The inclident brings to light something
no tgenerally known before, to-wit, that
several public-spirited citizens have sub-
scribed enough to pay a reasonable com-
mission in order to insure funds for needed
public Improvements without increasing
the bond interest rate. It is held to be
out of the question to pay the 3% per cent
commission, but if the W. E., Hutton &
Co. offer still stands good, the tender by
citizens will be held open a while longer.

The cheerlng feature of the gift from the
citizens Is that there are no strings to it,
as the gift is vnconditional. The council
could not legally reimburse the donors, but
probably no taxpayer would object strenu-
ously if the aldermen found some way of
doing so.
