PETITION THE CZAR

American Negroes Appeal to Ruler of All
the Russlans.

Philadelphla, June 30,—Leading negroes
of this city met last night and declded to
send the petition to Czar Nicholas of Rus-
sla thru Count Cassinl, the Russilan am-
bassador, asking him to appeal to Presi-
dent Roosevelt to take steps on bebalf of
the colored race in this country.

The czar is expected by the negroes to
ask about race troubles In this country
in return for America's interest in the
Klishinef affalr.

CONSTRUCT NAVAL BASE

United States Government Decides
to Fortify Culebra and Ad-

London, June 80.—The Morning Adver-
tiser publishes a statement by the consul
general of Colombia concerning the situa-
tion between the United States and Co-
lombia with regard to the Panama canal.
The statement is as follows:

“The signing of the Hay-Perran treaty
by the Colombia minister in Washing-
ton has been .the objeot. of American
pressure and intrigue for many months,
“Hvery effort has been made to prevent
the opposition party, headed by General
Reyes, gaining sufficlent power to defeat
the passage of the bill, but General Reyes
is in possesison of sufficient armsmen to
proclaim a revolution and unseat Presl-
dent Marroquin.

“He does not desire that the United
States should not construct the canal, but
he does desire falr treatment.

‘‘General Reyes considers that the terms

of payment are insufficient and as a pro-
test he 1s prepared to fight to the end.

“"As another means of pgaining their
end, for many months Amerlcan agents
have been inculcating a spirit of revolt
against Colombian control into the minda
of the people of Panama and to-day the
people are ready to rise when called to do
so by the American agitators And ptociaim
ther independence., This will be dona if
General Reyes, the vice president of the
republie, is successful in Inducing Colom-
bia to refuse to sell.

“Panama will rise and claim its inde-
pendence with American guns and dm-
munition purchased with American
monay.

“Once again America will step in and
assert the Independence of a downtrodden
people as she has done in the past to her
own Increased and lasting beneft,

“Then the American government will
bulld the canal, enforcing its own terms
on the helpless people.”

Batemans Point, R. I, June 30.—
The second of the present series of races
for the cup yachts was started off Bren-
tons Reef lightship to-day in what prom-
ised to be a duplicate of yesterday's fine
racing weather.
