A CANNON SHAKE-UP 
Hew Speaker Will Bring the Middle 

West to the Front in Com-
' mittee Make-Up. 

Tawney May Become a Member 
of Enlarged Rules Com­

mittee.

Washington, July 13.—Everything points 

t o the reorganization of several commit­
tees of the house of representatives when 
the fifty-eighth congress opens in D e ­
cember. Mr. Cannon, who will be speaker, 
is a typical wes tern man, and is thoroly 
imbued with western ideas. Necessarily, 
he Is inclined, so far as public utterances 
are concerned, to be noncommittal on 
quest ions regarding which the republican 
party is divided, but at the proper time 
he will undoubtedly take a s tand with 
the west . This means that he will make 
up a new committee on rules, work over 
the committee on banking and currency, 
now made up of a lot of misfit financial 
theorists and hobbyists , put more western 
men on the committee on postofflees and 
post roads, and see that the ways and 
fjjeans commit tee is not unduly handi­
capped by ultra-protectionists. 

So far as the committee on rules is 
concerned, it is believed that the speaker 
will agree to have it increased from five 
to seven members . If Messrs. Dalzell and 
Grosvenor remain, the speaker will likely 
name two typical wes tern republicans, 
who, with himself, will be in control. The 
most prominent m a n thus far mentioned 
for one of the prospective new places is 
Mr. Tawney of Minnesota. 

The banking and currency committee 
will, under Mr. Cannon's management , 
eease to be an asylum for financial cranks. 
I t is a l together likely that congress next 
winter will try to pass some sort of a 
currency bill. Such a bill mus t run the 
gaunt le t of the house banning" and cur­
rency committee; hence the need for hav­
ing that committee composed of men who 
Are intensely practical and thoroly well in­
formed. The committee has had nothing 
to do since the passing of free silver, and 
!t was able to make a good showing during 
the silver exci tement because Mr. Mc-
Cleary of Minnesota w a s a dominant m e m ­
ber. H e has since left the committee for 
§> place on the commit tee on appropria­
t ions. 

There will be some vacancies on the 
#ommit tee on w a y s and means . These 
wil l not be filled wi th ultra protection­
ists , but with men who, at the proper 
t ime, will support a reasonable proposi­
t ion for tariff revision. 

It is unlikely that the east will ever 
» g a i n furnish a speaker. Slowly but in­
evitably the center of political influence 
has been moving, following the center of 
population, towards the middle west , and 
there it is destined to remain permanently. 
B y no. possible chance can the population 
w e s t of the Missouri ever be great enough 
to take that center of influence out of 
the Mississippi valley. Mr. Henderson 
w a s the first western speaker. Mr. Can­
non will succeed him, and Mr. Cannon's 
successor will be some man from a state 
be tween the Alleghenies and the 'Mis­
souri. At present, Mr. Tawney of Min­
nesota is the most promising of several 
prospective candidates. Mr. Cannon is 
growing old, and his friends believe that 
he will hardly continue in public life 
longer than the close of the fifty-ninth 
congress, which will adjourn sine die 
March 4, 1907. That congress will be 
e lected in November, 190-i. 

A good deal of the hosti l ity of N e w 
England and the remainder of the old 
eas t towards western measures grows out 
of their realization of the fact that their 
political supremacy is departing, never to 

-return. The party and administration pol­
icies Of the future are to be dictated by 
the middle wes t , and that section, in ad­
dition to speakers, will continue to fur­
nish the candidates of both parties for 
the presidency.

Look for It To-night About Two 

Degrees Southwest of Alpha 

' ; Cagni. 

San Jose, Cal., July 13.—Professor W. 
W. Campbell of Lick observatory g ives 
out the following: 

"The comet discovered by Borelll a t 
Marseilles three w e e k s ago has been under 
observation by various members of the 
Lick observatory staff. I t promises to be 
an unusually interest ing object. I t s 
brightness has increased very rapidly, un ­
til it is now a s easily visible a s a fourth 
magnitude star. 

