Tbe teachers who left at the close of school 
for the Lake Chelan country in Washing­
ton to- file on timber claims have all re­
turned except about half a dozen. All, of tbe 
sixty-seven locating claims in theEntiat val­
ley, a tributary of the Columbia and report 
themselves very well satisfied with the timber 
and with tbe prospects tor their investments. 

The patty, under the guidance of a Minne­
apolis locating company, left the railroad 
at Wenatchee, a. town of about 2,000 inhabit­
ants about half way between Spokane and 
Seattle and took a boat up the Columbia river 
for about twenjy miles. In view of the ex­
ceedingly high water and "the always treach­
erous' character of this swift stream, this 
was rather an exciting experience. The lat­
ter part of the journey was made by driving 
and riding up the .narrow but fertile Entiat 
valley, . I t is in. the canons opening into 
this valley that the Minneapolis claims are lo­
cated. The narrow canons are filled with 
streams in the spring that will facilitate 
logging and the Enjjat river with its fall of 
fifty feet to the mile is an admirable log­
ging stream. 

A camping outfit provided for most of the 
needs of the party, altho most of the women 
found lodgings in the homes of the settlers 
along, the valley. The exnerience was a 
rather rough one, but not unpleasant. The 
members of the party returned in small 
squads as they completed the location of 
their claims and t ie filing on them. The 
country is entirely'clear of underbrush and 
this makes travel thru it very easy. The 
land is mountainous and will have little 
value except for the timber, unless mineral 
resources not .now known are discbvered/The 
timber is not so heavy as in western Wash­
ington, but it will yield the adventurers a 
good return for their time and money, >lf 
they succeed in marketing their timber even 
fairly well. No negotiations or plans are 
being considered for disposing of the tim­
ber,, altho various plans have been suggested 
and discussed. iWth the demand, existing 
for timber lands, the .owners of the-claims 
feel assured that they will have no difficulty 
in selling their timber when they have se­
cured titles to their claims.

Health Commissioner P. M. Hall has Just 
received tha weekly.bulletin of the Chicago 
health department ifi which t>r. Arthur R. 
Reynolds. *he Chicago commissioner, throws 
further light on the method of fighting the 
"great white plague" discovered by Pro­
fessor Edbardo Maragltano, of Genoa, Italy. 
The.whol^•medical-w.$>rk is interested in the 
campaign agalpst tuberculosis and, it. is qulto 
agog with curiosity over the latest discov­
ery which promises so much. Dr. Reynolds 
says:. -• v̂ - •• 

"The promise and the potency of a vic­
tory over consumption as brilliant and benefi­
cent as Jenner achieved over smallpox are 
foreshadowed in the just-publisbed results 
of the labors of the Italian physician, Pro­
fessor Maragliano. These results form the 
subject of the professor's address, entitled 
'The Struggle of the Body Against Tuber­
culosis and Its Immunization/ presented 
at the fourteenth international medical con­
gress, held at .'Madrid'.last-April.- For Some 
unexplained reason t6e'. text "of this address 
has been published only-withiif the last week, 
and tbe abstracts that appeared soon after 
the adjournment of the congress Were so mea­
ger as to'attract little notice*or comment— 
at least in this country. 

"Briefly stated in nbn-techhical language. 
Professor Maragliano >.claims to; have pro­
duced, after more than thirty years of study 
and experiment, both In- the laboratory ana 
the clinic,: a serum- 'Which,, introduced be­
neath the skin of the *rm, as vaccine lymph 
is in vaccination, produces & small circum-
scribedr tuberculous s'ore, attended = with 
slight fever for two or three days, after 
which the system of tbe subject is Immune 
to tuberculosis or cons,umption, as* the prop­
er ly vaccinated indiylflual is to smallpox. 

"The< professor says 'these results are the 
fruit of the labors^ not only of one person, 
but- of:a school. Tney are, in fact. the. ex­
perimental and clinical researches publicly 
carried on„ either ifitnjy^ medical clinic: or in 
the Institute for the Study of Infectious Dis­
eases which I founded and wher* a band of 
eager workers "find at their disposal all neces­
sary material for their research work, ob­
servation and experiments. 

