The Dubuque Candidate Losing Ground, 
but Refutes to Withdraw. 

D U B U Q U E , IOWA.—J. C. Longuevil le 
of this city, who. is a candidate t o succeed 
Oliver P . Shlras on the federal bench, is 
be ing urged by friends of Senator Healey, 
Craig Wright and the other condidates 
to drop out of the race, a s they declare 
that he i s the w e a k e s t candidate for the 
place a n d has not the s l ightest chance of 
winning. Mr. Longueville, however, in­
s i s t s that his chances of securing the 
appointment are better than those of a n y 
of the other candidates and refuses to 
wi thdraw his candidacy. Congressman 
BIrdsall of th i s district h a s pledged him 
his support and h e is confident tha t Sen­
ator All ison wil l g ive h im kindly con­
sideration In recognition of his thirty 
years ' service tp the republican party in 
Iowa. Longuevil le a n d Allison have 
s tumped the third district together on 
numerous occasions during congressional 
campaigns and are l i fe- long friends. I t is 
a l s o understood that Judge Shlras is 
secretly supporting Longueville'8 can­
didacy and is very desirous that the l a t ­
ter be appointed to succeed him. 

There is disruption In the ranks of the 
Dubuque B a r association over the federal 
Judgeship. W h e n Mr. Longuevi l le a n ­
nounced himself a s a candidate t o suc ­
ceed Judge Shlras several w e e k s a g o the 
bar associat ion immediately adopted reso ­
lutions pledging him Its support. S ince 
the v is i t of Senator Hubbard and At tor ­
ney Kennedy of Sioux City In the inter­
est of Craig Wright, however, about one-
half of the members of the associat ion 
have changed front in favor of Wright 
and Reed of Cresco, and Longuevll le 's 
s trength has been w a n i n g by degrees. 
One of his most vigorous opponents i s 
J. J. McCarthy, former president of the 
Iowa State Bar associat ion, w h o i s look­
ing after Senator Healey 's interests here. 
Mr. McCarthy w a s a former law partner 
of Longuevil le. H e declares tha t Senator 
Healey i s better qualified than a n y of the 
other candidates to succeed Shlras, which 
s ta tement has aroused the ire of Mr. 
Longuevi l le . Mr. McCarthy i s at torney 
for several Catholic inst i tutions in 1 D u ­
buque, notably St. Joseph's Mercy hos ­
pital for the Insane, and a s Senator 
Healey i s responsible for the creation of 
the s ta te board of control governing pri­
vate a s y l u m s in Iowa, Longuevll le's 
friends s ta te that i t is plain to see w h y 
McCarthy's support for Healey i s so a r ­
dent. 

Three years ago a bill w a s introduced 
in the s ta te legislature which, if adopted, 
would have resulted in the abol ishment 
ot private asy lums in Iowa. Longue­
vllle's friends claim that the asy lum i n ­
teres ts spent thousands of dollars to de­
feat the measure and that McCarthy

night garments Such a spectacular oppor­
tunity to create a sensation doesn't occur 
oftener than once in a lifetime, and how will 
you meet it, dear sister, will your night 
clothes be such that the fireman will want to 
plunge into the flames and die Or will you 
look like the pictures on the billboards?"^. 

The British Columbia government has is­
sued an interesting brochure on the coal 
fields of that province Steam coal seems to 
be generally distributed thruout the lower 
part, of the province On the projected line 
of Canadian Northern the maximum haul 
will be 250 miles, on Canadian Pacific, 200, 
and Crows Nest Pass, 150, and on the new 
Similkameen divisions of Great Northern 
100 miles Taking these roads separately it 
appears that they are to be equal Bharers in 
the coal business of the province, which 
seems likely to become the Pennsylvania ot 
the west 

Canadian Pacific gets its present supply in 
Canmore, in Alberta, immediately west ot 
Calgary, and the unworked supply indicates 
that for ten years at least this field will be 
adequate Still farther east the company 
owns extensive fields still practically un­
opened. These fields are all on the main line 
east of thi» nicurtains and are in a position 
to s.upoly unlimited coal to the territory be­
tween Winnipeg and the Rockies The Leth-
bridge produce of course controls the market 
toward Winnipeg and will continue to do so, 
being cheap and of better quality than any 
British Columbian coal except the product of 
the Crows Nest Pass 

