Gripped. 

The owner of the mansion of Corbitou 
had been Sir Richard Corbitou, one of the 
first to fall under the pikes of Cromwell's 
men. N o w It w a s heavi ly garrisoned by 
the Roundheads; a s Armstrong surmised 
from the sounds of s inging that rang out 
thru the n i g h t / But suddenly the noise 
ceased. For a sentinel had pounded on 
the door wi th the butt of his pike, crying: 

"Peace within there; the general is com­
ing."
