COUNTY'S NEEDS FOR 1904 

The Commissioners Will Ask the 
Board of Tax Levy for 

$477,000. 

"Oh, yes , I should s a y w e do like It. 
It's such fun to use all the tools ." It 
w a s one of the members of the girls' 
manual training class organized last week 
a t the Douglas school, w h o spoke so en­
thusiast ical ly while she stood, s a w in 
hand, ready to a t tack a thick board. In 
the school room m a n y girls stood behind 
the desks w i t h their array of tools busily 
drawing des igns on boards or carefully 
planing all the blemishes a n d uneven-
ness away . There were a few boys there 
also, who had not been able t o complete 
their work in their own hour 

J E . Painter and J a m e s Garvey have 
charge of the work in the Douglas . Mr. 
Garvey says some of the bes t -work, has 
been done by girls They all quickly com­
prehend the requirements in a good piece 
of work, tho often their s trength is not 
capable of performing it. 

The work fo rthe cless is confined a lmost 
entirely to thin woods for the children, 
w ho range in a g e from 9 to 14 and are not 
strong enough to undertake heavier work. 
None of these has had experience, but 
they are rapidly becoming proficient in 
the use of tools The course for the s u m ­
mer term will Include a flower-pot stand, 
photo stand, ring toss , spade, handker­
chief box and a cart that will really go. 
Of course these are s imple but teach the 
students how to handle tools and to be 
accurate in their work. In the boys' 
c lasses there are three from the high 
school w h o are taking the regular work 
as It is taught there. 

It w a s originally Intended to make this 
vacat ion school a pay school In order to 
aid in support ing the vacat ion school a t 
Bla ine , b u t u n d e r t h o s e cond i t ions t h e 
board of education cou ld not g ive them 
the use of the building. All thought of 
opening a school at Douglas w a s aban­
doned until a number of parents from 
the district asked the teachers to start 
c lasses there On the first day but thir­
teen appeared a t the doors. N o w there 
are seventy-f ive working in the c lasses . 

MORE OF "AS YOD LIKE IT" 

ST. PAUL IS IN LINE 
Prominent Citizens There Cordially 

Indorse the Projected Fort 
Snelling Interurban. 

Next Monday the board of county commis­
sioners will pass a resolution asking the 
board of tax levy to allow the county approx­
imately $447,000 tor the expenses of 1804. 
This is an increase over the 1803 appropria­
tion of about $55,000, which amount repre­
sents several important changes and improve­
ments In the county government. 

The largest Increase comes in the salaries 
of county officials as fixed by the law of 
1903 and this amount exceeds that appropri­
ated in 1903 by $20,000. Next comes $10,000 
for the election fund which was not re­
quired this year. The emergency fund will 
be increased $3,500 making a fund of $5,000 
and this amount is believed from experience 
to be none too large The elegant new en­
trance to the court house now being com­
pleted will require for its care, heat and 
light at least $1,000 per year. A mistake 
has been made heretofore in figuring the ex­
pense of heating and lighting the city hall Knd 
an increase of $3,B00 will be asked for in thl3 
fund, while back interest on bonds, new Vault 
furniture and other things will necessitate 
increased expenditures. i

NOT A RED IN ROCHESTER 

The ' Expense 
Seems 

Obstacle, 

City officials and prominent business men 
of St. Paul approve the buildng of a third 
interurban electric line between the twins 
by way of Fort Snelling, favor an appropria-
ton by the St. Paul city council to rebuild 
or improve the Fort Snelling bridge so that 
it may support the tracks of the new line. 

Two objections were raised, however, by 
St. Paul men who discussed the matter with 
T h e J o u r n a l this morning. A certain 
class of St Paul merchants had not over­
come an old prejudice, and would be likely 
is was said, to oppose any electric line that 
gave Minneapolis the direct communication 
with Fort Snelling that is now enjoyed by St. 
Paul alone A second obstacle would be the 
possible refusal of the federal government to 
permit the building of an electric line across 
a military reservaton. 

MAYOR SMITH TALKS. 
"The interests of the two ctles are identi­

cal," said Mayor Robert A. Smith, of St. 
Paul, "a new interurban line, in my oplnon, 
would benefit the merchants of both St. Paul 
and Minneapolis. But, of course, no municipal 
aid could be granted the new line unless the 
project had the sympathy of our people here 
and I'm aware that some of our business men 
believe that an electric line from Minneapolis 
to the fort would be prejudicial to their in­
terests 

"Yet if the war department will give per­
mission for a street car line across the Snell­
ing reservation I think that St Paul should 
stand its proportion of whatever expense 
is necessary to fit the bridge for the proposed 
tracks " 

The Snelling bridge, according to G. S. Ed-
mondstone, city engineer of bridges, was con­
structed in 1880. It cost $171,000, of which 
Ramsey county paid $100,000 and the federal 
government $70,000 "Since then," said Mr. 
Edmondstone, "the city limits have been ex-

s tended to the Mississippi opposite the fort, 
and the bridge has been turned over to the 
city authorit ies

