STRIKERS GO BACK

Non-Union Men Complete Work and
~ Retire From Federal
Building.

Building Tradesmen Resume Opera-
tions as Soon as Non-Unionists
Are Withdrawn,

The strike declared on the federal build-
ing Saturday morning, because of the em-
ployment of two non-unien clectricians,
was declared off this morning, and the
eighty-five members of the Building
Trades' Council are back at work.

But the non-union electricians are not.

Each slde appears to have gained its
point, altho H. N. Leighton, the con-
tractor for the remodeling of the federal
building, and John Trevor, the sub-con-
tractor In charge of the electrical work,
are in a better position than they were
Friday.

“All the electrical work that could be
done for six weeks was done by my men
before they quit work,” said Mr. Trevor
this morning. “They were only on there
for some necessary conduit work which
was finished before they left the job. I
have put them to work elsewhere and the
striking unlon men have gone back to
work."

Mr. Trevor intimated that he had reached
an understanding, with Mr. Leighton in

reference to the employment of non-union
men, but he was positive in the statement

that he would not recognize the Electrical
Workers' union. “I don’'t have to,"” he
sald. "I have had two more appllcations
for work this morning than I could use,”
he added. The two non-unlon electricians
who caused the trouble are at work on
other jobs.

There was no more formallty about the
return of the striking men to work than
there was In the manner of their leaving
Saturday. Word was sent to them Sun-
day afternoon that the non-union elec-
triclans would be withdrawn this morn-
glg. and the eighty-flve men, of various
nions, showed up for work promptly at
8§ o'clock.

The withdrawal of the electriclans gives
Contractor Lelghton six weeks of grace
and postpones the crisis just that long.

OARSMEN DISLIKE IT

Reported Plan of Minikahda Club to
Sell 0ld Lurline Club
Equipment.

A Revival in Rowing Looked For—
Boats Would Then Be
Needed.

The report that the Minikahda club is can-
sidering a plan to dispose of Its boating
equipment has called forth criticism from the
older boating men who were supporters ot
the Lurline club until Its equipment was
taken over by the Minikahda club. One of
these puts the case as follows:
‘It will be recalled that the Lurline Boat
club maintained its boathouse on the east
shore of Lake Calhoun down to the date that
the Minikahda club was organized, and con-
structed its clubhouse with a commodious
boathouse on the opposite side of the lake.
The boating Interests at that time became dor-
mant. There seemed to be little advantage
in attempting to contloue the Lurline club
as an athletlc organization., Several of the
more Eromlnsnt members had joined the
Minikahda and, with a view to Eresarvlng the
property until such time as the interest in
boating should be revived, they proposed
turning over their equipment to the Minl-
kahda club, The idea was the preservation of
that equipment and this was clearly explained
to the governors of the Minikahda club. A
nominal consideration was extended in the
shape of memberships to several of the ol
Lurline members; otherwise, no conaidera-
tion whatsoever was given by the Minikandas
for the transfer.

““The equipment and boats thus transferred

are conceded to be the best in the northwest.
They could mot then and could not now be re-

placed for seéveral thousand dollars. It was
at the time of the transter and still is believed
by the old boating men, that the inteilist in
rowing will ultimately revive. All athletics
proceed by temporary fads, as has been man-
ifested in the interest in boating, baseball,
tennis and golf; one after the other of which
has for a time held sway.

“By turning the property over to the Mini-
kahda club the old Lurline members thought
that they were safe-guarding thelr organiza-
tion against the day when rowing would be-
come again popular. The proposed action of
the Minikahdas will place all of the equip-
ment of value in the hands of outside cluba
and leave the boating interests in this_com-
munity with nothing as a nucleus. While
new equipment can always be obtained, its
accumulation is expensive, and, further-
more, in the development of rowing, new
equipment cannot be used to advantage with
green men and crews.

““Those of the old Lurline members who
strongly favored the transfer of the Mini-
kahda are sorely chagrined and regard the
proposed actlon as entirely contrary to the
intent of both parties at the time the prop-
erty was turned over. Moreover, the Lurline
members feel that it St. Paul, Duluth or
Winnlpeg can afford to maintain a boating
equipment, there should be enough inter-
est and loyalty in this community to do the
sameand particularly If the valuable outfit
acquired by the Minikahda club is to be dis-
posed of for a nominal consideration of a
few hundred dollars.”

ICE HOUSE ROOF BURNED

Glenwood-Inglewood Company Sustalns a
Loss of $3,000—Insured for
2,000.

Men Said to Have Corner Planned
Deny Truth of the
Story.

