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" UPRISING PUT DOWN

John Saterles, a Fearless Northern
Minnesota Trapper, Did It All
by His Lonesome,

Bad Indian Who Was Ready to
Slaughter Palefaces Defeated
J and Humiliated.

Bemidji, Minn., July 29.—From the
morth woods comes a well authentlcated
story of how John Saterlee, a trapper
who operates in the region along the
course of the Big Fork river, subdued a
recent Indian uprising all by himself in a
decldedly original manner,

The uprising was not large enough to
be of a very dangerous character. There
was only one Indian involved, In fact, and
he frightened his brother red skins as
much as any one else, but, nevertheless,
It took stronuous measures to subdue the
offending buck.

Saterlee makes his headquarters in a
Iog cabin in Itasea county. not far from
an Indlan reservation. A few nights ago
he was awakened by the sound of some
one knocking at the door and as he
sfipped from his bunk he heard low and
excited conversation from without. Peer-
Ing out the window he beheld six In-
dians. They were grouped closely to-
gether and kept glancing In a frightened
way towards the trail behind them, as tho
expecting danger from that quarter.

Saterlee fearlessly opened the door and
sdmlitted them. The spokesman briefly
stated their case. It appeared that one of
their tribe, John Joe by name, had taken
it into his head that his people were be-
Ing badly misused by the whites, so he
decided to urge. the northern Minnesota
Indlang to rise up and throw off the yoke
of the Invaders of their hunting grounds,
which could be done, he said, by simply
killing off the settlers and then slaugh-
tering any other palefaces who might ven-
ture Into the region. He had been work-
Ing on his self-appointed task, Saterlee
was informed, for several days, and was
even then executing a lone war dance

only half a mile down the trail as a pre-
Jiminary step to scalping a few whites on
the morrow, just to show his brethren
how easlly it was done.

The trapper walted to hear no more.
Dressing and taking his gun he started
down the trall, followed at a safe dis-
tance by his midnight callers. Soon he
saw a small fire ahead. Around it a big
Indlan, war paint and feathers complete,
with a Winchester in one hand and a big
hunting knife in the other, was dancing.

Baterlee signed for the Indians behind
1o remain quiet. He threw down his gun,
and, unarmed, ran swiftly forward in a
stooping posture, till almost within the
circle of light, then leaped to one slde of
the trail and threw himself flat In the
protecting ferns. In this position he
crawled forward, silently as a snake, only
the slightly moving fern tops marking his
progress, and they were qulet except when
the dancer's back was turned. He came
within a few feet of John Joe without be-
fng detected. Saterlee then shot up and
out like a great panther, landing on the
bare shoulders. There was a frightened

whoop and in a twinkling John Joe's knife
and rifla were lying on the ground, A

brief struggle followed. The Indian is a
powerful man but Saterlee’s strength was
not to be resisted. He grabbed the war-

rior by the shoulders and rushed him at a
trot down the tralil, at every jump kic king

him good and hard where it would do the
most good. A full quarter of a mile, to
the banks of a large creek, the poor

wretch was rushed, and then, with a last,
terrible kick he was sent sallilng in a

horlzontal position far out Into the center
of a deep pool. He climbed out on the
opposite bank and plunged into the forest.
He has not been seen since by either In-
dian or white man and it is thought that
in his great humiliation he has left the
country for good. Saterlee gays the rag-
cal will glve no more trouble in any
event, and Baterlese knows Indlans.

BEMIDJI, MINN.—Judging by present
indications, the next state G. A. R. en-
campment will be held in Bemidjl.

Indian Inspector Is Treating With
Rosebud Indians for the Ses-

sion of Lands.

No Doubt About Their Signing~-Bill
Expeoted to Pass at the -
Special Session,

Bonesteel, 8. D., July 29.—A telegram
was recelved yesterday by K. H. Cresman,
superintendent in charge of the Ponca dis-
trict of the Rosebud reservation, notify-
ing him that Indlan Inspector McLaughlin
was ready to council with the Rosebud
Indlans relative to the cession of their
lands, in - Gregory county, and requesting
that"all the Indians of the Ponca district
be at the agency to-day.

There is no question about the Indians
slgning the treaty, and Major McLaugh-

lin’'s work here will be completed in less
than ten days. The signing of the treaty
by the Indians at this early date will give

congress & chance to pass the blll during
the extraordinary sesslon which is called

on Nov. 9, and as there is no opposition

to the bill as it now stands, there s no
doubt but this magnificent tract of 416,000

acres will be ready for settlement by early
spring.

Three cars of fat cattle were shipped
from here to the South Omaha cattle
market to-day. Several shippers were
here with cattle for the same market, but
the rallway company falled to furnish
cars, altho ordered to do so several days
ago, and In consequence shipment had to
be deferred. The cattlemen threaten to
drive their stock to the Milwaukee road
at Geddes and ship to Sioux City unless

the North-Western furnishes cars prompt=
ly in the future.

KILLED BY A KICK

He was kicked by a horse and instantly

present members of the board cannot law-

fully receive the compensation as pmviﬂed
in chapter 86 of the laws of 1903,"

This is based on the provision of the
constitution which prohibits the increasing
of the compensation-of -an officer during
his term of office.
