the little old m a n a t the door of Notre 
D a m e s w i s h us w i t h holy water . W e 
lounged a long the quays and bought old 
books for twice their value; w e walked in 
the shadow of the wal l s of the Sarbonne.

Republicans of Minneapolis and H e n ­
nepin county are indulging in. the usual 
off year gossip, but it is tak ing a more 
definite form th i s y e a r than political talk 
general ly does so long in advance of the 
campaign. 

Interest just now centers in the mayor­
alty . It is agreed' a m o n g republicans 
that they wil l be able to elect their can­
didate n e x t year. W i t h a presidential 
campaign on everything favors the re­
publican, and no democrat =. has been 
elected twice in succession. The dem­
ocrats themselves defeat a democratic 
mayor for re-eleotion because he is un­
able to supply the appetite for patron­
age, and the kicking is just as vigorous 
under the Haynea administrat ion a s 
it w a s under Gray, if not more so. 

Some n e w m a n will be named by the 
republicans, and the contest , is sure to 
be a lively one. The first entry i n . t h e 
race is E . Q. Potter, whose friends say 
is certain t o be the nominee , whi le the 
ex-senator h a s not announced himself, 
a s it is too early t o ' b e c o m e a target , ef­
fect ive work is already be ing done for 
him, and he has the al legiance of a good 
m a n y party leaders. H e is the declared 
choice of Congressman Fletcher's sup­
porters, wh ich has g iven rise to the talk 
that there is a combination on b e t w e e n 
Fie teller and Potter . 

Mr. Pot ter is not a novice in municipal 
politics. H e represented the fourth 
ward in the council for some years , 
served one term a s president of the coun­
cil, and had the misfortune to be n o m ­
inated for mayor in 1890, w h e n I?, B . 
Wins ton and the rest of the democrat ic 
t icket s w e p t the city. E v e r s ince that 
t ime he has had a desire to retrieve that 
disaster, and nex t year looks l ike a prom­
is ing occasion. There has been some 
talk of h is running for congress , but it 
is now g iven out that he wil l be the m a y ­
oralty nominee , and that nobody can head 
h im off. , • • • • ' 

The nominat ion wil Inot go to h im w i t h ­
out a fight, however, a s m a n y republi­
cans do not like Potter's e ight year rec­
ord in the s tate senate . There is a 
strong feel ing in favor of a younger man. 

W . W . Heffelfinger w a s strongly urged 
last year to be a candidate, and the m a n y 
friendg of the popular young bus iness 
man, w h o go t behind h im then are a l ­
ready ta lking of his candidacy n e x t year. 
Probably he has not been consulted a s 
yet , but h i s name is be ing freely used, 
and m e t s w i t h considerable approval. 

W i t h so much a t s take pol i t ic* will be 
boil ing in this county by Jan. 1. There 
are de legates to be chosen to the nat ion­
al convention, and Hennepin wil l w a n t 
three, one a t large and t w o for the fifth 
district. It is bel ieved Thomas H. Shev-
lin .would accept another four years as 
national commit teeman. T h o m a s Lowry 
m a y be presented to the s tate convention 
a s a candidate for Uni ted Statese sena­
tor. Ray W . Jones w a n t s a renomina-
t ion for l ieutenant governor. Judge C. 
B. Ell iott would welcome the support of 
this district a s a candidate for the su­
preme bench. The ; congressional n o m ­
inat ion wil l be contes ted by Loren 
Fletcher, Eugene Hay and posibiy oth­
ers. There are four district judges to be 
elected, the terms of Judges Harrison, 
Brooks, Pond and ©ray expiring. 'Be­
sides Judges H*rrisB^ 'M&, Cray, there 
Will be". HQ.1t '*• dbzeK • ̂ candidates ftinong 
the republ icans. ' J u d g e ' A n d r e w Hol t of 
the municipal court is ment ioned as a 
strong possibility, and County Attorney 
F . H. Boardtnan i s said to contemplate 
enter ing the field. , W . T. Coe is already 
a candidate in a quiet w a y . 

W i t h a full county and city t icket , s ix ­
teen members of the legis lature and thir­
teen a ldermen to be elected n e x t year, 
it wi l lbe seen that l ively t imes are ahead, 
and It i s no -wonder that work i s already 
be ing done for the more prominent posi­
t ions in the gift of the people.

Saxton w a s in the saloon the greater 
part of the evening and about 10 o'clock 
asked for some writ ing paper. -He spent 
a n hour wri t ing letters, and w h e n he had 
finished he walked to the bar, drew a 
revolver and fired. A physic ian w a s 
called and the young m a n w a s hurried to 
the hospital . 

One of the letters wri t ten by Saxton 
w a s addressed to his father, who is a 
cutter for Robitshek, Frank & Co. The 
other was to Miss Hattie Miller.
