C A , present home of the new-born Trin­
ity church, w a s brilliant wi th l ights and 
flowers and the reception rooms were 
filled wi th mus ic and l ively conversation, 
while across the w a y the big, brown edi­
fice known a s the Firs t Bapt i s t church 
w a s dark. 

"Dr. Hoyt ." the old pastor of the Firs t

additional 'elevator service and other odds 
and ends. Instead of $400,000, w e w e r e 
voted only $250,000 and w e must-do s imply 
the best w e can. They tell us that the 
lock-up Is a disgrace to civi l ization and 
that the present municipal court arrange­
ments are not what they should be and w<> 
will probably turn our attent ion from the 
main entrance to these other mat ters ." 

Notwi ths tanding the decision of the 
commission, there are many cit izens who 
feel that the action decided upon is un ­
wise They argue that the condition of 
the main entrance has evoked the most 
unfavorable comment from vis i tors for 
ten years past, and will continue to do so 
if the work is not finished.

In h is -tour of the northwest Wil l iam C.

the people as possible, and his republicanism 
is of the stalwart and lobust varltt). l ie be­
lieves in the people, and is willing to follow 
them, altho he coneals a sood deal of leader­
ship in a skillful way. Uovenioi Van Sant 
is proud of his state, he is proud of his party, 
he is proud of his administration, he i» proud of 
his accomplishments, and he is proud of him­
self, with a woithy sort of pride that one can­
not help but admit e. Nor does he conceal his 
satisfaction at the reforms he has effected since 
he was elected chief magistrate of Minnesota. 
When he wanted to be governor he told the 
people so, and they elected him. and then they 
fare him a second term on their own account, 

oth they and he are ambitious and hopeful 
of higher honors. 

Governor Van Sant is a self-made man, altho 
he owes a good deal to his friends, but if he 
wasn't the man he is he would r.ot have had the 
friends. His home is in Winona, he is a boat­
man on the Mississippi river by trade, and has 
made a fortune in that business If you will 
make a voyage up or down the Father of Waters 
>ou will see the name Van Sant upon a lot of 
boats, most of them shoving rafts of logs and 
lumber. 

Tw ice w a s C a p t a i n V a n S a n t s e n t t o t h e 
Minnesota legislature from a democratic dis­
trict and in his second term was elected speaker 
of the lower house without an opposing vote. 
Then he became a candidate for governor, and 
since his Inauguration has distinguished him­
self in various wajs His fight aguinst the con­
solidation of the Minnesota railways has made 
him a national reputation in which he takes 
great satisfaction He is a practical "trust-
buster" and doesn't confine himself fo passing 
resolutions, writing messages and making bluffs. 
But the "busting' of the great "merger" was 
not the only incident in Van Sant s administra­
tion worth talking about. 

There is a good deal of talk up this way about 
Governor Van Sant's availability as a candidate 
for vict president on the republican ticket, and 
unless all signs fall the republicans of Minne­
sota will present his nime to the next national 
convention, but naturally that is a subject 
of which he did not care 10 talk, and would 
only express his gratification at the compliment­
ary things that have been said of him by news­
papers and the people in other States.
