A Midsummer Quietness Settles Up-
on the Butter and Egg .
Trade:
The Call for Fruits Is of Heavy Pro-
" portions, Prices Tending
.+ Lower,

The trade In farm produce has been of
eomparatively light proportions for the week.
Receipts bave not been extremely heavy,
and the call has been less than usual. This
has had some dfreaulng influence upon the
creamery list, and extras and firsts are quot-
ably one-half cent under last weeks Srevnll-
ing fligures, Large buyers have lald down
on the situation, and the regular retail trade

£rlsn about the only outlet. FPacking
stoc buyers are taking all stock coming,
but are grading goods closely, and fighting
shy of rancid or held goods. Competition
i somewhat more aggressive than formerly,
and unless the general butter market shows
a further decline the price on packing stock
18 likely to be boosted.

La'e acrivals of eggs have shown such a
heavy shrinkage as to make case count buy-
ing unpopular, and eggs on that basls ahow
a decline, while freah candled stock holds up
to former flgures, Retallers are steady buy-
ers of candled, but outside of this channel
the movement Is unimportant. From a dis-
interested point of view there Is certainly
nothing encouraging the proposition of hold-
ing eggs at this season of the year. Con-
sumption is the lightest of the year in Au-
gust, while lhe roduction holds up to the
outlet. The ahrlu .f' is a serious problem in
holding, and a good many dollars in carry-
ing charges would be saved if country buy-
ers would candls before sending to market.

Cheese shows no features.  Quotations hold
to former flgures, but there is more or less
disposition ta shade prices in me quarters
in order to move goods quickly. ountry
dealers ars buying rather freely, undoubtedly
for consumption during harvest,

The poultry Ilist shows no change, except
on hens, which developed stronger tone on
Friday. Late recelpts have run largely tn

oung stock, which over-loaded the mar-

et on that grade, while not supp\;lng the
demand on lower priced poultry. ery few
turkeys ars coming, but the demand {8 nom-
inal. Ducks and geese quiet. The dressed
meat situation rules about the same as last
week. It has not taken a very large amount
to supply the demand, and with receipts run-
ning fairly generous recelvers have not only
been unable to advance prices, but have at
times been at their wit's end to keep the mar-
ket from going to pleces on veal. Mutton and
lambs are unchanged, the supply and demand
running about equal.

Potatoes are steady. Cabbage is bein
keted freely, and values have eased off dur-
ing the week. Tomatoes are in big supply,
mostly from Illinols, and being reasonable
in price are in great favor with the trade.

Late receipts of apples have been of poor
quality, being pleked too green, while many
wind-falls are sent to market. There i8 a lack
of round, large, nice looking fruit, but each
day’s receipts show some Improvement in
quality, and another week ought to find plenty
of satisfactory fruit in market. Pineapples
are somewhat scarce. Arrivals of west coast
fruits continue moderate, but wvalues are
easing off somewhat, and this is encouraging
the demand. The year's business so far is
away behind that of last season, the fruit
shipperas association in that district giving
the east stock more lavishly than the north-
weat.

Berries are gradually reaching the en-of-
the-geason basis, with the exception of blues.
Currants and raspberries are generally reach-
ing the market in an over-ripe condition, and
too poor for re-shipment. This is forcing up
prices all along the line.

This shivery weather has been a knocker
upon melons and lemons. The Ilatter are
quotably easy, and a frost would wilt values
gharply. The call for melons I8 compara-
tively slow, but values are firm, owing to
moderate arrivals. There {8 no encouragment
to bring In heavy supplies under present de-
pressing weather conditions,

Very few oranges are coming in, but they
are salling better than usual for this time
of vear.

Bananas are not yet coming freely enough
to eatisfy the trade. Tha call is heavy, and
& good many back orders are on thevg'les to
be carried over to next week.

Fancy new honey {8 coming, and moving
out freely. Values rule on about same basis
a8 last year for first arrivals.”

WHEAT MUCH BETTER

RECENT WEATHER IN THE VALLEY HAS
BEEN VERY BENEFICIAL.

