President Rooselvelt 's att i tude toward the 
mobs of United States citizens who are tak­
ing into their hands the punishment of 
negro criminals receives general indorsement 
in Minneapolis 

' I t is just what a l have long thought and 
would have been glad to have said so well, 
said Judge H D Dickinson this morning 
after reading President Roosevelt s letter to 
Governor Durbin of Indiana, anent the lat­
ter s t reatment of the Evansville mob While 
it is perhaps, unfortunate to express it in 
just his way it appeared to me tha t some 
good can come out of evil Naturally we 
deprecate the shocking crimes committed bj 
mobs in punishment for equally shocking 
crimes But mob rule must and will have 
the effect of bringing to the attention of leg­
islative bodies the urgent necessity for leg­
islation which will discourage mob vengeance 
and which will make more certain the punish­
ment of criminals thru the operation of tho 
law 

Natural ly people become incensed when 
they see the criminal escape thru the cooling 
of the ardor for justice and the interven­
tion of some legal technicalitj I t is my 
belief tha t the president s letter will have 
the double effect of discouraging mob vio­
lence in the immediate future and of en­
couraging laws which will make punishment 
more sure both for the original offenders and 
for those who take par t in lynchings 

William R Morris, one of the prominent 
colored attorneys of Minneapolis, said 
' This letter from President Roosevelt ex­
presses in excellent form the opinion of the 
best colored opinion north and south Onlj 
last year in commenting upon the crimev of 
a colored man in Pierce City, Mo , and the 
awful vengeance visited upon him and his 
fellows by a mob of white citizens, the Mis­
souri grand lodge of Masons, colored, said 

' 'We deplore with all the horror of our 
soul the unspeakably cruel murder of this 
young woman, and therefpre, as law-abiding 
citizens, offer our s e n ices and our lives, if 
necessary, in running fco^ai and putting into 
the strong arms of the law any person guilty 
of crime against woman We denounce the 
cowardly and barbaric t reatment of the col 
ored citizens of Pierce City, Mo , as a foul 
blot upon the fair escutscheon of our s ta te 
and as a disgrace to our enlightened and 
Christian civilization ' 

' That puts in a nutshell the sentiment of 
representative colored men—a sentiment find­
ing expression in almost every gathering of 
colored men north and^south We deplore 
the punishment by mob violence of negroes 
not because we condone their crimes or have 
any spmpathy with them, but we see where 
mob violence is going to lead th is country 
Ju s t as President Roosevelt sees it "

Protest Against the Common Slur on 
the "Street." 

New York Commercial 
It is quite the fashion to vredit the de­

faulter in these times with having been 
allured by Wall 3treet away from the path 
of sir! t honesty—almost as if there were no 
other temptations in the world, as if specu-
ation had its one seat and center u g h t 

there, and hauled its victims from every 
corner of the ear th into one common niaei-
stram of default We note, for instance, 
the following, sent out from Newburg m 
explanation of the defalcation of a bank 
cashier up at Cornwall 

' The cause of Cummin's downfall is a t­
tributed to Wall street, where, it is alleged, 
he had recently been taking 'flyers on dif­
ferent kinds of stocks, and gradually get­
ting deeper and deeper until the end came ' 

This may or may not be strictly true I t 
Is probably the fact tha t this particular 
cashier was known to have been speculating 
In something or other But how close or 
how remote a relation any such transactions 
of his may have had to Wall street does not 
appear What is well enough known, how­
ever, is tha t there is hardly anywhere In this 
country a hamlet big enough to have a bank 
of its own but has also a bucRet shop o* 
some headquarters of speculation not differ­
ing much from tha t sort of an institution 
They deal in the active railway, industrial 
and general stocks on margin, as well as in 
grain cotton and mining shares they get 
their quotations from the New York, Boston, 
Philadelphia Chicago or other markets as 
may be most available or convenient, and 
their patrons sell or buy—more often b u y -
much after the habit of the New York room 
traders Their victims ' are no doubt much 
more numerous than their winners—and so 
long as they lose only their own money it is 
nobody s business but their own 

I t is only when they begin to steal that 
the world somehow holds Wall street r e ­
sponsible for the "vict ims' " downfall But 
Wall street really cuts a very small figure, 
if any a t all, in the whole wretched busi­
ness A man down in Bangor, Me for in­
stance, drops into the office of some mer­
cantile, stock bond and grain company, 
puts up the requisite margin and buys fifty 
shares of Atchison That is the Stock of a 
far western railroad the quotations on it 
get to Bangor from Boston, and the play is 
almost strictly between the bucketer and 
the buyer By ancl by, after repeated 
losses the latter shoots himself dead some 
fine day and the provincial and city news­
papers headline him 

"Another Victim of Wall Street " 
Thus is the street made to bear the bur 

dens of the whole country It counts among 
its "victims' thousands upon thousands 
who never saw it, hundreds whe never heard 
of it And the one Inspiriting thing about It 
all is tha t the street itself isn t a bit sensi­
tive about the dreadful reputation thus made 
for it

Automobihsts Have Trouble 

Getting Permits.

