CLAIMS HALL’S ISLE

John Rowe Notifies the Council That
He Owns Proposed Crema-
tory Site.

Building 'Impector Protests Against
' Further Aldermanic Disregard
*  of Fire Limits.

John H. Rowe has entered a diversion
in the garbage crematory removal fight,
He announced to the aldermen at their
meeting last evening that, as owner of the
land on the east shore of the Mississippl
river directly opposite Hall's island, he
claimed title to any accretions made in
the river ind#ront of his property and east
of the main channel of the river and that
he would résist by process of law any as-
sumed title by other persons. ;

It is held by City Attorney Healy that
Rowe's claim will not stand in court. 8till
it is likely to tie up the crematory matter
for a while,

A communication from Bullding, Inspec-
tor James G. Houghton, urging the coun-
cil not to Issue any more permits for the
erection of frame buildings within the fire
limits, was read and placed on flle.

The proposed ordinance prohibiting the
sale of hay within the fire limits was
killed dead as a stone. The ordinanoce
had been the subject of an exclited wran-
gle at the Joint meeting of the commlittees
on ordinances and fire department yester-
day afternoon, when the friends of James
F. Duffey and Willlam D. Lynes, the rival
market concessionaires on the North Side,
mixed things somewhat. Duffey's market
is just outside of the fire limlits, while
Lynes’ Is just inside, and If the former
could have secured the passage of the or-
dinance he would have had a monopoly on
a hay market for a time.

Upon motion of Alderman Larson, Clty
Engineer Rinker was instructed to submit
an estimate of the cost of constructing a
four-span steel truss bridge over the Mis-
sisslppl river at Thirty-second avenue N.
Alderman Holmes was Instrumental In
narrowing the width of several fifth ward
streets as follows: E Twenty-fourth street
from Clinton to Fourth avenue, forty feet:
from Fourth to Tenth avenue, twenty-four
feet; from Tenth to Twelfth avenue, forty
feet. Twenty-fifth street, from Nlicollet
to Fourth avenue, thirty-two feet: from
Fourth to Tenth avenue, twenty-four
feet; from Tenth to Twenty-third avenue,
thirty-four feet.

Simply as a matter of form, the sale of
the $300,000 of 4 per cent bonds to N. W.

TAX RATE FOR 1904

Increase of Valuations Will Not
Necessitate High Rate.

Having disposed of the matter of as-
sessments for purposes of taxatlon, the
next concern of the authoritles will be the
fixing of the rate of taxation. This will
be determined by the board of tax levy
which will meet on Aug. 28, but will not
get, down to real business until the latter
part of September.

The average rate of taxation for this
year was between 25 and 26 mills. It is
belleved that this low rate can be re-
tained for next year in view of the in-
crease in the personal property valuations.
By the large number of new buildings and
the Increase in personal property, the as-
sessed valuation of the city has been In-
creased to $129,634,430, or nearly $7,000,000
more than the valuation for the present
yvear. Even at the same rate of taxation
the revenue of the city will be increased
by more than $165,000.

Mr. Curtis proceeds to say that the
stockholders of one company pald to
themselves $84,377.43 in salaries and dls-
tributed over $108,000 to its stockholders,
who had either paid in or had given their
notes for §25,000 in stock, while only $29,-
587.89 was deposited for the benefit of the
polleyholders who have pald $3,067,772 in
premiums. Now, this statement is un-
qualifiedly untrue, as Mr. Curtls well
knew. A very large part of these pre-
miums Is now on deposit with the state
audltor In first farm mortgages in the
shape of reserves to take care of the poli-
cy contracts, ;

Mr. Curtis states that Commissioner
Dearth stated to him that the secretary
sald that the company could throw the
premiums into the Mississipp! river if they
chose. Now, this is an absolute false-
hood. Mr. Dearth plainly =ays that he
never made any such statement. The
only foundation Mr, Curtis has for any of
his attacks is the fact that the North-
western Life and Savings Company has
made some money, and the further fact
that: this dompany did create a fund
which they called an “agency allowande
fund,” and out of which they paid various
expenses connected with the business and
that they did,. after all thesa expenses
were pald, distribute to their stockholders
such part of this fund as had not been
used up, which they had a perfect right
to do as the fund belonged entirely to the
stockholders and not to the policy holders
gt all. Every penny of premium, interest,
lapse, profit, and every other source of In-
come set out in the policy contract and
guaranteed to the pollcyholders has been
immediately placed to their credit on the
books of the company and sacredly In-
vested and kept for the purpose for which
the contract provides.

