for the adoption of a distinctive Norwe­
gian language. He was something .of a 
physician, and his advice was eagerly 
sought on all matters. 

Sweden's War Minister. 
Otto "Wilhelm Virgin, Sweden's new war 

minister, was born at Marienberg in 1852 
and entered the army in 1870. He has 
served in both the infantry and artillery 
branches of the service. He was colonel 
of the First Svea artillery when appointed 
to the war portfolio. 

Mr. and Mrs. Charles J. Glidden of 
Boston, Mass., have attained the honor of 
beipg the first persons to drive an auto­
mobile, across the Arctic circle, reaching 
a small village north of the circle on Sun-
<lay, .Aug. 2. A cable message to Post-
rnaster General Payne announced their 
arrival a t Haparanda on their return trip. 
Their journey from Helslngborg, Sweden, 
to Stockholm and up the coast to Hapar­
anda was beset with many difficulties and 
where they had expected to make from 
160 to 200 miles a day they often aver­
aged only seventy-five miles. They were 
hampered by lack of reliable road maps, 
for autos are unknown in Sweden and 
every time a horse was met it was nec­
essary to stop and often, to assist in get­
ting the animal past the machine. Wet 
wreather also hindered the travelers. 

' The Gliddens will, however, carry with 
them the most pleasant opinions of the 
Swedes. 

In a long letter to the Boston Herald, 
Mr. Glidden writes: 

"Nothing but the kindest treatment 
have we received in Sweden. The little 
girls curtesy and shake hands, while the 
boys take off their hats. At the hotels we 
are provided with every Comfort desired. 
In the smaller villages the inns are neatly 
kept by women, and excel in all respects 
the hotels in the smaller villages of any 
country in which we have traveled. Some­
times in the absence of our interpreter 
and the language book, we get a little 
mixed in ordering, receiving one time soap 
for soup and beer for soda water. The 
railroad man that brought us a few quart 
bottles of gasolene on a handcar 12 miles 
charged us only 2 kroner, 52 cents. 

"We have in two years driven thru not 
'less than 3,500 European cities and towns 
and thousands have gathered around the 
motor, but never have we seen as neat 
arid orderly a class of people as the 
Swedes—hardly a person smoking in the 
crowd of 500 and no intoxication yet no­
ticed. All along the road the farmers 
and their families salute us and as rapidly 
as posible horses have been turned off the 
road, that our progress should not be de­
layed. The live stock of the country is In 
excellent condition. Particularly notice­
able were the cows and horses, the latter 
plump and frisky, the former clean and 
attractive, making one relish a glass of 
milk now and then." 

Since leaving Boston the Gliddens have 
traveled 3,590 miles in their serviceable 
motor car. 

Norway Interested In the Fair. 
In acknowledging the receipt of 4,635.60 

kr. the last installment of "Skandi-
naven's" famine relief fund states that the 
friendliness of the American people has 
made a deep impression in Norway and 
that the government is becoming more and 
more concerned over the necessity of mak­
ing a worthy display at America's great 
icxposition, the world's fair a t St. Louis 
next year. 

Scandinavian Students. 
Nearly 500 academicians attended the 

seventh Scandinavian students' congress 
a t Soros, Denmark. Fr. Form welcomed 
the delegates on behalf of the Danish 
committee. Professor Pfannestil replied 
for Sweden and Prof. Mldrelet for Nor­
way. A congratulatory telegram was sent 
to Professor Rudin at Upsala in honor of 
his seventieth birthday. There were pres­
ent thirty-five delegates from Finland, 125 
from Norway, 150 from Sweden and 160 
from Denmark. 

ST. OLAF 'S DAY 

It Should Be Norway's Great National 
Holiday. 

St. Olaf is a t once the hero and patron 
•alnt of Norway, and it is now proposed 
that Olaf's day, July 29, receive more 
general attention and become a national 
holiday not even second to May 17. July 
29 is the anniversary of the battle of 
Stiklestad, so glowingly described in 
Snorre Sturlason's saga. It was fought 
in 1030. It was the last fight against old 
Norse heathenism, or from it dates the 
triumph of Christianity and a reunited 
Norway. 

When Olaf Haraldson came to Norway 
as a young man, the country was in a sad 
state. The Danes dominated one part 
and the Swedes another, while the Norwe­
gians were discouraged and disorganized. 

; Olaf aroused the national spirit, drove out 
the enemy, but fell himself a t the hands 
of his own countrymen to win a hero's 
and a martyr 's death, and therein accom­
plish more than was possible in any man's 
life. His spirit still dominates the land, 
and he was and is the greatest Norwegian 
of them all. 

As a Christian martyr, his day is natu­
rally observed as a church holiday, but 
this is not satisfactory to his admirers, 
and the agitation to make it a great na­
tional holiday may be realized ere long. 

Was He a Russian Spy? 
Bergen has been much exercised over 

a suspicious person who is believed to 
have been a Russian spy. He was con­
tinually seen lurking about the fortifica­
tions. Hiss passport was signed by a 
Russian recruiting officer. It was taken 
up and he was directed to call for it a t the 
office of the chief of police of Bergen. 
Since then he has disappeared.

The whole population as­
sembled at the wharf. Large numbers of 
flowers were handed him and as the 
steamer cast off the multitude sang 
"Vart Land."

The threats to destroy the fire 
station and the liquor "samlag" were not 
carried out. 

The riots grew out of Hr. Sallcath's al­
leged brutality to the sufferers by the ho­
tel fire, and there may an investigation 
as to bis conduct.
