WAR ON CHICKENS

Season Opens To-day in thq Five
Northwestern States—Birds Un-
usually Plentiful.

Annual Exodus of Sportsmen From
Twin Cities to the Fields
Began Sunday.

Sunday and last night saw the exodus
from Minneapolis of the advance guard
of the hunters who began the annual war
upon the prairie chickens to-day. Re-
ports from most points of Minnesota in-
dicate that the birds are unusually plen-
tiful this year. In the southern tier of
counties wet weather killed off the young
birds, but this loss is offset by the in-
crease Iin the size of the ecrop In the
country west and northwest of the twin
cities. Chickens are found this fall far-
ther north than ever before.

At Morris and at Herman the birds are
especlally thick. Both these points have
been favorlte resorts of Minneapolis
sportsmen for many years, and several
large partles left for there last night
and Sunday.

The reports from Iowa, Wisconsin and |
the two Dakotas are similar in tone to
those recelved by Game Warden Fuller-
ton from Minnesota. In these four states,
as In Minnesota, the season opens to-day.
Besides prairle chickens, wild duck,
goose, brant and all other acquatle fowl,
turtle dove, snipe, pinnated, white-
breasted or sharp-talled grouse, wood-
cock, upland plover and golden plover may
be killed In Minnesota begluning to-day.
The open season for quall, partridge,
ruffed grouse and pheasant is from Oct.
16 to Dec. 18.

Some confusion has arisen In regard
to the shipping of game under the new
code, Non-residents who obtaln llcenses
to hunt small game may ship beyond the
borders of the state, to himself at his
place of residence, not more than twenty-
five game birds, attaching to the game
the coupon which is a part of the license.
In the same way non-residents who ob-
tain blg game licenses may ship two deer,
one male moose and ofie male caribou,
attaching thereto the four coupons which
go with big game llcenses.

Resldent hunters are required to take
out licenses only for big game., These
licenses carry flve coupons, which may be
used for shipping to the hunter, at his
place of residence, three deer, one mala
moose and one male carlbou, in the same
manner as proscribed for non-residents.
Any resident hunter may carry with him
on a trailn any game birds which are
legally in his possession.

CHICKENS ARE THICK

Good Sport lse Promlsed This Season In
South Dakota.

8loux Falls, S. D., S8ept. 1.—The open-
ing of the pralrie chicken shooting season
this morning will turn South Dakota Into
a vast skirmish round, and before to-
night, if the advance boasts of marksmen
are to be taken Into consideration, an ag-
gregate of several trainloads of chickens
will have been sent to the ‘“happy hunt-
ing grounds” of the feathery tribe. Chick-
ens are unusually numerous this fall, and
some rare sport will be enjoyed by the
hunters. Many eastern men have during
the past few days arrived in the state for
the purpose of participating Iin the excel-
lent shooting.

FIELDS ALIVE WITH BIRDS

This Season Has Been Just Right In North
Dakota.

Fargo, N. D., Bept. 1.—There was a gen-
eral exodus of the sports from Fargo last
night for the hunting fields, as the open
season for ducks and pralrle chlckens be-
ginse in this state to-day. The advance
hunters report the largest crop of chickens
ever known. There was dry weather dur-
ing the hatching eeason and the young
birds got a good start before the rains
came, There has been little hail to kill
the chickens off and the wheat flelda are
said to be literally allve with them.
Reports from all parts of the state show
that the birds were never so plentiful, and
those that have been around the most
popular shooting grounds say that good
sport 18 assured for everybody who makes
the necessary journey. The weather has
been just right for hatching the eggs, and
the growth of the young birds with plenty
of food. The vigilance of the authorities
has prevented {llegal shooting. The com-
mon complaint that those living In the
neighborhood shoot off the birds before the
elty chaps'" arrive hae nothing behind it
this year, and the birds have not been
rendered too wild by constant running.

OUTLOOK IN IOWA

Visiting Sportsmen Should Walt TIIl Late
In Fall. d

Humboldt, Jowa, Sept. 1.—To-day 18 the
first day of Beptember and marks the time
when the open season on ducks -and
prairie chickens begina. At this time the
all important question among the sports-
men Is: what Is the outlook for good
huntlng? Thelr questions can be ans-
wered quite to their satisfaction this year.
The feathered game—prarie chickens,
ducks, quall, snipe and other small birds
—are more plentiful In Iowa this year, es-
peclally in northern Iowa (and this is prao-
tically the only good hunting ground in
the state) than for several years past.

This is not so much true of the chickens,
but they are more numerous than last
year. It has been reported that chicken
shooting will be nothing at all in Jowa this
year, but the first four or flve days will
furnish good sport. Bportsmen from a dis-
tance should wait till later in the fall. ' If
they come early, unless they are -well
posted on the conditions of the couhtry in
which they go before coming they will be
disappointed. It will be hard to find the
birds as they are badly scattered.

There is one feature of chicken shooting
little known to the outside sportsman,
After the cool weather has begun, about
the week after October 25, the northern
birds from surrounding states migrate to
northern Iowa, where they spend the win-
ter months and, when spring returns, fiy
back to their nesting grounds again. It is
in Octobera that great sport is to be had
on these birds and if one is lucky enough
to get In their fly-way large bags can be
made. .
