With Addresses.

Dr. A. J. Stone of St. Paul addressed
400 students and graduates at the open-
ing of the medical department of thé state
university last night. He urged the un-
dergraduates to live such a life as would
enabla them to devote thelr best efforts
to the practice of their profession. Dr.
| R. 0. Beard announced that the registra-
tlon of medlcal students had been com-
Ipnmuveu glow because the department
.had opened two weeéks earlier than usual.
But before the end of the present week
the reglstration, he thought, would be
fully equal to that of last year.

The reglstratlon for the first week at
the law school of the state unilversity ls
the largest in the history of the school.
This fact was mentioned hy Dean W. 8.
Pattee In his opening addresses to the
day and evening classes, dellvered reapec-
tively yesterday afternoon and last night.
His subject on both occasions was ‘‘Le-
gal Culture."

“Attaln the highest possible concep-
tlon,” sald he, “of what a lawyer should
be, both as a man and as a practitioner
at the bar, Don't be contented with the
narrow conceptlon of the man who sees
no law beyond the ordinances of a clty,
the atatutes of a state, the constitutlons
of commonwealths, or even the constitu-
tions of federated governments.”

OPPOSED TO PANAMA

General Haupt Declares Against the

Southern Route.

General Herman Haupt, formerly gen-
eral manager of ithe Northern Pacific, and
an eminent engineer, declared against the
Panama canal route in an address. given
yvesterday before the Bt. Paul Commercial
c¢lub, His declaration was especlally sig-
nificant, as Lewis M. Haupt, a son of
Generanl Haupt, was a member of the
Isthmlan canal commission which recom-
mended the Panama route. In his com-
ment General Haupt objected particularly
to the lack of labor on the west side of
the isthmus. He also objected to the
greater distance of the Panama route, and
its frequent calms, which would make it
impracticable for salllng vessels.

The subject of General Haupt's talk
was “Improvement of the Misslssippl.”
He criticilzed the government engineers
severely, saving that military engineers
should not be entrusted with civil éngin-
eering problems. Their system of levees
and dredging for the river he declnred to
be a fallure, wasting milllons of dollars.

A TRIBUTE TO VAGGINE

Dr Friedrich of Cleveland Changes
Front on the Question of Fight-
ing Smallpox.

Local health department officials, in
common with thoge of all the larger citles
of the country, are reading with great
interest the report of Dr, Martin Fried-
rioh, health officer for Cleveland, on the
smallpox epldemic In that clty last year.
Dr. Friedrich s the gentleman who in-
terested the medical world somewhat over
& year ago by publishing a pamphlet on
“How I Extirpated Smallpox. in Cleve-
land Without Vacecination.”

This was a rather elaborate argiiment
in favor of formaldehyde fumigations as a
means of fighting a smallpox epldemic.
The disease disappeared from Cleveland in
1901—=it had been present only in &4 mild
form—but in the next year it reappeared
in the most virulent form, when the town
should have been Immune.

According to the health department
flgures, Cleveland had 1,248 cases of
smallpox and 224 deaths in 1902, which
for a city so easlly able to wipe out the
disease, was an unuexpected record. Dr.
Friedrich, who a year before had been the
idol of the anti-vaccinationista all over
the country was In a dilemma. The
mayor had to take a hand In the situation,
also the academy of health, the sc¢hool
board, and finally the powetful chamber
of commerce. With the aid of these In-

The
health officers who read his brochure on
the new method of fighting smallpox read
his frank acknowledgement of the effi-
cacy of vaccinatlon with great personal
