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 GEER LETTER

FOYRTH INSTALLMENT OF MAS-
TERLY REVIEW OF CONSOL-
IDATED ENCYCLOPEDIC LI-

. BRARY BY WELL KNOWN IN-
STRUCTOR.

Following is the fourth installment of the re-
rlaw of the Consolldated Enecyelopedie Library
by Mliss Sarnh Geer, extracts from which were
read hy the author at the newspaper publishers’
banquet at the Minneapolls club the evening of
Sept. 4. .

Taking any tone as a key-tone, the
over and under fifths spring out readily
at its call, and these (do, upper so, lower
#0) malke the three foundations of the
three great chords,

Turning to color relations, we find that
each color calls forth its complementary
color as the key-tone called out the fifths.
As the complementary- colors stand out
in vivid contrast with staring effect and
are softened by Intermediate color, so the
bare fifths stand out in hardness with a
sense of something wanted, when the
sweet intermediate third steals In and
softens and enriches it. This briefly is
the scientific basis of the ‘‘color-music.”

Weo start with red because it is the
base of the spectrum, and suggests
warmth, richness and life, and in sym-
bollc language represents love, parental
love and love divine; conversely hate,
which is a vital passion, Likewlise in a
scale, the first tone produces a firm, rest-
ful effect and forms the foundation on
which the other tones rest and becomes
the tone of vital impiression. In choos-
ing a color to represent the key-tone
children usually choose red. The key-
tone calls out the clear, ringing, exultant,
upper fifth, or the unconquerable lower
fifth (sing Do, upper So and lower BSo,
and you will get the effect). The color
corresponding to the ringing fifth Is blue,
suggesting as it does distance as we find
it in the sky and In distant objects. Thus
far we have red for Do and blue for So.
The next step is to settle the character
of Me, and as Me I8 a tone that *'speaks
to the heart,”" possibly you are already
sufficlently acquainted to know that it
calls forth spiritual emotion, and is con-
sequently soothing. 8o to represent this
midway tone the color chosen i{s the color
midway between the warm red and the
cool blue, which is yellow—the color asso-
ciated with sunlight and divinity. Now
we have Do, red; Me, yellow; So, blue,
which constitute the pillar tones of the
scales. The intermediate tones are “lean-
ing or expectant” In nature, and will de-
pend, one way or another, upon the other
three tones. So Ray has a double tenden-
cy, leaning gently upward to Me or more
confldently downward to Do. In selecting
the scale color to represent Ray there is
orange, wWhose hue fluctuates between red
and yellow like the undeclded character
of Ray. As Its soclal symbol Is marriage,
it seems to suggest a union between the
vital red and spiritual yellow, so orange
will stand for Ray.

The Sixth Tone.

The sixth tone of the scale has a sad,
drooping tendency, not sunny like Ray.
La . is despondent and half mournful. As
violet is used In semimourning and af-
fords the transitlon from somber to
brighter colors, so violet shall express the
tender sadness of La as it turns to its
only source of support—So.

The seventh or leading tone of the
scale tends sharply upward like a plercing
cry of eager desire. As we do not see
more than an interval of a sixth in the
spectrum, there is no color corresponding
to thls tone. But the violet gives a hint
of the red in upper Do, and, in keeping
with the eager reach of the tone Te to-
ward the tonic, the color should have a
stronger fusion of red than the vlolet.
This would be a dellcate crimson. For
want of a better color this tone Is repre-
sented by a tint of violet red. Now re-
mains but one more and our scale s com-
plete.

Exactly opposite to the sharp, piercing
seventh is the solemn, awe-inspiring
fourth; It is not always gloomy, but
sometimes grandly inspiring. As this Is
a tone somewhat conflicting In its char-
acter, sometimes suggesting awe and
despair and again Inspiration and hope,
there is chosen for the color dress of this,
the fourth tone of the scale, a color whose
symbolism is quite as conflicting as the
character of the tone, that color which
tones down excesslve brilliancy in art
and on earth, green. Now you have the
whole scale, and will be able to sing In
all the colors of the ralnbow, and your
polychoic tones will charm allke the eye

and the ear of all who see and hear you.

You also have the science and the the-
ory of "color music.’” You may use any
color symbol you choose—colored balls,
birds or butterflles—you get the same rich
tones and half-tones and harmonies.

The birds may sing from a 1lmb or they
may llght on the telegraph wires, by a
skllful touch of Imagination the birds are
represented by very small colored ecircles
and the telegraph wires become a staff
and the beautiful harmonies have lost
nothing. In imaginatlon they still are
birds on the wires with their heads
tucked under their wings. While sleep-
ing the snow fairles turned their feathers
white and they wakened the open, whole
notes. They all look alike now, but sharp
eyes identify them by place assoclation.

Another Turn.

