—Frosts Predicted for the 
West To-night. 

The Situation About the Same as at 
the Close of the Market 

Yesterday. 

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Sept. 15 .— 
Strength and act ivi ty and a higher price range 
In al l options w a s the story in wheat this morn 
ling. To 11.30 September wheat w a s up to 91c, 
December had sold to »8%c and May wheat to 
M % e . i t was the u m e story of bad weather, 
continued rains and frost predictions. Frotst 
la expected tonight over Iowa and Nebraska and 
further south. Yesterday there w a s this same 
prediction but las t night the cloudy sk ies and 
drizsl ing rains saved the corn. 'Phis absence of 
frost was the bear card a t the start , but the 
bul l s figured that frosts wi l l come tonight for cer­
tain and bought freely. Reports from the north­
w e s t were bad, and mi-ch damage w a s shown in 
North Dakota. The prediction for the northwest 
Is for showers and cooler weather tonight, and 
Wednesday partly cloudy. A t noon today the 

(situation Is exac t ly the same as a t noon yes­
terday. Whether frost i s to come or whether 
cloudy skies wi l l again prevent i t Is a question. 
Meanwhile the market i s up al l around, part ly 
[In anticipation of frost damage to corn, and in 
Igood part on the damage that the trade feel* 
m u s t have occurred in wheat , even tho detai led 
damage repoits are lacking as ye t . And so i t is 
about a duplication of Monday's situation. Frees-
jIng temperatures are shown thru the DakotaB, 
'but no dangerously low temperatures in Kan­
s a s , Iowa, Missouri, I l l inois or in other corn 
s t a t e s . I t i s general ly cloudy and the whole 
northwest and southwest had some rain during 
the past twenty-four hours. It i s a question of 
Iwhether the freeslng temperatures which have 
advanced a s far south a s northern Nebraska wi l l 
move further south. The s i tuat ion i s possibly a 
l i t t l e more crit ical than yesterday because Chey­
enne shows only 22 above. ,
