Minnesota and Dakota Delegates Shown
the Sights of the Camp.

Commission Meets at the Iondon
Foreign Office and Listens to
Oral Arguments.

-

Canadian Attorney General Urges
Consideration of Russo-British
Treaty of 18%0.

London, Sept. 15.—The Alaskan moun-
dary commission reassembled at the for-
eign office to-day and oral arguments
were begun.

Additional interest was lent to the pro-
ceedings by statements attributed to some
of the Canadlans, that their country would
serfously resent an adverse decision. Nev-
ertheless only a few spectators, including
the wives of the commiesioners and of
counsel, were present When Attorney Géen-
neral Finlay rose and cemmenced the
presentation of the Canadlan argument.
It was evident that the commissloners at
first weére not deeply Intérestéed In  the
attorney general's statement. Having gon-
sldered the documents already presented,
the commissioners felt that they were
as famillar with these facts as any of
the ecounsel.

The arguments are for the purpose of
removing any doubts which may exist in
the minds of the members of the tribunal.
The agents of the governments, however,
sitting on either side of the blue-covered
table, behind which the commissioners sat,
and counsel occupying the desk In the
center of the chamber, followed the at-
torney general's address with the closest
attention.

While Attorney General Finlay was
speaking Chief Justice Fuller, accompa-
nied by Ambassador Choate, entered the
chamber, They were conducted to a small
table directly faclng the commissioners.
The attorney general briefly described
the historical aspect of the guestion and
took up the treaty under which the com-
mission was appointed. He then presented
the Canadian contentiom, each point of
which has already been stated in the ar-
gument of Clifford S8ifton, the Canadlan
minister of the interior, and urged the
commissloners strictly to confine them-
gelves, In considerlng the questions, to
the terms of the treaty betwean Great
Britain and Russia, made in 1820,

The interest of the commissioners grew
as  Attorney General Finlay proceeded
with his analytical study of the treaty.
Bpeaking of the location of the line along
the coast from the head of Portland
channel, as fixed by the treaty, the at-
torney general pointed out that the re-
port of the United Btates coast survey
in 1893 showed that the Washington gov-
ernment had adopted the view that the
line should follow the '‘general trend of
the coast,” which supports the Canadian
contentlon. -
Senator Turner at thls point interrupted
the speaker, saying -that the report re-
ferred to the “trend of the general coast.”
Attorney General Finlay remarked that
thls was a '‘subtle distinction,'"” and Chlef
Justice Alverstone ended the discussion
with saying that it made little difference,
as it was “merely the direttion of the sur-
veyors.'” S

Lord Alverstone's rullng was regarded
by American counsel as being a point in
favor of the Unilted Btates.

The attorney general went on at such
length that Lord Alverstone -reminded
him that the trihunal was famillar with
the documents in-the case and suggested
that he simply clte the pages and volumés
on which his ‘referencas wera founded.

After luncheon, Attorney General Fin-
lay, who had previously laid much stress
on the -contention that the United Btatés
boundary line wasd drawn “In pstentatious
deflance of the treaty of 1825,'' resumed
his argument. 3

Dally 8esslons to Be Held.

From now on sessions will be held every
day, excepting BSaturdays and Sundays
until the conclusion of the c¢onventioh,
from the hours of 11 in the morning until
4 o'clock in the afternoon with a half
hour intermlssion for luncheon, which will
be served at the forelgn office. It had
been the intention of the forelgn officers
to provide elaborate luncheons for the
arbitrators, such as those provided by the
French forelgn office during the hearings
of the Bering sea case. But the Amerl-
can and Canadian and English commis-
sloners demurred to this scheme, suggest-
ing that it might have the effect of. im=
pairing the oratorical effeot of counsel on

part of the commissioners. On account
of thls objection it has heen decided that
the half hour Iluncheons shall be -light
ones.

British Press Comments.

There {s much criticism by Americans
now in London of the attitude taken by
some English newspapers which have
printed articles telllng of the indignation
which will be felt in Canada In case the
decision of the tribunal is agalnst the
dominion. It seems that the Canadlans
fear that Lord Chlef Justice Alverstone,
the British member of the commission, is
inclined to take the Amerlican viewpoint
of the boundary dlspute, and these news-
paper articles seem to be Inspired with
the idea of securing the lord chief justice's
adheslon to the Canadian slde of the con-
troversy.

More Farmers Would Be Served by
It and Government'’s Revenue
Increased.

Oakes, N. D., Bept. 15.—Congressman
Marshall, who has a well-established
reputation for doing things, {8 trying to
get ahead of Mr., Bristow, the fourth as-
sistant to Postmaster General Payne. The
ruling of the department that no free
rural route would be established unless
serving at least 100 famllies, effectually
tled up Bsixty' of seventy petitions duly
presented to the department thru the con-
gressman.

Some time ago he wrote Mr. Bristow
suggesting that in cases where two routes
were asked for, and nefther having the
required number of familles,- an every-
other-day service be provided over each,
the same carrler to carry the malls on
both routes, Mr. Bristow acknowledged
the receipt of the letter and stated that
the suggestion was of so much Impor-
tance that it had been referred to the
postmaster general himself, Nothing has
yvet been heard from the latter, but when
the opportunity presents itself the mat-
ter will be pressed by Mr.. Marshall and it
Is belleved with a fair prospect of success.
The service suggested by Mr. Marshall
would be a sort of star route service and
more persons would be benefited by it
than under the 100-family plan. BEvery
route would have from fifty to seventy-
five familles and as the country settles
up the list would steadily grow. The
farmers would be satisfled, for they would
get their mall evéry other day and have
it brought to their doors, and," besides,
there would be the certainty that in a
short time, by reason of new Immigra-
tion and settlement, thélr routes would
soon have a hundred familles for patrons
and that a dally service would then in
all probabllity be established.

NEW SUGAR PLANT FOUND

to supplant the sugar cane and the sugar
beet. 8clentifically the plant 1s known
as the Eupatorium rebandium, and it con-
tains a large amount of saccharine mat-
ter and a high percentage of natural sugar
properties which are easy to extract.

Agcording to Mr. Guenther, a lump the
size of a liver pill will do the business in
a cup of coffee, as the product made from
the plant is from twenty to thirty times
sweeter than cane or beet sugar. It is
said to be easily cultivated in countries
having climatic conditions similar tc those

States.
