Interesting Figure* From Report of 
Health Commissioner. 

Several new features appear in the A u ­
gus t report of the department of health. 
From a medical standpoint the most in­
terest ing and valuable is the new diph­
theria report. In the diphtheria record 
Heal th Commissioner P . M. Hall keeps 
account of diphtheria cases showing the 
number of pat ients treated wi th ant i toxin 
and those not so treated, a s well a s the 
rate of mortal i ty in each class. The re­
port for the month of Augus t would indi­
cate that the use of ant i toxin is a w i s e 
precaution for out of s i x ty - seven diph­
theria patients treated therewith only two 
deaths resulted. The rate of mortal i ty 
among pat ients treated w i t h anti toxin 
w a s 2.98 whi le the rate am ong those w h o 
did not receive this benefit w a s 14.29. 

The stat ist ical table has been a u g m e n t e d 
by a score of new i tems, so that a n y one 
desiring a condensed summary of t h e 
municipal s tat i s t ics even down to the 
number of trains enter ing the c i ty daily 
wil l henceforth onljr... need to secure a 
health depar&jnent report. 

There were; 199 deaths in August , i n ­
cluding one suicide and e ighteen from 
accidental causes . Tuberculosis carried 
off e ighteen and enterit is took n ineteen 
children under 2 years of age . The birth 
record shows an increase in population 
of 384, of which 189 were boys and 167 
girls. 

The work of the Assoc ia ted Charities 
for the year w a s reviewed a t the annual 
meet ing of the organization a t i ts-off ices 
this afternoon. The report of J a m e s F . 
Jackson, Secretary and manager , shows 
that the soc ie ty has been especially he lp­
ful to those in need by providing them 
w i t h m e a n s and opportunit ies of self-help.

Registration shields and does not, as some 
seem to think, publicly expose the private affairs 
of the unfortunate. We now have more than 
8,600 such records which are invaluable alike 
to the almoner and th<» recipient. Our complete 
street index shows where each one lives. 

Lack of Oo-operation. 
The lack of genuine co-operation is doubtless 

one reason why this city has an unnecessarily 
large number of dependent families, therefore 
an unnecessary amount of suffering. We have 
been able in several instances to bring about a 
better understanding between existing and newly 
organized Institutions which should result In 
such modification of plans as to effect a relief 
to contributors who support them and to their 
beneficiaries 

Friendly visiting is the heart of true charity, 
and with your support its success will lighten 
the burdens of every charity in Minneapolis, be-
cause it will appreciably have lightened the 
burden, in scores and hundreds of homes. 

Employment Department. 
The importance of the employment department 

Is indicated by the 10,000 days' work given to 
870 women and 233 men. But its primary pur­
pose is not that of an. Intelligence office, a 
clearing house for day workers. Like the asso­
ciation's other activities, the measure of its 
usefulness is the degree to which it helps the 
individual toward Independence. 

It is surprising how often relief can be had 
from relatives, or a normal substitute can be 
found. No community can afford to transform 
its unfortunates into paupers. It is as necessary 
that relief be adequate-as that It be withheld 
when not needed. We oppose giving to a beg­
gar, not to stive the small sums, but to save the 
man. The beggar is a specialist and it Is well 
to leave his treatment to specialists.

A convenient remedy to frighten off 
Jack Frost which would save the dollars 
of many gardeners and farmers if used, 
says the sect ion director, is the burning 
of w e t s traw in bonfires about gardens 
or fields. The s traw fire is a l so cordially 
recommended by Wil l is L. Moore, chief 
of the national weather bureau, in, a bul­
letin prepared by W . H. Hammon, profes­
sor of meteorology. 

The fires should be small ones, t w e n t y -
flve to fifty feat apart. The thick smoke, 
laden w i t h moisture, wil l sett le l ike a 
cloud about the fields and will prevent the 
heat of the earth from escaping upward. 
Moreover, the fires will condense the 
moisture in the surrounding atmosphere 
and wiU thus evolve an immense amount 
of heat. . 

This plan has proved very successful in 
warding off frost from fruit orchards in 
California and even , f rom extens ive wheat 
fields in Dakota.

The sudden advance of 30 cents a b u s h ­
el in potatoes has proved of great concern 
to the wholesaler, the retailier and the 
consumer. The rainy weather of the past 
ten days, has flooded all lowlands devoted 
to potato raising,' and the supply now 
coming to market Is so small a s t o s h u t 
out all shipping. So far there h a s been 
no scarci ty for local consumption, but 
the frugal housewife is m a k i n g life m i s ­
erable for the grocer w h o turns in a slip 
charging potatoes a t the rate of $1 per 
bushel . 

