DAY OF DEDICATIONS

Three Churches in Minneapolis For-
mally Opened Yesterday With
Interesting Ceremonies.

Second Church of Christ Scientist—
Adath Yeshurim Jewish—All
Saints Episcopal.

The new building of the Secip.d Church
of Christ Scientist at ileventh street and

Becond avenue 8 was dedicated yester-
day. Services were held in the
morning and the afternoon and in the
evening, Carol Norton, member of the
board of lectureship in Boston, gave an
address. The auditorium and gallery

were crowded at each service and in the
evening many were turned away.

The carving of the stone columns sup-
porting the domed celling is very beauti-
ful. A Tiffany window presented by the
children of the Suniday school is the most
beautiful one in the church. Heavy mov-
able oak screens shut off the rear twenty-
five feet of the auditorium, thus provid-
ing protection against drafts from
front doors, and set apart a space forty
feet wide in which members of the con-
gregation may gather, following the ser-

vice, Thrown aside these screens leave
a space for large adidtional audience room
in case the church is crowded. The acous-
tics, first tested yesterday, appear to be
perfect, The organ is a very fine one.
Steam driven fans provide pure air. The

church has been completed at an expense
of $115,000 and was dedicated without
debt,

At the services following the organ
prelude, an address of welcome was
read by Mrs. L. W. Chapman. E. C.
Jones reviewed the history of the church.
Mrs, Waterman led the congregation In
singing and sang a solo. Carol G. Norton
read a communleation from Mary Baker
G. Eddy, founder, in which she expressed
her pleasure at the success of the mem-
bers of the church in building a house of
worship.

At the evening service Mr. Norton was
introduced by A. C. Hickman of the U. of
M. law faculty. Judge Hickman sald in
part:

[t has been our privilege to-day to wit-
ness the consecration of this beautiful
and commodious temple; the dedication of
the material to the spiritual—of the work
of man to the worship of God; and, as
a fitting supplement to these Impressive
services, we have assembled here this
evening to conslder matters of the first
importance to each one of us.

Religious belief 1s man's birthright; his
most sacred possession; the one heritage
for which he has ever been ready to meet
persecution, endure torture, and if need
be, seal his faith with his life-blood.
Hence, any sect or organized body, pre-
genting a religious creed at varfance with
established beliefs, necessarily challenges
the eriticism and oftentimes the open op-
position of the religious world. To this
common experience Christian Science has
not been an exception. That the world
may gain a better understanding of its
falth and teachings, there has been or-
ganlized what Is known as the *'Christian
Science Board of Lectureship of the First
Church of Christ, Sclentist, in Boston,
Mass.” The speaker for this evening is
a member and representative of that
board—a gentleman who has devoted
many vears of his life to the study, prac-
tice and exposition of Christian Science,
and whose utterances on that subject are
recognized as authority. The purpose of
his address thls evening is, that we may

have a more perfect understanding of
what Christian Science is, as claimed by
its adherents. In the world are rich-

ness, suffering and death; medical sclence
has labored and is laboring, nobly and
faithfully, to give rellef from the ills of
life. If Christian Science can aid in the
humane work, we need, it—the world
needs It. In the message to us this ev-
ening we may find—presented possibly in
a new light—the “'0ld, Old Story,"” always
forever new; respecting the material, the
manger and .the cross; respecting the
gpiritual, the resurectlon and the life.
It 1s my privilege and pleasurd to Intro-
duce to vou the speaker, Carol Norton,
C. 8. D,, of New York city.”

Mr. Norton's Address.

Founded on Bible.

Christlan Sclence {s founded on the Scriptures.
It throws the lght of spiritual Interpretation
upon the Bible from Genesis to Revelation. It
reveals clearly in the divine plan of atonement,
the advancing Messiah as the Impersonal Christ

marching majestically down the centurles as
the Prince of Peace, the divine Purifier and
Healer of mankind. Becaunse of. its close ad-

berence to this Ldeal many Hebrew religlonists
of this hour are accepting Christlan Sclence in
its Relligion as well as {ts heallng, The dedne-
tions of modern scholarship relating to the in-
splration and authorship of the books of the
Bible In no way affect the Christinn Sclence In-
terpretation of the Seripture.

