Marie , 
Ont., ha s directed a t ten t ion to the 
pres ident of t h e company , Cornel ius 
Shields, a n d to t h e pres ident ' s assist­
ant , Wil l iam Coyne, bo th of w h o m a r e 
fo rmer res idents of t h e twin cities. 
Messrs. Shields and Coyne have been 
close f r iends for m a n y years and have 
been business associates a t va r ious 
t imes in var ious places. 

Mr. Coyne is 37 yea r s of age. As 
a you th he lea rned t e l eg raphy in 
t h e office of t he Milwaukee ra i lway a t 
Alber t Lea, Minn., whe re his chief 
w a s Mr. Shields, t hen t r a in d i spa tcher . 
Subsequent ly Mr. Shields became gen­
eral supe r in t enden t of the Chicago 
Grea t Wes t e rn ra i lway and nex t ac ­
cepted a s imi lar posi t ion on t h e Grea t 
N o r t h e r n road^ 

Messrs. Shields a n d Coyne vwei-e 
sepa ra t ed for some y e a r s when Mr. 
Coyne was employed by t h e Minne­
apol is & St. Louis ra i lway. H e was 
t r a i n d i spa tcher for t h e St. Louis com­
pany du r ing a good p a r t of t he fifteen 
yea r s t h a t h e lived in Minneapol is . 

Six yea r s ago Mr. Coyne once m o r e 
joined his fo rmer friend, w h o was 
m a n a g i n g a ra i lway in Br i t i sh Colum­
bia. T h e two m e n w e n t from. Br i t i sh 
Co lumbia to Tennessee. The re Mr. 
Shields held a n i m p o r t a n t ra i lway po­
sit ion and Mr. Coyne was aga in h is 
ass is tant . F r o m Tennessee Mr. Shields 
was* called to Nova Scotia, whe re he 
a s sumed t h e m a n a g e m e n t of a r a i l ­
road a n d s t eamsh ip company . Mr. 
Coyne went also and b e c a m e traffic 
m a n a g e r of t he Nova Scotia company . 
And when last Apri l M r r Shields w a s 
called to the Canad ian Soo to be p res i ­
den t of t h e ' Consol idated L a k e Su­

tones faded away into empty silence. The 
Duss conception and its execution of this 
wonderful work are simply masterly. The 
same might be said of the sprightly dance 
suite and the Rachmaninoff "Prelude" 
with its wierd and rapid harmonic pro­
gressions. All in all, it was an orphestral 
performance long to be remembered. 

Mme. Nordica never sarig more glor­
iously. Her voice thruout its extended 
range was full, rich, sweet and resonant. 
Not a false tone nor a harsh one marred 
her singing. Her selections, while they 
displayed all her varied resources as a 
singer and an artist, yet were admirably 
adapted to her especiai. style. Her first 
number was Elizabeth's "Dich, Theure 
Halle," from "Tannhauser." Twice was 
the diva recalled, and graciously respond­
ed with charming encores. It was with 
"Isolde's Liebestod," however, sung in 
place of the "Trovatore" aria—a change 
evidently most agreeable to the audience— 
that Nordica won her greatest triumph. 
The audience simply went wild, and four 
times was she recalled, singing German 
ballads mostly as encores, including, how­
ever, one selection which demonstrated 
tha t she was mistress of the bel canto 
as well as of the heroic, and which won 
for her wild demonstrations of approval 
and enjoyment. 

An orchestral encore afforded the audi­
ence an opportunity to hear Nahan Fran-
ko, the concert meister/ in a violin solo 
with orchestral accompaniment, "The 
Dance of the Automatons." It was ef­
fectively played, and Handel's "Largo" 
was given as an encore. Especial mention 
should be Vnade of the .piano accompani­
ments of Romayne Simmons. They were 
veritable gems. . —Howard Boardman.
