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WORLD NEEDS K

GREAT REVIVAL

And Tan MacLaren Believes It Is
Coming—Says So in
Brochure,

Declares That Need Is Greater Now

Than at Any Time for
Centuries, \

New York Sun Special Service.

vChicago. Oct. 12.—The Rev. John
Watson (Ian MacLaren), author of
“Beside the Bonnie Brier Bush,” has
published a brochure which expresses
the belief that the world is on the
eve of the “greatest religious revival

since the days when all Rome suc-
cumbed to the teachings of Christ
In the first century. The first copy of
the document has just arrived from
London., The preacher-author says:

“The two most prominent factors
in the world to-day will derive the
most benefit from this world wide
revival.

“They are, first, the +well-to-do

classes, rolling in opulency and ease
—the proud and haughty, who look
down on the rest of the world. They

will be shaken out of their self-
composure and selfishness,
“Second, the proletariat, who, in

this city, as every one knows, reads
the Clarion, and, in America, as every
one knows, the anarchist organs.
These will be benefited by the new
coming of Christ into the hearts of
the people. These have been alien-
ated from Christ in a way the church
has no conception of.
Laborers Leave Church.

“It is not wonderful that the work-
fIng men have left the church, since
they have reason to believe the
church sides with the capitalists in
the city and the landlords in the
country. The church has not taken
that humane interest in the workin
men it should.” :

The Rev. Mr., Watson then coms-
plains that the world has not ad-
vanced with years and is at a stand-
still as far as religion and certain

phases of literature are concerned. No
great men are being brought into ac-
tive life. He continues:

“Except in the realm of science no
real progress is being made, no great
men are Tising, no poets, no novelists,
no painters, no statesmen, ne preach-
ers. It is an age of mediocrity and
commonplaceness, 3

“We are tired, therefore we are
restless, and Matthew Arnold's words
are still truer to-day than when he
wrote: ‘Your creeds are dead, your
rites are dead, our social order, too;
where tarries he—the power who said:
*“See, T make all things new"?’

“What does all thig mean? It means
that the world i{s in want of some-
thing, in want of a revivifying force.
If there ever was a time when the
world needed this, that time is now.

“If there is one thing the Christian
world needs to-day it is a repetition
of that movement which passed over
the Roman empire in the first cen-
tury and saved society from dissolu-
tion, that movement which in litera-
ture is called the ‘renailssance,” in
spiritual life a revival.”

* HAVE HIS WAY

Northern Securities President Will
Maintain Merger and Comply
With the Law.

Facts Abont Ownership of Northern
Pacific and Great Northern
Stock.

Bpecial to The Journal.

New York, Oct. 12.—There is ab-
solutely no foundation for the current
story that Northern Securities holds
less than 50 per cent of the stock of
Great Northern. Northern Securi-
ties holds about 75 per cent of ' the
Great Northern stock and about 99
per cent of Northern Pacific. There
has been no change in the amount of
stock of these two companies held by
Northern Securities since the evidence
to this effect was submitted to the
court at St. Louis, !

The story, which was printed: by
most of the morning papers here, took
its rise from a mistake made by one
of the gvening papers, which stated
that over 50 per cent of the Great
Northern stock was voted at the an-
nual meeting of Great Northern on
Thursday. Since Northern Securi-
ties’ holdings of Great Northern were
enjolned it was natural to conclude
that Northern. Securities holds less
than 50 per 'cent of the stock.

As a matter of fact, Northern Pa-
cific by-laws are quite different from
Great Northern by-laws in this re-
spect.  The . by-laws of Northern Pa-
cific state specifically that over 50 per
cent of the stock must be in attend-
ance in person or by proxy hefore a
quorum can be obtained at the annual
meeting. Great Northern by-laws
contain no such clause. If there is
only one stockholder present at a
regularly called meeting of Great
Northern his vote will elect the board.
There was, therefore, no necessity to
vote the 75 per cent of the stock held
by Northern Securities. The retiring
directors were re-elected on the vote
of less than 1§ per cent of the entire
stock. g

Neither is there any truth in the
theory that J. J. Hill intends to hold
| the Northern Securities company to-
| gether in case of an adverse decision
by vesting part of its holdings of Great
Northern in certain individuals. This
story grew out of the other., Mr. Hill
hqs a plan that will put him in line
with the law in case the law is trans-
lated: securing to the decision ren-
dered in St. Paul in the spring, but it
is stated officially that this plan will
not be an evasion of the law, but in
every sense a compliance with the
law. Mr. Hill and his counsel are not
[ willing to divulge the plan primarily.

At the annual meeting of Northern
Securities on Nov. 9 it 18 ‘expected that
the old board of direcfors will be re-
elected. A statement of the financial
operations of the company for the year
will prbably be made public at that
time. Tt will not be an elaborate an-
nual report, but a mere income ac-
|count showing receipts from dividends,

other investments and dividend dis-
bursements,

NAMED FOR MR. RICHARDS

New Town Started in the Heart of
the Pine in Northern
Minnesota.

Special to The Journal.

C'ass Lake, Minn., Oct. 12.—The new
twonsite of Richards was launched
to-day, under most favorable auspices.
A week's preparations had been made
for the location and occupancy of a
new townsite in the heart of the fine
lands of northern Minnesota, midway
between Leech lake and Lake Winni-
bigashish. The new townsite is about
eighteen miles east of Cass Lake and
extends the provisions of the general
and the promoters of the enterprise
feel assured that Richards will be the
principal shipping and lumbering
point in this section of the state.

An organization was perfected last
Saturday and the selection of a site
agreed upon. The townsite has been
chosen and located under the provis-
ions of the act of Feb. 9, 1903, which
‘extends the provisions of the genral
townsite laws to the ceded Indian
lands within the state of Minnesota.

A board of directors to manage the
affairs of the townsite company has
been elected, consisting of A. G. Ber-
nard, Edward Yannish of St. Paul, A.
A. Harper, Charles Tedford and Her-
bert Hartley. :

The site has a fine frontage on Lake
Winnibigashish. and a large sawmill
will undoubtedly be build on this por-
tion of the new town. The tract se-
lected covers about 309 acres. Ad-
mirable. trackage and station facilities
will be provided for at once.

The opening of agricultural lands,
which take place Dec. 6 and 28 next,
have given a impetus to developments
in this locality and in the next thirty
days there will be a rush-to the new
town. “Supplies have already been
shipped and a hotel and other business

houses will soon be erected. The town
is named after William A. Richards,
commissioner of the general land office.