"On Monday evening observers should 
experience no difficulty in determining it 
about one or t w o degrees southwest of the 
bright star Alpha Cagni. It is hurrying 
southwestward about five degrees daily. 

"The orbit of the comet has been com­
puted by Professor Perriene. I t now is 
in a parobla in such a w a y that i ts near­
est approach to the sun will occur Aug. 
27 a t a distance of about 31,000,000 miles. 
Its present distance from the sun is about 
100,000,000 miles and from the earth about 
20.000,000. To the unass is ted eye the 
comet will appear a s a hazy patch of 
light. An acute eye should be able to 
detect short tails projecting a w a y from 
the sun. 

"Our photos have recorded t w o promi­
nent tails, each several degrees in length. 
While it is a lways unsafe to make pre­
dictions a s to h o w bright a comet will 
grow, y e t there is little doubt that this 
one will be a fairly conspicuous object in 
the evening sky. In fact I expect it to 
be the brightest comet of the past ten 
years." 
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TROUBLE FOR LAMAR 

Coachman Says He Hired Men to 
Assault Him. 

N e w York, July 13.—David Lamar, bro­
ker and norseman, is having more trouble 
with his coachman, McMahon. The two 
came to blows some t ime ago over the 
coachman's act ions while driving, and 
Lamar met wi th rather severe handling. 
He had the coachman arrested. 

When the latter w a s on his way to 
court he was assaulted and badly beaten 
by three men. Then the coachman be­
gan gett ing out warrants for #his former 
employer and has succeeded * in having 
the latter placed under $2,300 bonds to 
answer various charges, including an al le­
gation that Lamar hired, men to commit 
assault and w a s an accomplice w i t h intent 
to kill. 

Mrs. McMahon also took a hand, and 
charges Lamar wi th having driven her 
from his place w i t h a crowbar. 

FOREIGN FLASHES 

Paris—George Harriet, a member of the Union 
League Club, of New York, is dead at Vichy. 

Paris—The House of the Poort an Institution 
to help the very poor and secure work for them, 
has been formed here. 

Paris—Jose de Charmoy, a French sculptor, 
has Just finished a statue of Edgar Allen Poe for 
the city of Baltimore. 

Breslau, Prussia—Thirty lives have been lost 
in a flood which has destroyed fifty houses at 
Graeffenberg, a village of Austria, in the val­
ley of Freiwaldau. 

Troppau, Austrian Silesia—The greatest floods 
ever known in this district have occurred. Nu­
merous villages have been inundated, causing 
the collapse of many houses. 

Berlin—Princess Henry of Prussia has sum­
moned the American sculptress, Cadawallader 
Guild, to visit her at Kiel, where the princess 
will sit for a bust statuette. 

Berlin—Two accomplished women swimmers 
attired themselves in evening dress ond jumped 
Into the water to see how much a woman is 
handicapped by her clothing when she falls over­
board. 

London—William Ernest Henley, the author 
and collaborator of several plays with Robert 
Louis Stevenson, died yesterday of heart failure, 
following nephritis. He had been ill about a 
fortnight. 

London—Dr. Flnsen has transmitted to the 
Paris Academy of Sciences a. tabulated list of 
cases of lapus on which the Finsen light cure 
has been tried. Out of 804 cases, 412 have been 
pronounced cured. 

Tangier, Morocco—The minister of war, El 
Monobhi, entered Taza. the stronghold of the 
pretender, Bu Hamara, July 7, after seven days' 
fighting, which resulted in a complete defeat of 
the rebellions tribe. 

Paris—Charles Magne, the French archaeolo­
gist,-has unearthed valuable Roman relics In Rue 
Cassini. He believes from the style of the work 
and from a piece of money of the time of Nero 
found near the tomb that the work is of the first 
century. 

Budapest—Disorders broke out yesterday at a 
meeting of electors at Nagyvarad, capital of 
Bihar province, which was being addressed by 
Dr. Barabas, the leader of the extreme left in 
the Hungarian diet. Seventeen persons were in­
jured and the military had to be summoned to 
restore order. Many arrests were made. 