" 'There i s a fact that always gives food 
for reflection torthosewho are interested in 
tuberculosis: viz., in- spite: of the enormous 
diffusion of the tubeele. bacillus in the midst 
of cities, a great many persons remain un­
affected by the "terrible, disease.' 

"This fact implies that the majority of the 
human specie's'possesses a natural immunity 
to the omnipresent tubercle bacillus, and the 
problem therefore 4s -to develop an artificial 
or acquired immunity in those in whom such 
natural immunity/ •ds lacking or impaired-
such immunity as *irUccihation gives against 
smallpox.' • - . . . -

"The. editor of The Medical News (New 
York, July 4,) referring with a feeling of 
enthusiasm to this first publication of the 
address, says: 'When Maragliano declares 
that for eight years -he 'has- been able to ef­
fect cures-of tuberculosis cases by means of 
the injection of the *erum of immune animals 
we are convinced, of "the genuineness of his 
clinical success.. .When he announces that 
'he. has at last succeeded in preparing a ma-
teriarwhich, all danger of infection being ex­
cluded; rwrll trause,-. when innoculated under 
the skin,, a tuberculous abscess, and which will 
render,a man imrnune to tuberculosis; we 
echo his wish .thai- there !may yet remain 
enough of life In hirn. to see this conquest 
of science brought td'an end.' " . 

" 'Such men as Arloing, Behring", Koch and 
notably Trudeauin'dQr o'wh country, have all 
contributed to the end -vshich Professor Mara­
gliano - believes that he has reached. If the 
salvation of humanity is at hand^ no one is 
without honor.;, but after such earnest- striving 
for. such a'.glorious, goal, we feel that Mara­
gliano 'and his co-wdrkers will win for them-" 
selves the satisfaction of having given hope

Strikes Are Impossible-The Prime 
v? Minister Formerly a West v-
1«,' ' =• ^

New Zealand, that Ideal country,for tbe 
workingman, if only he were welcome, was 
represented in Minneapolis yesterday by 
Thomas William Glover, an English temper­
ance worker, who has lived twenty,years in 
Australasia. Before going "out" to the Pa­
cific colonies, Mr. Glover labored twelve 
years in England for the temperance organ­
ization known as the United Kingdom < Alli­
ance. He is now on his way around tbe 
world. He will address a. temperance -meet­
ing at ,3 o'clock Sunday aftelnpoa at tbe 
Union City Mission, Washington avenue. 

Mr. Glover paints the usual rosy picture 
of-his adopted land, that marvellous experi­
mental nation that is solving political and so­
cial problems for the world, and that has 
even trained moequitps. to; bite no one ex­
cept foreigners. 

It was naturally the American strikes that 
first attracted Mr.- Glover's attention- when 
he reached the Golden Gnt&. "Certainly," 
he assented yesterdayL_"we don't have strikes 
in New Zealand. We can't strike-if we 
want to. That's prevented by ;our compulsory 
arbitration law which has attracted so much 
attention. And the law, after nine years''trial> 
has-proved altogether successful; The arbitra­
tion court to which labor disputes must- be 
submitted, includes one judge chosen by the 
trades unions, and one by the employers. 
The third member was formerly a judge of the 
supreme court—probably what you would call 
a United States district or Circuit court. 
This arbitration court, which' retains the 
same members at all trials, travels over the 
country to adjust dispute wherever they 
spring up. One or more cases is decided 
every week. Tbe decision is final, and the 
employes can't go on strike; neither can the 
employers lock, qut their' men pending the 
action of the court. Sometimes the employ­
er who gets an adverse decision threatens to 
quit business, says he can't afford to observe 
the conditions. But I have never heard that 
any employers made good his threats. 

"It 's a workingman's country socially, 
economically, and politically.-.; Prime' Minister 
Seddon.used-to work on the west coast as a 
coal miner, pick in hand.