The richest of all the coal regions is con­
trolled apparently by Canadian Pacific and 
Great Northern conjointly It lies along the 
boundary from Macleod to the Pacific coast 
end is traversed by Canadian Pacific and the 
Crows Nest Pass railroad. Prom end to end 
and tapped in the interests of Mr Hill by 
Spokane Falls & Northern and other spur 
lines from the south The Fernie coal, con­
ceded the finest grade of bituminous on the 
continent, controls the situation as far west 
as the Arrow Lake district, known as Ross-
land, and will continue to control it The 
entire length of Crows Nest Pass, from Leth-
brjdge to Rossland, is underlined with coal, 
and mining is carried on from one end to the 
other, the distance being about 393 miles 

Farther west than this, toward the coast, 
both Canadian Pacific and Mr Hill hava 
projected their lines into rich coal territory. 
Tho Columbia & Kootenay division of Can­
adian Pacific and the projected Great North­
ern line thru Princeton will compete for the 
dominancy of a territory that will produce 
an unknown volume of business Samples 
analyzed by government experts from this 
territory show the following results:

These coals lie in the territory that will be 
traversed by the new Hill and*Canadlan Pa­
cific lines. The finest grade seems to be 
found in the Kettle river district, already 
reached by both roads 

Fuel coal is also to be found in the north, 
where it will be reached by the projected 
Grand Trunk Pacific and Canadian Northern, 
and on Cancouver Island, where it is now 
extensively mined 

Crows Nest Pass coal, J J Hill and the 
Dominion government seem to be the chief 
factors in the coking coal situation in these 
regions The first named controls mines 
from the coal of which the following analyses 
are made.

BASIN, WYO.—Walters, one of the 
men who w a s shot by the mob here y e s ­
terday morning w a s editor and proprietor 
of t h e Lead Democrat at Lead, S. D , 
from 1891 to 1892 and w a s one of the 
prominent men of South Dakota. From 
Lead Walters w e n t to Deadwood, where 
he w a s appointed United States deputy 
marshal.

Coming home in a n 
intoxicated condition one night Wal ters* 
found another man talking to b is wife 
and would have killed him but his con­
dition rendered his a im ineffective.

Walters steadily went to 
the worse and Mrs. Walters finally s e ­
cured a divorce. Wal ters m e t Mrs. 
Hoover a t Thermopolls and after three 
days ' acquaintance murdered her upon 
her refusal to marry him. 

T h e other m a n who w a s lynched w a s 
J im Gorman, who killed his brother about 
a year a g o and ran off w i th his brother's 
wife . 

C. B . Pierce, a deputy sheriff, w a s 
kil led during the at tack on the jail. •&. 
s ta te of lawlessness now prevails in 
northern Wyoming, a s a result of which 
all law and order seem to have been abol­
ished. Sheriff Fenton of B i g Horn county 
has arrested a number of prominent cat­
t lemen near Thermopolis and he has ap­
pealed to the governor for ass i s tance 
from mil it ia in get t ing his prisoners to 
the basin. 

An alarming s tate of affairs is reported 
from t h e vicinity of Thermopolis About 
s ix w e e k s ago, as a result ot a range feud 
that has been bitterly waged, a sheep­
man, Ben Minnick, w a s killed by cat ­
t lemen. The sheriff, it is asserted, has 
captured the murderers, who are all 
prominent catt lemen and whose names 
have been withheld owing to threats made 
against the sheriff.

I t is said the same mob 
that lynched Gorman and Walters are 
sympathizers and have declared that 
Sheriff Fenton will never ge t out of the 
locality alive with his prisoners. Sheriff 
Fenton has wired the governor of W y ­
oming for permission to use the state 
mil i t ia a t Lander, and has also sent a 
telephone message to Bas in and other 
towns asking for volunteers to as s i s t him 
in upholding the law.

LIFE OF A SEED 
The Interesting Results of Some Experi­

ments by the United 
, , v S ta tes . f f %f * 

Harper's Weekly . » 
The Uni ted States department of agri ­

culture is making experiments for the pur­
pose of determining the extreme vital i ty 
of seeds . Over 100 spec ies of plants have 
been packed in a soil consist ing of dry 
clay inclosed in p o t s and burled at vary­
ing depths underground—-eight s e t s a t a 
depth of s ix inches, twe lve a t a depth 
of twenty , and a third se t of twe lve a t a 
depth of three and half feet. A t the end 
of one, two, three, five, seven, ten and 
flftv, years, a se t from each depth will be 
exhumed and tested. The results of the 
experiment are likely to be of extraordin­
ary value to agriculturalists, both com­
mercially and scientifically. Incidentally, 
i t m a y be recalled that authent ic cases are 
on record which prove t h a t certain seeds' 
have the power of sprouting after h a v i n g 
been burled for long periods of t ime, re­
liable t e s t s hav ing shown tha t twe lve out 
of twenty-one spetjiesr h a v e t h e power of