More than 200 horses are in quarantine at 

Increscent, Minn , opposite LaCrosse, pend­
ing examination by Executive Agent S H 
Ward, of the state live stock and sanitary 
board 

Dr Ward learned that nearly 1,000 horses 
were quartered at LaCrescent because the 
Wisconsin authorities would not allow them 
to enter the state He found the herd and 
has detected signs of disease The stock 
was billed thru to Chicago, but the authori­
ties believe that this was simply a trick to 
get them into the state without examinaion.

t imes of 1893-96, all but $23,338 07 h a s been 
recovered and the s tate officials bel ieve 
that they will be able to recover that soon. 
This is regarded as a remarkably good Rec­
ord, made possible by the passage of laws 
making the suret ies liable for the depos­
its, and the ruling of the courts that debts 
due a s tate can not be repudiated under 
t h e b a n k r u p t c y l aw 

The s tate recovered $231,346 54 in 1897. 
Eleven of the banks paid up in full and 
t w o only failed to make some pavment . 
In 1898 the deposits were reduced to $110,-
383 37 and this w a s reduced to $109,977.49 
In 1899, a l tho another bank became In­
solvent. Since then the process of re ­
covery has been rapid.

CONTRACTS WITH TEACHERS 
T h e y Should B e In, Writ ing to Be Proof 

Agains t Attack. 
State Superintendent Olsen has replied to 

a letter from Charles B. Btruquist of Rush 
City, who wants to know whether a teacher 
can collect for wages under a verbal contract 
Mr. Olsen cites a decision by Judge Buck of 
the supreme court, who held that as the law 
required teachers' contracts to be in writing, 
sound public policy required that contracts 
to be enforced must be written. That decision 
has not been departed from,

ceeding $200,000 each year, "for building steel 
bridges," and for other purposes One quar­
ter of the money needed for any bridge could 
be pu t in the regular tax levy, the remain- 1 
lng three-quarters would have to come from 
the proceeds of bonds. 

The bond issue for the current year, how­
ever, must be approved by the city council. 
A resolution authorizing the issue has passed 
the board of aldermen, but may meet import­
ant opposition In the assembly 

COMMERCIAL CLUBBER APPROVES 
"A third interurban line," said President T 

F. Smith, of the St Paul Commercial club, 
"would be a good thing for our city. I 
don't pretend to speak for the Commercial 
club—I don't know what its opinion is—but, 
for myself, I am convinced that whatever 
keeps people from leaving a city keeps them 
from coming in The proposed line would 
give our people direct access to a new part 
of Minneapolis, and would permit the resi­
dents of that district to visit St Paul more 
readily Then, too, s t rangers could take the 
round trip, thru Como Park, St. Anthony 
Park, Minneapolis, Minnehaha and Fort Snell­
ing, and go away with a much better Idea of 
the twin cities' size, attractiveness and im­
portance. It would advertise both towns 

"But there is always an unfortunate preju­
dice against new means of communication A 
good many objected, I remember, when the 
first interurban line was built Everybody 
they said would go to Minneapolis to trade. 
As events proved, some of our people go to 
Minneapolis, but some of the Minneapolis pet* 
pie do their trading here Merchants in both 
cities have profited, both cities have grown, 
nobody has suffered And when the second 
interurban line was proposed, to pass thru 
St Anthony Park, certain men here pro­
tested—it would cut the Park off from St 
Paul and send all its busines to Minneapo­
lis. As a matter of fact,- the Park is still a 
flourishing suburb of this city, and we still 
get our full share of the Park folks* trada* 
The second interurban has added to the pleas­
ure and the profit of St Paul " 

AN ALDERMANIC INDORSEMENT. 
"That's a first-class plan," agreed Alder­

man J W L Corning, prominent in the city 
council and the Commercial club "I sho»ld 
approve it, and I think St. Paul should pajr 
its share of any expense required by th« 
changes m the Snelling bridge. 

"Tourists, and other visitors to the north­
west could then make the round trip by way 
of Lake Como and Minnehaha Falls, seeing all 
the attractions of the two towns As it is, 
strangers in one city are not encouraged 
to visit the other city The new circle of at­
tractions would bo irresistible Many more 
outsiders would learn what advantages ate 
offered by both communities." 

Theodore L Schurmeier, an influential 
member of the Jobbers' union and of the 
Commercial club, said, "It would be a great 
thing for both cities to have a third Interur­
ban line St Paul and Minneapolis would 
get more business from each other, and both 
cities would profit from the improved op­
portunity that would be afforded to strangers, 
who would be glad to make the round trip 
and see the combined beauties of the twins. 
I should suggest, tho, that Minneapolis ought 
to pay its share towards the cost of remodell­
ing the Snelling bridge. The two cities "and 
the national government should divide the 
expense "