T. B. Walker, of this city, and J. J. Hill
and Fredierick Weyerhaeuger, of St. Paul, de-
nied yesterday a report telegraphed Satur-
day from San Frn.ncinco-th!: they, together
with E. H. Harriman, of New York, Jgcob
Blodget, of Grand Rapids, Mich., and other
persons not named, had fecured great tracts
of timber land in Oregon and northern Call-
fornia, with a view of controlling the lumber
markets of the world.

“Its
an ideal dream,’” sald Mr. Walker.

“] own, probably, the largest tract of tim-
ber lands in California—half a million acres,

I suppose,’” econtlnued Mr. Walker., ‘‘But
1 have no intention of controlling the mar-

ket. It would be folly for any man or coms-
bination to attempt to play dietator in the
jumber world. As for the persons named in
that telegram, Mrg. Hill doesn’t own an acre
of land in Callfornia. He has avoided mixing
in the lumber trade. He realizes that such a
course would create dissatisfaction. And on
iy part, I have no reason to seek a market
for California lumber by way of the Great
Northern road. The output from by land is
naturally tributary to Mr. Harriman's lines,
et he has no interest whatever in any Call-
ornia timber except the holdinge of the
Oregon & California Rallway company. Mr.
Weyerhaeuser has a small interest in a tract
of redwood; he owns no other California tim-
ber. All that Mr. Blodgett possesses iz &
tract of yellow pine that ne wought recently
near the Oregon line. Several inneapolis
lumbermen are more concerned with Call-
fornia timber lands.J. E. Carpenter, for in-
stance, controls a large tract of sugar pine
and California white pine in the northern pare
of the state. C. A. Smith has a very comn-
siderable amount of similar timber jn Cen-
tral California. If there's anybody that's
trying to corner the lumber market, it is
Uncle Sam. He has already taken most of
the remaining timber lands to create his
forest reserves.”

FIXING STANDARDS

Member of Government Commission

Discusses Progress of
Work,

Standards They Adopt May Be
Used in All Food
Iﬂm. -‘-\

Three members of the United States food
stendard commission attended the conventlon
of state dairy and food departments at the
state captiol last week. They were Dr. H.
W. Wiley, chief of the United States bureau
of chemistry; Dr. Willlam Frear, vice-di-
rector of the Pennsylvanla experiment sta-
tion, and Professor M. A. Scovell, director
of the Kentucky expériment station. The
other members of this commission are Dr,
. H. Jenkins, director of the Connecticut
experiment station, anad Professor H, A,
Wilber, agricultural chemist of Ohlo.
This commission 18 engaged in a work
whicli cannot be overestimated. It is acting
under authority of the secretary of agricul-
ture, and is preparing a standard or uniform
test for all articles of food or drink sold for
the use of man or domestic animals. As soon
as the standards have been agreed on and re-
ported to the mretar{ of agriculture, they
will be used by him In making regulations
regarding imports. -The ultimate intention is
to incorporate them into the national pure
food law, which will require foods gold under
given names to conform to these standards,
and to be uniformly labeled. The same reg-
}:lntlons are then to be adopted into all state
AWE.
Professor Scovell of Kentucky, who talked
interestingly of the commission’s work to a
Journal man, said that the commission
was careful not to impose too rigid a stan-
dard, but was only seeking to enforce hon-
esty in the szale of foods. Sub-committees
iuvestigate different materials and report on
& standard, which is adopted provisionally,
It is"then sent to the manufacturers of this
product for thelr criticism.
It these criticisms are reasonable the com-
mission will make some cnange accordingly.
The work will take years, and no report
has been made yet, but the commission ex-
pects to present one to the secretary of agri-
culture some time in August, covering milk
and milk products, meat and meat products,
sugars and candles, syrups and molasses,
spices, cocoas and chocolate. The pro-
visional standard now agreed on for milk
requires 3% per cent of fat. Milk falling be-
low that is to be sold as skim milk. Ice
cream must contaln six per cent of fat, which
would bar out ice cream made only of milk
and starch. Butter must contain 8§21 per
cent of fat. Meat sold as fresh must be free
from any preservatives. :
Syrups containing glucose must go under
their true colors. The standard for syrup
must require that it is the product of a
sugar bearing plant. This excludes corn. All
glucong products are to be labeled ‘‘corn
syrup.” One large manufacturer has already
agreed to put this label on, without waiting
for the regulationg to be made into law.
Molasses will be defined as a syrup from
which some sugar has been taken.
The vexed question of preservative does
not come into these products much, When it
comes to making a standard for fruit jams,
preserves  and jellles the commission will
bhave to decide whether preservatives are to
be allowed. This will depend upon the re-
sult of the experiments now belng made by
Dr. Wiley on the effect of borax and other
preservatives upon the human system. It
seems that his experiments, which are of such
vital intercst, are really a part of the work
laid out by this food stanaard commission,

THE BOY CHAUFFEUR

A Veteran Motorist Says Youths in
Teens Souldn't Have
Big Cars.