Grand Forks, N. D., Aug. 1.—E. W. Knee-
land, supserintendent of the Duluth Elevator
company, has just returned from an ins
tlon trip over the Red River vallay on t.h
tides of the river.

Mr. Kneeland stated that he belleved that
the Red Rlver valley would produce more
wheat than it did last year. The yleld last
year was cut down ino many sections to a very
low yield by several hall storms, something
that has done but very little damage thils
years so far,

““The weather could not be better tham It
has been for two weeks,"” sald Mr. Kneeland,
‘“for growing crops. Wheat 1s fllling nicely,
and while the straw will be light the yield
will be surprising. The crop is spotted and
thers i gome that 18 hardly worth harvest-
ing, but there |s much more good wheat than
thers 18 bad, and I would not be surprised to
seo a yleld over the state of from ten to
twelve busheld to the acre.”

The railroad companlee lgeap reety cloae
tab on the crop sltuation, dp
Northern officlals have recehred repartu
that have been sufficiently encouraging as to
convince them that there will be a_ten-bushel
crop from the state this year. This would
mean that ten bushels per aere will -be
shipped i{n addition tp the home consumption,
and what will be retained for seed.- On the
whols the situation is very promising, and
the past few weeks has added much to the
chances of the state for a fair crop.

DULUTH GRAIN RECEIPTS

66,214,844 Bushels Received at Du-
luth During the Crop Year.

Duluth, Minn.,, Aug. 1.—The crop year of
1902-1908 ' ended  yesterday and & new one
began to-day. The total receipts of sll
grain for the year were 66,214,844 bushels
Compared with *68,457,117 for' the preceding
yoar, and the total shipments were 66,168,853
bushels, a gg&llmﬂ. 63,620,601 bushels for the crop
year of 1801-1802, The big falling off was in
whoat. Tho recelpts of wheat in bond for
the year just closed amounted. to only about
half a milllon bushels, whereas there were
7,600,000 bushels in the preceding crop year.

The blg increeses were shoewn ﬁn flax, oats
and barley. 'The flax racelg pauod the
19,000,000 bushels notch, thereby breaking al
records. The foregoing figures relating to
shipments contain the wheat receipted off
track by the mills, which. for the year- just
ended was 5,007,708 bushels, and which went
out In the shape of flour.

| Trades ‘and Labor Council: Adopts

New Constitution With Im-
_portant Changes, "~

It Is Now the Trades and Labor As-
 resemtation.

There was a special meeting of the
Trades Council Wednesday evening, to
vonsider and adopt the new constitution
and by-laws. Perhaps the most impor-
tant change effected is in the rmmanner  of
representation and dues,  Under the : new
order of things each union will be entitled
to sénd five delegates to the council and
all unions affillated”will have to pay dues
for that number, whether they send them
'or not. The famous political amendments,
which caused 8o much stir when first in-
troduced, were stricken from ‘the constitu-
tion without opposition. A registry clerk
has béén appdinted whose duty 1t will be
‘to register *delegates’ as they pass Into
the hall; ‘and in this way miich valuable
time consurned by ‘the roll call every
meeting night will be shved for business.
Special cards have been prepared and will
be ummped for each meeting, so that the
delegate’'s ¢ard will show his record ~of
attendance.

A ‘matter which brought out consider-
able discussion was the amendment to
change the method of taking referendum
votes. Hereafter, Instead of the vote of
each union ‘counting as a unit, the full
vote upon any proposition will be returned
to the assembly, and the side of the ques-
tion recelving a majority of all votes cast
will win. _The oprincipal objection ad-
vanced against its_adoption was the fear
that. the larger. unlons would be able to
decide all questions referred to a refer-
endum vote without regard to the smaller
unions.

The central. ‘body was originally organ-—
ized as the Trades and Labor Assembly,
but some years ago a  division occurred

‘and when the differenf factions were unit-

ed the above name was dropped and that
of the Trades and Labor Council adopted.
Wednesday evening. the members decided
to return to the old name and hereafter
the central trade body will be known as

ithe Trades and-Labor Assembly.

In addition to the regularly que.rter‘hr
dues, new unions will be required to pay
an- affiliation fee of $1.

There are now over one hundred local
unions affillated with the assembly.