Christlanla, Norway July 25 —Tourists 
from every corner of the globe are steadily 
passing in and out of Norway nowadays, and 

The Land of the Midnight Sun is the tour 
ists Mecca They are coming in singles In 
couples and in bunches, by rail, by regular 
steamers, by steam yachts, and even by auto­
mobiles 

For years it used to be the English tha t 
made up the bulk of foreign travelers, but 
this has now changed considerably and while 
they still are numerous, the Americans and 
the Germans each furnish ju s t as l \rge a 
force 

Who is to have the credit for drawing so 
many Americans over here I don t know 
but as to the Germans, it is their emperor 
who for several years in succession has ma*de 
a trip to Norway This year makes no ex 
ception He is now in the northern part of 
the country, on board the Hohenzollern, ac­
companied by torpedo boats and a swift 
cruiser Besides this we have three German 
squadrons in our waters one under the som 
mand of Prince Henry, so well known to 
America, from his visit there The prince 
has seen Noiwaj before, however He was 
here once with a squadron about Christmas 
time, and then he as well as many other 
navy officers became fascinated with the 
Norwegian winter sports , and several pairs* 
of skis and ski outfits left the country with 
them 

While the emperor, of course, is the star 
tourist we have also many other distin­
guished personages for instance Lord and 
Lady Churchill who the other day presented 
the emperor with two fine calmon, of the own 
catch 

A m e r i c a n s " P a y " t h e Best . 

As for Americans we have many of i*vm 
of course, they are all plain ' Mr i!?is 
or 'Miss ' and still they also can be graded 
If not by ti t les then by several other means, 
such as the size of their pocjtetbooks, or 
rather with the size of their bank accounts 
Americans are considered the best class of 
tou"l£ts, that is the class tha t spends most 
money pro persona 

Many of them want the best of everything 
and they are willing to pay ticcordingly A 
few days I had the pleasure of spending the 
afternoon with an elderly gentleman from an 
eastern city He had made twenty-one trips 
to Europe, all for pleasure and recreation 
it was his first visit to Norway He was 
one who was willing to pay well for what he 
wanted Some think that traveling requires 
no experience, but tha t is a sad mistake it 
la jus t like everything else you have to go 
thru the mill before you ^e t on to the ropes 

Another str iking feature about the Ameri­
can travelers is, tha t there are so many 
ladies traveling i lone, "Mlowing the occu­
pation of ladies of indtipednent means ' 
Predominant in this class are widows and 
old maids 

A large percentage of the Americans visit­
ing Norway on a trip around the world, and 
when it comes to the question of which na 
tion truthfully can boast of being best sup 
plied with globe-trotters, then the United 
States of America is a sure winner 

Troubles of Automoblllsts. 
I said tha t some of the tourists came in 

automobiles Well, there is where tbA Amer­
icans, so far, have taken all the glory The 
local authorit ies in many places in Norway 
will not allow automobiles on the highways 
The reasons for this objection are many 
The machines frighten the horses and cause 
runaways The roads are not built for 
heavy automobiles and are In many places 
too narrow to allow an automobile and an­
other vehicle to pass 

A well known American automobilist ha_s in 
vain been trying to get permit to drive (from 
Chrlstiania to Stockholm, and I hope tha t 
nobody will stop him 

But there was another American who came 
here with his auto Learning that no permits 
would be granted he started off without 
them, willing to pay any fine or tip that 
might be necessary just so he gets there 
tha t is all he cares about The last I heard 
of him he had successfully advanced as far 
north as three-fourths of the distance from 
here to Trondhjem This illustrates the valut 
of the old saying ' Say nothing saw wood ' 
But don't forget to saw wood and this gen 
tleman is, if not sawing wood grinding off 
miles in an auto on roads where he would 
have had to wait for years till he could 
have done so with an "Amtmands ' permit 
in his pocket