Mr. Curtis speaks of the ten-year gold
bond contract and lays great stress
upon the misrepresentations in sell-
tng ‘the ten-year gold bonds. Now,
we want to  say that 2 this com-
pany has never issued anything
but stralght ten-year endowment Invest-
ment policles, ordinary life policies, twen-
ty pay, fifteen pay, ten pay, twenty year
endowment and fifteen year endowment
policies, Its policy on its ten-year en-
dowment plan- does mot differ from any
other ten-year endowment polllcy Iin any
of the standard companies, except in these
particulars; first, the Insurance benefit
glven for the first five years, before very
much has been paid in by the pollleyhold-
er, 1s made one-half of the face of the
pollcy. The. full insurance beneflt after
the fifth year is glven the same as any
other company gives on a ten-year en-
dowment in the event of death. To offset
this small insurance the first flve vears,
the rate is made less, for example: the
Mutual Life of New York colleots $109.66
premium per annum on $1,000 at age 40.
It will give $1,000 immediate Insurance.
It will guarantee $1,000. At -the end of
ten years it wlll have collected from the
policyholder $1,096.60. This company will
colleet from the policyholder, a man 40
wvears of age, $100 a year, and it will carry
$500 immediate insurance, and after five
wears, $1,000, and will guarantee at the
end of ten years $1,000 in cash, the same

as the Mutual Life of New York. It has
received in premiums $96.60 less., This
extra premium of §96.60 would carry

double the insurance for a five-year term
that the Mutual Iife of New York had
granted the first five years in excess of
the policy of the Northwestern Life and
Savings. Second, the policy varfes in
this particular. The Mutual Life of New
York will not say in their policy contracts
that all the profits derived from certain
gources named In the contract shall be
guaranteed to the policyholder at the end
of ten years in addition to the face of the
policy contract. They will slmply say
that such profits'as the board of trustees
may. see flt to declare at the end of the
perlod shall be glven to the pollcy holder.
Now, our company sets out in its policy
contract just the source of profit and ab-
solutely guarantees them, thus fixing an
absolutely limited expense account. This
expense account is smaller than s used
by the Mutual Life of New York. For
example, last year the galn and loss ex-
hibit of the Northwestern Life and Sav-
ings company shows. that the company
did not use their expense loading within
$133,145, and that the Mutual Life did use
all of thelr expense loading and $1,428,687
more than the total expense loading.
Now, we belleve that a law ought to be
introduced into every state that would
;prohibit any company from using beyond
the expense loading.

To further injure this company and
head off this principle, which is absolutely
righteous and which no man who has the
good of the policyholder-public at heart
can deny, Insidlous attacks have been
made upon this company by their rivals
not induced by any good wlill toward the
policyholders, but with the idea of crip-
pling this company’'s business, and thus
forcing the company to give up this one
idea of lmited expense and fall in line
with the great mass of insurance com-
panies which have wrung millions out of
the people with thelr enormous expenses.

As an [llustration of this a petition was
recently filled by one Charles Mackenzle,
an attorney of this city alleging that Rena
B.. Cathecart had been grosaly decelved,
and In taking out a policy with this com-
pany had been misled and guaranteed
large sums of money that d!d not appear
in the contract. It is alleged in this
petition that the said plaintiff refused to
accept her policy as soon as she dis-
covered what it was and that the agent
who wrote her had guaranteed double the
money that ehe would pay for the policy.

B. Cathcart made applicatlon for two
shares to this .company. She made it
upon her own motion, went to the agent's
house when the agent was away, wrote
the applicatiop In her own handwriting,
giving her twl notes In payment of the
premium, accepted her policy and paid

This petition has been writ-
ten up and sent to the different papers
for comment, with no other purpose than
to injure the company's business. ” The
petition alleges particular ' statements
which Miss Catheart would not dare to
swear to because they-are absolutely-false.
Miss Catheart never refused her policy
and never demanded the return of her
premium. The last communication we
had from her was dated July 6, 1902, ask-
ing us to change her address. The whole
thing was gotten up for no other purpose
than to try to create adverse public senti-
ment.

Catheart s a poor girl. It is true, so
far as we can learn, that she is a young
lady of good repute, and we are the more

Now, we charge that Mr. Curtis is a
coward, and a coward of the basest kind,
and we hate a coward as we hate a snake.
If%he had a shadow of manhood in him
he would not be attacking the city of Des
Molnes, the whole state of Iowa and all
of the insurance Interests In this eity in
an attempt to hit a speclal company that
he was afrald to attack In the open. The
business of this Company has been so
transacted that the men who stand spon-
sors for it have nothing to conceal and
are willing to make an open flght.

Iowa, whether organlzed under the laws
of this state or not, that is more able to
carry out its policy contracts and is more
carefully protecting the interests of lis
polleyholders than {8 the Northwestern
Life and Bavings Company, and the insin-
uatlons made by Mr. Curtis to the effect
that the Company ls defrauding the peo-
ple are absolutely and unqualifiedly false,
and its contract is more liberal than that
of any policy written within our knowl-
edge.