Another time the color notes are brow-
mles who get into mischief, tumble into
an ink well, and when the children awaken
there they are black as ink. This is made
the transition from color to black notes.
‘When the color symbols are no longer
used, the sharp and flat slgnatures must
be Introduced to determine the place of
Do. This is a brlef outline of the plan
and purpose of “color musie” for children
—a relnforcing and strengthening of the
ear sense by co-operation of the eye sense.

There is provided also a fine collection
of classic songs for little children which
will be a great profit and pleasure to
mothers, kindergartners and teachers and
any one who is sweet-spirited enough to
appreciate children's music.

In a very clever way the
rhythm {s cultivated in two-pulse and
three-pulse form. After this sense grows
till they are able to feel the rhythm, they
begin to count the waves of movement,
which wave-like impulses come to mean
measures af time, then comes the sense
of separate throbs or beats in the meas-
ure; Instead of counting they may clap
hands or chant Ta-a to each pulse swing.

Then comes the necessity for a symbol
to represent the length of tone. To rep-
resent pulse length, linés of different
lengths are used, and comparative length
of the note Is represented by compara-
tive lengths of the llnes By clever de-
vices like this the sense of rhythm, time
and cadence is developed, but you need
to see the Illustrated text to get any
adequate idea.

There are some very valuable pages on
“The<Hyglenic Value of Musical Study,”
*“The Aesthetic Value of Musleal Educa-
tion,”” “Plano Technique,” *“Harmony,"
“Orchestra,” *"'Artlstlc Value of Musical
Culture,” '"The Orchestra,"” eote,, ete.

There is provided also blographies of
the great composers which are very at-
tractively written and of themselves form
a very valuable collectlon.

Literature, musie and art, what a trin-
ity of human expression! From the realm
of literature and muslc how natural to
drift into the great art galleries of the
world as they have been preserved to us
and there to be introduced to the world's
great masters and to sit before their
masterpleces and be taught of them. This
i{s the privilege that almost actually comes
into the life of him who is privileged
to go thru the department of painting
and sculpture. So inadequate to do it jus-
tlce Is my poor power of expression that
I feel like leaving it with only this word

sense of

~to you—lose no time in making its ac-[action plus thought the child
. quaintance, Yet, out of pure gratitude

to the kind fortune which put this in my
possession, I must tell you more.

Thru Sunny Lands, -

I have been so happy these days travel-.

Ing again thru the sunny lands, stand-
ing again before the canvases and marbles
I most love, llving it all over again with
the added charm of being in the company
of one so well informed in art, so full of
the spirit of art, that I saw not only new
things and new beautles, but new beau-
ties and new things In things famillar.
It is such a privilege to travel and study
with a teacher and Interpreter. Well,
then, to give you the facts, for I have no
talent to give you the spirit and beauty
of thls department. The intellectual aspect
of it is this—it affords an excellent course
of study in the arts of painting and
sculpture together with the history of the
artist. It is llke having your tuition
pald for a term's work In some art
institute.

Beginning with the history of palnting,
it passes on up thru the growth and
development of the art up into the art

of to-day. Like the work in mnatural
science, it is classified and organized
knowledge. You are introduced to an

artist not as an {isolated individual who
distinguished himself by some great crea-
tion of art, but you go back to the begin-
ning and come on up the centuries in the
growth and development of art and you
find that the artist and his art are what
they are because of the place and part
they take in the great evolution of a clv-
ilized world. So, In the same way we
study the plant we study the artist In his
relation to the growth and condition of
the world in which he lives, and know
his labor as the product of that which
preceded and environed him—the only
way to know and appreclate a workman
and his work.

Work Classified.

Thus the artist is great for his achievea-
ment and the achlevement is great for its
value and Importance. The work is classi-
fled and ranges from the inception of
modern painting in the thirteenth cen-
tury to Whistler, whose life has gone out
since I began the reading. In this way
you are able to locate wyour painter
friends (for this glves you such intimate
acqualntance that friends they seem)—
locate them as belonging to the painters
of the Renalssance or the Decadence or
the Venetlan school, or the Spanish, Ger-
man, Flemlish, Itallan, ete. Each painter
Is surrounded by hls own masterpleces,
not only in pen description and interpre-
tation, but the world's cholcest pleces are
reproduced In these pages in excellent
soft, black and white ones. To one who
has never had this privilege you can fancy
the value of such a work. To have In
one's possession such a work on art is
wealth; to possess even coples of such art
treasures i{s immeasurable wealth. There
are many sources and volumes from all
of which could be gotten this same
amount of art instruction, but I never
before found any one that consolidated
and centralized the essentials In such a
many-sided completeness and in a style
50 attractlve that to begin the study is
to complete it. And to think, I am not
only the happy possessor of a library, but
an art gallery as well. I wander at my
leisure from the Flemish section to the
Italian or the Spanish to the English,
comparing, enjoying, reveling in the best
the world has produced and all this wealth
in my own unpretentious home. I may
stand in Milan before Leonardo's “Last
Supper’” or step into the Uffizi gallery
and feast my eyes on the *“Coronation of
the Virgin,"”" bordered with angels, till I
feel the ‘‘beauty of holiness’ as none but
Fra Angelica has ever so perfectly ex-
pressed; or visit the Sistine chapel and
stand before that fresco of frescoes, “The
Last Judgment,” and know the powers of
Michael Angelo at thelr best—know the
soul of the great Florentine; or stand
dumb with delight in the dignity. and
power of Titian's “Assumption of the Vir-
gin”; or bring before me an array of
the world's madonnas climaxed by Ra-
phael's “Madonna dil San Sisto."” In the
early art, with its “‘endless series, Virgin,
Babe and Saint,’”” we have learned to
understand the spiritual side and how
much this treasure is indebted to me-
dieval Christlanity and that it represents
the *'soul of the worshiper homesick for
the infinite.”