J. A. Hamil ton, w h o supplies m a n y large 
local grocers, expressed himself a s fol­
lows In regard to the local s i tuat ion th i s 
morning: 

"Digging potatoes by boat is not a 
popular past ime w i t h local growers, and, 
a good m a n y of them are wondering w h a t 
they will g e t w h e n the weather bureau 
changes its present monotonous program. 
The boys in Hennepin county are all in 
good shape, h a v i n g had a fine year on 
m o s t crops, and have not been in a n y 
hurry to dig their crop, b u t now all low­
lands are covered w i t h water and they 
can't g e t on them if they w a n t e d to. The 
stock now coming in from the high, sandy 
lands, a n d I g u e s s there wil l be enough, 
coming t o keep Minneapolis from starving. 
There i s not much worry a s ye t in regard 
to rot, but, of course, a continuation of 
present weather conditions would cause 
havoc. If the aun should come out for a 
few days so that the fields could dry, w e 
look for prices to set t le back to around 
former figures of 60 to 60 cents per 
bushel ."

FELONIOUS ASSAULT _ 

NOT ENOUGH FUNDS 

Coroner's Verdict i n Helms Case— 
Chadima Is Held. 

Joseph Chadima, constable a t South St. 
Paul , is under arrest, charged w i t h caus ­
ing the death of Charles He lms , the m a n 
who w a s found dead upon t h e Great W e s t ­
ern tracks. H i s body w a s found a .short 
t ime after he had h a d a quarrel w i t h 
Chadima. The coroner's jury decided that 
H e l m s me\ h i s death by being fe lonious­
ly assaul ted and then w a s left upon the 
tracks in an unconscious condition only 
to be run over by the train. A prelim­
inary examinat ion will be held Thursday. 

Court martial trials to the nunjber of 
8,824, upon 4,690 counts , were held in the 
department of D a k o t a last year, accord­
ing to the report of Brigadier General W. 
A. Kobbe, commanding the department. 
This report, made public yesterday, e x ­
plains that nearly half the charges against 
offenders tried were for drunkenness . Of­
ficers say that under the canteen s y s t e m 
the soldiers had small provocation to fre­
quent saloons. If he drank beer a t the 
canteen he seldom could drink too much, 
and, in case he w a s suddenly over­
whelmed, he w a s taken a t once to h is 
quarters before his indulgence could i m ­
pair his health or mar his record. 

In general, says General Kobbe, d i s ­
cipline among northwestern soldiers h a s 
been good and there has been evidence 
of s teady improvement , 

General Kobbe once more recommends 
that in each company and troup a per­
m a n e n t squad be instructed a s scouts . 

Officers, says the commander, have 
been infinitely encouraged in providing 
and pursuing courses of instruction by 
considering that w i t h the organization 
of a general staff these courses will not, 
a s has frequently happened, fall into d i s ­
use, but w h a t is good in each territorial 
department wil l b e adopted for all, so 
tha t the a r m y m a y m a k e progress every­
where w i t h the s a m e approved methods . 
In a separate communicat ion General 
Kobbe points out that m a n y soldiers, 
having accumulated uniform clothing, sell 
it to each other and to civil ians, thus 
g iv ing rise to m a n y abuses . A n effective 
remedy sugges ted is, that uniform c loth­
ing be made the property of the Uni ted 
S ta te s a s arms a n d accoutrements now 
are, and that the sale of clothing, l ike 
the sale of arms , be m a d e a felony.

, Senator "Andy" Stephens achieved a 
tr iumph last winter w h e n he got thru his 
,'bill permitt ing the s tate to loan school 
m o n e y a t 3 per cent on county drainage 
bonds, and it w a s rather hard luck w h e n 
,the s ta te board of inves tment took up an 
applicat ion yesterday from Polk county, 
for a $64,000 loan, and turned It down b e ­
cause of lack of funds. The board only 
had a balance, of $30,000, after buying 
$250,000 capital commiss ion certificates, 
but applications were approved amount ing 
to $66,100, and it is thought that enough 
will be paid in soon to make all the loans 
authorized.

"While it is true In a general w a y that 
American manufactured articles are s u ­
perior to the European products, and that 
they consequently dominate In the mar­
ket , there is one line in which y o u do 
not excel, and that Is l inen goods ," said 
John A. Lowry of Belfast , Ireland, this 
afternoon. Mr. Lowry travels for a Bel ­
fas t l inen house whioh sends h im over 
to the Uni ted States twice a year, and 
is a t present s tay ing a t the W e s t hotel. 

"Irish l inens a lways have been better 
t h a n American l inens and probably a l ­
w a y s will be ," sa id Mr. Lowry. "This i s 
part ly because w e have better bleaching 
facil it ies, b u t largely because you can­
not raise a s good a quality of flax In this 
country as w e raise in Ireland or import 
from Belg ium and Russia. Irish m a n u ­
facturers are wil l ing to produce in small 
quanti t ies and good qualit ies rather than 
a t tempt to turn the stuff out "by the mile, 
a n d it is this care in manufacture which 
helps mainta in the supremacy of Irish 
l inens. 

"Chamberlain is a great m a n and i s ten 
years ahead of his t ime and his contem­
poraries in England. H e w a n t s reciprocity 
'with the Uni ted S ta tes and will g e t it 
s o m e day, probably before very long. 
Unti l then We will have to do the bes t w e 
can w i t h your high tariffs. B u t It Is a 
mis take for Americans to think that they 
are the only manufacturers in the world 
and that Europeans cannot do some th ings 
a s well a s ' they."