Second: The
reality of Mind or Spirit as Supreme Sole Cause
and the unreallty of matter or flesh, 1. e., mate-
rlallsm. Third: The Iuspiring fact that sln,
slekness and death are no part of the divine
plan, but errors of human bellef and material
exlste Fourth: The final conquest of all
that wars against harmony and individual per-
fectlon, through the actualities of Divine Sel-
ence, which ls divinely natural, but pot mirac-
ulous or supernatural,

Prayer without cenasing, silent, aspiring, deep-
hearted, 1s especially the enstom of Christian
Sclentists.  Such prayer removes mountalns,
heals disense, binds up the broken hearts of
earth, and widens the mind's horizon. I'rayer
of thls_ sort brings the thoughts of man into
onenvsa’ with the divine Mind, and the worship
of God becomes the dally reflection of the Mind
which moves only in Love's grooves, and thus

goverus all In harmony.
Uhristian Sclence ¢laims for its basis and
operation, exactness and practicability. As

n SBelence it Is logleal and In Its varied ap-
plications, demonstrable. This latter fact
rewoves the system from the realm of the
so-called Inexact sclences, and places it
virtually at the head of all rellgious, thera-
peutical and  soelal  science. This sclence
or exact konowledge of God as divine Mind
must be the demonstrable understanding of
Omniscence, The practical application of such
a Seclence must cover the whole area. of life
and perfectly govern each part, as In Its fulness
it rules the whole. Delty or God belng Mind
or Intelligence, the only Sclence that can reveal
the nature and laws of God must be a mental
Sclence, or that Sclence which relates wholly
to mental laws of cause and effect, Such
a .system is Christian Sclence. It goes to
the logieal ultimate of metaphysical and pay-
chological reasonlog and afirms that pure Mono-
theism alone is natural and real, It denles the
dithelstie or dualistic theory of two opposing
primary elements, mind and matter. And in this
denlal we are brought face to face with the
great basle truth of Christian Sclence, namely,
Its statement, “*All is infinite Mind and its infi-
nite manifestation, for God 1s All in all” (Sel-
ence and Health, p. 464.) By teaching the
omulpotence of God as Mind and proclalming
that the changing and decaying forms of
matter are but the phenomena of the human
mind, 1t avolds the shoals of panthelsm, It
thus reveals the fact thnt the bellef In the
reality or divinlty of matter as well as Mind
constitutes genulne panthelsm—the theory that
God Is not only all, lut that all materlality that
exlsts is God and His creation.

Is Pure Monotheism.

For many years after the founding of Chrls-
tlan Sclence, religlous and scientific eritles per-
sistently opposed its sclentiic apd philesophical
basis, viz., Its teaching that **All is Mind, there
Is no matter.” The dual theory of two ele-
mentary forces, mind and matter, in life or
nature, had been so long belleved that a sys-
tem that absolutely denled what to the general
mind was an axlomatle truth was at once stamped
as  unscientific, absurd, and undemonstrable,
Again, the rapld development and elaboration
of the theory of evolutlon and its almost world-
wide acceptance, seemed to many to be a posl-
tive confirmation of the theory of duallsm In
nuture; hence organie evolution has been ac-
cepted by a large part of the sclentific world as
the true theory of the ereatlon of the universe
and man. But as progress is the law of Life,
and as there are no permanent stopplng places
along the highway of Truth's eternal unfolding,
it is but natural that the ultimate statement of
true, spiritunl, and natural evolution should be
announced almost siraultaneously with the first
publle deductions of the world's greatest evolu-
tlonists, In 1866 Mrs. Fddy first gave to the
world the keynote of the philosophy of Christian
Sclence In the statement: *“‘All Causation is
Mh:d. and every effect is a mental phenome-
non.'