TOLD IN A LINE 

Bridgeport, Conn.—The street railway strike 
has been declared off. The men were beaten. 

New Orleans—President Zelaya of Nicaragua 
has proclaimed amnesty, releasing all political 
prisoners and welcoming back all revolutionary 
exiles. 

Parkersburg, W. V.—Four thousand millmen 
at Ashland, Ky., and Iron ton, Ohio, who have 
been out on a strike for six months, returned 
to work to-day. 

Chicago—John Mayo Palmer, eldest son of 
the late Senator John M. Palmer and former 
corporation counsel of Chicago, is dead in the 
Battle Creek sanitarium. 

Philadelphia—Two more deaths from tetanus as 
a result of injuries received from toy pistols 
occurred yesterday, making seven deaths from 
this disease since the Fourth of July. 

Leavenworth, Kan.—Soldiers from Fort Leaven­
worth attempted to lynch Everidge Williams and 
Walter Brown, negroes, as the result of a row 
with soldiers, but were prevented by the police. 

Kansas City—Three persons were killed and 
fifty injured in a collision btween the Missouri 
Pacific fast nail No. 7 and an excursion train, 
in a cut between Little Blue and Lee's Summit. 

Syracuse, N. Y.—George Moore, a molders' 
union picket, was shot and badly wounded from 
ambush at the factory of E. C. Stearns & Co. 
A strikebreaker is believed to have fired the 
shot. 

Newburg, N. Y.—Joseuh W. Cummin, secre­
tary and treasurer of the Cornwall bank, is under 
arrest, charged with the larceny of $45,000 from 
the bank. He has confessed to a shortage in his 
accounts. 

New York—A riot which required the reserves 
o fthree police precincts to suppress occurred last 
night in the negro quarter. It was caused bv 
the arrest of William Johnson, leader of a gang 
of negroes. 

Cheyenne. Wyo.—Union Pacific locomotive 1515 
blew up near Colores station on Sherman moun­
tain yesterday, killing Engineer Michael Lvons 
and fatally injuring Fireman Albert Hansen, both 
of Cheyenne. 

Chester, Pa.—In a severe electrical storm 
lightning struck the Tnlted Oil ' company's 30,-
000-gallon tank at Marcus Hook, near here, caus­
ing an explosion which shattered the roof of the 
tank into hundreds of pieces. 

Oakland, Cal.—Miss Lavina Wheeler is dead 
in this city at the age of 102 years. She was 
in full possession of her faculties almost up to 
the time of her death. She deid, according to 
her physicians, simply of old age. 

New York—Henry Valller. a sailor on the 
French flagship, the Tage, disappeated a week 
ago Saturday. His body has just been found 
floating in the river. It is thought he weut 
ashore, and while engaged in a quarrel was 
murdered. 

Newark, N. J.—William Eugene Vanderpool 
died at his home in this city last evening after 
an operation for appendicitis. Mr. Vanderpool 
was president of the International Gaslight as­
sociation, the American Gaslight association and 
the Howard hank. 

North Grafton, Mass.—Daniel B. Hubbard, one 
of the most noted lawyers and educators in 
the country, formerly United States consul gen­
eral at Annaberg, Germany, and lately acting 
commissioner of education in Porto Rico, is dying 
in the almshouse here. 

New York—Dr. George C. Weiss yesterday cut 
open the skull of Walter Graham, a 5-year-old 
boy suffering from lockjaw thru the explosion of 
a blank cartridge which lacerated his hand, and 
inserted antitoxin. The jaw relaxed in an hour 
and the boy is- doing well. 

South McAlister, I. T.—Mrs. Hart and Mrs. 
Cole fought on the street here yesterday and 
Mrs. Hart was seriously wounded. Hart rushed 
to the scene with a rifle and Cole grappled with 
his wife. Eight shots were exchanged. The 
principals are prominent in the town. 