Says Operation of Big Machines Re-
quires Mature Judgment and
Experience,

“Its a menace to the public safety,”” sald
a prominent automobilist this morning, *‘to
permit a half-grown boy to run a big auto
thru the streets. Yet the most powerful ma-
chines In town are being entrusted lately to
children no more than 15 or 16 years of age.
A few days ago I saw a little boy running a
twenty horse-power auto down omne of our
avenues. The car was loaded up with bays
and girls all laughing at the speed with which
they careened around the corners. And next
day I saw another ‘kid’ running one of the
very biggest machines in Minneapolis, a twen-
ty-five or thirty horse-power car, capable of
going forty or fifty miles an hour.

“Of course, these little chauffeurs are
bright enough boys; they may understand
how to run their machines, just ag a boy of
the same age might understand how to man-
age a locomotive or drive a four-in-hand.
But they are mere boys for all that. They
lack the judgment, the experience, that most
boys lack. The possibility that some boys of
15 have more judgment than some men of 30
i no reason for ignoring the average rule.
A boy of 15 couldn't join the police force or
the army, however big or bright that boy
might be. A rallroad company wouldn't dare
to put a passenger locomotive in charge of ®
mere boy. A conching party would never
trust the ‘ribbons’ to the care and judgment
of a child.

“These young automobilists might get on
pretty well with small, slow runabouts of
low power. Such boys may succeed with big
machines, so long as nothing unusual hap-
pens. But in an emergency no boy is likely
to have the coolness, the discretion of a man.
And when matters are moving smoothly a
boy is much more inclined to forget the pos-
sibilities of accident and to take dangerous,
unnecessary risks.

““The mistake made by the parents that
trust their young sons with these street loco-
motives s self-evident. When children are
hired as family coachmen, it will be tfime
enough to put other children in charge of
racing automfubiles,

“I run a big machine myself. I often take
my own young son with me. But I shouldn’t
think of letting him ‘drive’ alone, altho he's
a careful little fellow and he understands the
auto quite as well as I do. If I should ever
let him play chauffeur, I should certainly in-
sist on golng along to watch him.

“The public, of course, has the best rea-
sons for objecting to-these Infant Fournlers.
Policemen would be justified on general prin-
ciples In arresting such neglected children.
Why should the lives and limbs of sensible
people be put In peril so that somebody's
‘smart kid® can advertise his parents' folly?

“But the parents themselves will suffer
sooner or later. Their bright boys, raising
the dust with papa's fine new auto, are con-
stantly in danger of serious or fatal injury.
The children that trust their lives with a
chaueffeur playfellow are equally in danger.
More than all, the general public that may
suffer from the recklessness of these boys
would have no difficulty in securing large
judgments for damages against the fathers
legally responsible for their sons' mistake.

A NEW POLITICAL PARTY

Former Nebraskans Behind a Move-
ment to Boost Socialism and
Henry George’s Creed.

Lincoln, Neb., July 27.—Former fusion
leaders in Lincoln are behind the move-
ment to start a new political party in
Denver. Editor T. H. Tibbles and Charles
Q. De France, editors of the Independent,
are eagerly studying the movement and
have compiled a list of the Nebraskans
who will attend. Among these is ex-
Governor W. A. Poynter, who was de-
feated by Semator Dletrich for governor in
1900.

Each sectlon of the state will have a
delegate or a representative and it is sald
by men who are promoting the scheme
that a hundred fusion political leaders will
represent Nebraska at the meeting.

Socialism and the labor philosophy of
Henry George, Jr., will be discussed as
basic principles in the declaration of
principles.

According to the statements of the dele-
gation from Lincoln the fusion plan and
the leadership of Bryan and Patterson
have ruined and stranded the original peo-
ple’s party. It is now necessary to re-
turn to first prineiples, They argue that
there must and should be an aggressive
third party.. Grover Cleveland will cap-
ture the next democratic convention, Mark
Hanna will dominate the republican party
and for the ‘‘conservative’” there remains
no party save the soclalists, To join this
cause cannot be thought of and hence the
call from National Becretary Edgerton of
Denver.