By contrast I find delight in the “spir-
ftual features of peasant life and the
human dignity of labor"” in Millet's
“Bower,”” “The Angelus” or **“The Glean-
ers'": or dellght in the pure, poetic land-
scapes of Corot, or the pure, vivid flesh
tints of & Rembrandt portrait, and so on
all the way up on the “road from long
ago till now'"™ to a master decorative
painting by John La Farge, and even pay
a visit to our own Metropolitan Museum of
Art in New York city.

Sculpture.

With some appreclation of art thru
sound and color, we are ready for art
‘“‘which demands the largest measure of
artistic culture'—sculpture. Treated in
the same fashlon that characterizes every
department, the sectlon on sculpture just
adds another art treasure to the collec-
tion., Beginning with the history of
sculpture, “way back in the twilight of the
anclent Egyptian life,”” we trace the art
in its development thru Bahylonian, As-
syrian, Persian and Greek sculpture. Here,
again, as in painting, the sculptor Is sur-
rounded by his work and is known in his
relation to the time and place In which he
lived and wrought and the conditions
which made his work what it is. I am so
grateful again that this intimacy with the
fine arts and the great artists is not alone
to the few, but that it is possible for the
humble home and those deprived of col-
lege education to form acquaintance and
even a sympathetic friendship with those
who have crystallized beauty and left it
to whomsoever will enjoy it. Here, again,
with infinite joy, I turn the pages and so
turn back the centuries till I stand with
Pythagoras at Olympila and watch him
chisel his victor of the games or his
Philoctetes at Syracuse, or watch Prax-
iteles ‘“permeate his works in marble with
the paths of the soul,” as he turns out
the “Marble Faun" or a ‘“Hermes"; or
watch Michael Angelo in the full enthusi-
asm of hils genlus when he brings out of
stone the “Bound Captives" or an im-
mortal “Moses,” whose stone personallty
“expresses a majestic calm and breathes
the authority of him who has talked alone
with God within the cloud of Sinal.”

So on we come up the centurles, visiting
the sculpture of all schools and peoples,
ending with the sculpture of our own
youthful nation in Gaudens' statue of
Lincoln in the city of Chlicago. The
pages, too, form the statuary halls where
he who cannot visit the originals may sit
by his own fireside and do that which Is
always next best, know them by descrip-
tion and picture.

It would seem as tho this must have
covered the fleld of fine arts. But there
{3 just one more little touch that means
8o much—"BEuropean Church Architecturd
and Its Influences on Bullding In the
United States.”  What lover of art but
longs for full appreclation of Christian
arohitecture—of dome and arch, cruciform
and basilica, and here he gets it with the
effect on American commerclalism and
American money making.

Manual Training Department.

In a modern institution of learning like
this (for as such I am coming to look
upon this work with {ts varlous well-
organized departments from household
and kindergarten to the post-graduate
course, thru all of which excellent op-
portunity has been given for observatlon,
contrast and experlence, which are the

stuff new ideas are made of, you would’

expect the corresponding emphasis upon
a complete expression of these ideas.
With the wisdom born of deep insight and
large experlence the complete-develop-
ment idea of education is emphasized, and
thought expression comes to be the test
of power developed. The complete devel-
opment cannot be confined to the realms
of literature, music, oratory and slgn lan-
guage, but Includes, as well, manual ex-
pression.

Education is no longer thought of as ac-
quired knowledge. Psychology and physi-
ology have taught us that it is develop-
ment—unfolding . of faculties, and now we
begin to understand how it is that thru
ction gains more
intellectual growth than in any other way

—that develgpment comes from within
out. This argument for actlon plus
thought is sustained In life itself, for is
not the erying ‘“‘need of the day for men
of action; men and women who can do as
well as think; individuals with power as
well as with knowledge.""

This leads, then, to the demand for
manual expression as a factor in education
—not a manual tralning, however, whose
object alone is to traln the hands but that
is rather the cultivating and developing
of all the mental powers through the hand
—which last understanding has removed
much of the prejudice through which it
has come up to take its permanent place
“‘alongside other recognized means of cul-
ture.” Is not creative power as essentlal
as perceptive and receptive?