The present age is pecullarly in need of Chris-
tian healing and consplewously in want of an
exact system of mental therapeutles. The prae-
tieal results of Christlan Selence prove that this
need has been met. A eareful study of Chrls-
tianity as Its Founder lived and taught it, re-
veels that healing was to thousands perhaps the
greatest proof of the divine nature of the reli-
glon of Jesus. Release from bodily woe and
suffering prepared many hearts In that hour for
the acceptance of the truth that Jesus taught.
Freedom from all types of organle and fune-
tional disense has prepared thonsands for the
Gospel of health and practieal Christianity that
Christlan Science proclalms. Heallng and moral-
spirltual reformation proved the divinity and
genuineness of Jesus' teaching. In  this nge
the same evidences confirm the elaims of Chris-
tian Sclence, and establish It as af agent of
reform and as the restoration of primitive Chris-
tian healing.

and sensatlonallsm. [In the luterest of health,
good morals, and social purlty, Christlan Sclence
utters a solemn protest against the widespread
publishing of descriptions and pletures of dis-
ease, crime and patent mediclnes, accompanied
with detalled accounts and illustrations of so-
celled Incurable diseases, 1t 18 proverbial that
the reading of vivid deseriptions of disease tends
to the development of like symptoms In the
reader's mind or body, In Germany the press ls
no longer allowed to print accounts of sulcide
beécanse these accounts help to make this error
epldemic. Our consecrated soclal reformers
should learn a lesson from Christinn Seclence and
recognize that the constant publication of erim-
lual  actlon, murders, ‘and suleides keeps n
series of thought waves In motlon that sway all
minds that are open to errlng or erlminal sug-
gestions,  These waves of mental suggestion set
in motion by sensational books and papers, and
strengthened by the minds of millions of readers,
who trausfer by thought and speech the germs
of crime awl disease, are the chief dangers that
confront our wodern clvilization. **We are as
lable to be corrupted by books as by com-
panions,”"  writes Flelding. Christian  Seclence
separates the chaff from-the wheat 1{. lterature
and prepares the mind to appreclate® true lter-
ary merlt, making purity the corner stone of all
genulne book making.

Such
Journallsm 18 not only an enemy to health and
morals, but to clvilization, to the entlre race,
and to the century in which we live. Publie
opinion will soon demand the reformation of this
abnormal type of journallsm, and Impersonal
righteousness will elennse the atmosphere of its
foul {impurities.
Bystem Is Prectical,

Soclology, or the sclence of soclety and
human assoclation, ean be ealled the highway
to the realm of brotberhood. In a practieal way
Christlan Sclence can be termed Christian
Soclallsm, for that Magna Charta of divine
democracy, the Sermon on the Mount, is the
foundatlon of this Science, and the Lord's
Prayer, which petitions that God's kingdom or
rule shall come on earth as In heaven is its one
great Arvtiele of Falth. The questions of capital
and labor, government, business, educatlon, prac-
tical philanthropy, all confront Chrlstian Sci-
entists as they do every soclal and religlous re-
former. It should be remembered that the very
trauscendentplism of the philosophy of Chris-
tian Sclence makes it of practical valune to all
aspects of human affairs. PBecause the system
deals wholly and direetly with mind and mental
forces, and beeause It ajms at the purification
and splritualization of thought, it at once enters
the realm of mental causation, and there purl-
fles, elevates, and corrects. This system aims
at the establishment of the Brotherhood of Man,
with one governing Mind, on the basis of divine
Love. It shows that erring thought, false mo-
tives and standards, selfishness, and human fear
evolve and create the perplexities that surround
the questions of class strife, and the inequall-
ties of life so prominent in the varied aspects of
the great problem of capital and labor. Chris-
tian Sclence lays the axe at the root of the tree
of human error. It demands that love shall take
the place of fear, trust and confidence the place
of suspleion, and the consciousness of Christlan
demoeracy wnd equality in Indlvidoality (for
individuality can never be lost) shall overthrow
the power of human greed and jealousy. Genu-
ine reform will be a vain dream, and brother-
hood a phantom, until the elements of human
nature are changed by the acquisition of the
Mind of the Master. Individual reform must
and will end In the genmeral reformation of the
race. .