Los Angeles, Cal.—It is said that the Hunt-
ington-Ilellman street railway syndicate will, on 
next Wednesday, assume control of all the street 
railway lines in Los Angeles, including the Los 
Angeles Traction system. The price paid for the 
traction system is stated as $1,785,000.

FEAR DOUBLE MURDER 
Slayer of Roxhury, Tea Expert, 

Thought to Have Killed 
a Woman Also. ' 

N e w York, July 13.—The police have a 
strong suspicion that the murderer of the 
tea expert, Roxbury, who w a s fatally 
beaten late Friday near his home, com­
mitted a second and a more shocking mur­
der to hide h is first crime. A careful 
search of the entire c i ty is being made 
to see if a n y young woman is missing. 
Another search- i s being made, and that 
over a territory wider than the city, for 
the body of a murdered Woman. 

There is a vague clue upon which to 
base a search for the woman or.her body. 
This is the description furnished by the 
young woman with w h o m Roxbury w a s 
walking -when he w a s assaulted by a 
m a n and a woman. Roxbury's companion 
fled from the scene and her v iew of the 
murderers w a s only a brief one. The 
bundle of woman's clothing of a fine t ex ­
ture, soaked wi th blood, which w a s found 
near the scene is the basis for the belief 
that the man who held up Roxbury killed 
his own companion later to destroy all 
evidence against him. 

In the bundle, among other things, -was 
a light shirt wa i s t and a skirt of dark 
material . Indications are that the w o ­
man w h o wore the clothing .was killed 
either by a blow delivered w i t h a sharp 
instrument on the back of the neck or that 
her throat w a s cut. T h e . shirt wa i s t i s 
much stained wi th blood.

T R O L L E r CAR BDRNED 
Fleeing Passengers Fall Into an Ex­

cavation and Fifteen Are Hurt 
—One Seriously. 

AFTER LAZY NEGROES 
Colored Men of Indianapolis Form a 

Novel Tho Much Needed 
Organization. 

N e w .York, July 13.—Fifteen persons 
have been hurt by fall ing into the sub­
w a y excavat ion a t Lennox avenue and 
One Hundred and Twenty-fifth street, 
after jumping from a burning trolley car 
on which they had a thril l ing ride for sev ­
eral blocks, while the motorman w a s m a k ­
ing desperate efforts to reach a fire engine 
house. 

The car w a s filled wi th about e ighty pas ­
sengers, most ly w o m e n and children. 
W h e n they discovered the fire, m a n y tried 
to jump but the motorman put on full 
power. H e had not gone two blocks before 
the car w a s qnveloped in flames. The con­
ductor s a w that there w a s danger of burn­
ing the whole car load; of passengers and 
rang the bell. 

The car came to a stop right over the 
excavation for a subway. The passengers 
piled off -fen top of one another. The 
planking over the hole collapsed and about 
twenty-f ive persons were carried . down. 
Those on the bottom were severely bruised 
but only one is in a serious condition.

A g e n t s of the Negro Bus iness League will 
make inquiries concerning them, 
and those who will not work will be re­
ported to the authorities, with a request 
that they be driven out of town. This 
scheme of ridding the city of worthless 
negroes is both practical and sensible."

POLICE "WERE ACTIVE 

Made 162 Arrests for Violations of 
New York Excise Laws. 

N e w York, July 13.—There were 162 
arrests yes terday in Manhattan and 
Brooklyn for al leged violations of the e x ­
cise law. This w a s said to have been 
the largest number ever made in one day. 
Just what caused the act iv i ty of the po­
lice in the enforcement of the liquor laws 
w a s not made known. 

Strange detect ives from outlying pre­
cincts were detai led to duty in the ten­
derloin, and the regular officers there, 
learning of the invasion, lost no t ime in 
locating unlocked s ide doors, etc. 

A t the big hotels the usual conditions 
prevailed—those who wished liquor were 
served wi th real sandwiches, for which 
they had to pay.