Chrittlan Sclence, by bringing the mind into
harmony with divine Mind through a gradnal
process of mental elimination, makes the indl-
vidual a law unto himself. Man thus brought
under the lmpersonal rule of Right, Justice and
Merey, Involuntarily becomes obedient to the
Inw. He is then by natural and true Instinct a
supporter of all moral and righteous government.
Class legislation is fundamentally wrong. Dop-
ular government, true Republicanism, and Chris-
tlan democracy, In the larger significance of
these terms, wlill be sustained and enlarged only
ns the divipe rights of the individual are recog-
nized and sacredly guarded. Popular govern-
ment need not be paternal in order to protect
its supporters. Nelther is it necessary for the
Individual to ecarry the ldea of liberty so far
that it amounts to lawlessness. ‘'Unity in indl-
viduality' should be the motto of our common-
wealth and the basis of government in all lands,
and among all natlons.

Christlan Science is .of vital importance and
value to the business man. It intensifies the
normal mental power of concentration, applica-
tlon, foresight, and wise conservatism. It en-
genders that optimism which enables the well
polsed and experlenced business man to walt,
and In ecautious movement attain a legitimate
and desired end. It enables the business man
to read human nature more keenly, hence more
accurately. Thus he is better fitted to protect
himself against human subtlety and craftiness
&0 common among those mortals who attach no
value to Integrity, recognize no obligations iIn
friendship, and see no grandeur in being honest,
with word and bond as one. It helps him in
times of panle and in hours of fear, because it
reveals the faet that the Principle of honesty,
like that of eplritual -perception, 18 God.
Christian Sclence, through its processes of men-
tal tralning, lifts business men above the petty
annoyances of dally life and renders sure re-
ward, under the natural laws of cause and
effect, to ull effort and actlon that tend to
uphold integrity, honesty, and right motive.
Financial panies, so-called “‘hard times,” and
business depresslion, come In most cases from
mental and abnormal reasons. It is but Infre-
quently that actual and reasonable causes exist
for these distressing disturbances.

Merclless waves of concrete or defined fear
aggravated and Increased by suggestion, press,
and telegraph, sweep over the minds which con-
stitute what is known as the business world,
and manipulate conditions and values as a tor-
nado sweeps over a forest. Constant talk about
one's bodily allments or mental woes always
perpetuates and increases these troubles. The
rehearsal of erlme and viee tends to evolve like
eonditions in the life or environment of the per-
son who dwells In such error. DBusipness men
unwittingly talk poverty. limitation, and “hard
times,"" brood over the detailed symptoms of a
diseased or slek business, and =0 work agalnst
thelr own interests and evolve elther dlstress or
actual failure. The Christian Seience business
man is wiser than the generation about him.
He applies ratlonal mental methods to all con-
ditlons that confront him, and by so doing avolda
the torment of continued worry, fear, and per-
chance catastrophe.

The varied manifestations of fear darken the
mind, perpetuate timidity, and hinder individual
advancement. Therefore, the practical appli-
catlon of the rules of Christian Sclence ends
In the gradual destruction of this element in the
human mind.

In all that relates to edueational questions
Christian Selence exalts the Idea that true
education consists of training thought in chan-
nels of right knowledge, such as will help the
human mind to outgrow its ignorances and wrong
tendencies. All that encourages keen Iinsight,
correct reasonlng, selentific and exaect mental
methods, 1s of wvalue. To the Christian Sclen-
tist the higher education 1s wholly ideal and
spiritual, but eminently practieal, though In ad-
vance of general educationanl theories. It pro-
claims the spiritualization of seenlar thought in
contradistinetion to the secularizing of spiritual
thought and rational ideallsm. The philanthropy
of Christian Beience consists of healing the
sick, reforming the depraved, teaching mankind
the Sclence of Being, comforting the sorrowing,
and showing all men how to rise from the val-
leys of poverty and mlisery iInto the light of
true living. To lawyers this Sclence bécomes
{nvaluable inasmuech as it is the great Inter-
preter of the Moral Code and through its en-
Iargement of the facultles of the mind it nat-
urally Increases the Intuitive sense of moral
right, so necessary to this profession. It also
gives thought an enlarged grasp of the secope
and application of the law as a whole.

Hnndreds of thousands,
long bound by chains of suffering and error, now
call her career Dblessed and her mission to
humanity divinely ordered. She discourages per-
gonnl homage. Her strongest characteristic is
lofty scorn.for mere personal regard or any ap-
proach toward hero-worship. She s llberal,
consistent, unselfish. As a friend she is com-

Harriman Surveyors “Prospecting”
a Line to the North Pa-
cific Coast.

No Rights of Way, However, Have
Yet Been Surveyed

received no definite reports from the sev-
eral corps of surveyors that have been at
work for months seeking advantageous
routes thru central Oregon, southwestern
Idaho and Washington.

FINE PRINT EXHIBIT

A Copley Collection Now on View

at Beards’

The Copley print exhibit at Beard's to-
day has a number of pictures of partic-
ularly timely interest. The most import-
ant work reproduced in the latest prints
is a spirited portrait of General Wood in
uniform painted by Sargent in his recent
visit to this country. The print of the
Sargent portrait of Chase is also of great
interest from the fact that the original
is now hanging on the walls of the an-
nual art exhibition at the lbrary. The
Whistler of the print collection is repro-
duced from one owned by the Boston
museum and is a typical example of his
treatment of the figure. It is ‘Little
Rose,” a three-quarters length portrait
of a child.

To the prints have been added many de-
lightful portraits of children and other
interesting studies of childhood by Mrs.

Kendall and Israels. Howard Pyle’'s “One
Horse Shay" seems destined for popular-
ity. An impressive and elegant group of
which American art should-be proud is
the Alexander, a serles of studies of
womanhood, several of which are new.

JOINS 3 PENINSULAS

New Car Ferry of the Manistique,
Marquette & Northern
Line.

Short Extension Will Connect Mar-
quette Range With Atlantic
by Penn. System.

Manistique, Mich., Sept. 21.—About this
time when the Manistique, Marquette &
Northern railroad's big car ferry steamer,
the first two ordered some months ago,
goes Into commission, another and an im-
portant route will be opened between the
upper and lower peninsulas of Michigan.
The ferry will ply between Manistique,
which is one of the two upper peninsula’s
harbors open the year around, and North-
port, where it will connect with the Trav-
erse City, Leelanau & Manistique road, a
branch of the Grand Rapids & Indiana
line of the Pennsylvania system. The
Manistique, Marquette & Northern oper-
ate between Ministique and Shingleton,

‘| Bhore & Atlantic, and it is an open secret

that it is the ultimate intention to build
a short extension to a junction with the
Munising railway of the Cleveland Cliffe
Iron company’s system. This would give
a thru line from the iron mines of the
Marquette range, 160 miles west of Man-
istique, to the Atlantic seaboard, over the
Pennsylvania roads, and open great possi-
bilities in the way of the transportation
of mineral and timber products of the
uapper peninsula, eastbound, and coal and
other commodities westbound,

‘When the Manistique line, a little over
a year ago, passed into the hands of the
present company, in which Pennsylvania
interests - predominate, it was but little
better than a logging road. Since then
the work of rebuilding the line has been
in progress, heavier steel is being laid
and next year should see the road equal
to any in northern Michigan. The traffic
handled the past fiscal year has been
much the greatest in the history of the
line and it will continue to grow.

Considerable new rolling stock has been
added to the equipment, a combined sta-
tion and general office building is in
course of construction, at Manistique, and
the shops, round houses and yards are
being removed from South Manistique to
Manistique proper, where they will be
materially enlarged. In other directions
the line is preparing to better handle its
business and it will be a great surprise
if it does not become one of the most im-
portant feeders of the Pennsylvania
system.

They have not bought control,
and do not intend to buy it. They have
simply bought enough stock to give them
a powerful voice in the administration
of Atchison.
