Hawkeye Football Squad Arrives in
Minneapolis—1,200 Rooters
Are Due To-morrow.

Visitors Say They Will Surely De-
feat the Gophers in Satur-
day's Game,

The Towa university football team
arrived in Minneapolis this morning
chock full of confidence for to-mor-
row's game. The squad Is at the
West hotel, It includes twenty-one
players, besldes (Coach Chalmers,
Manager Spangler and President Cook
of the Iowa Athletic union. The men
are said by their coach to be in per-
fect condition, and they look it. They
are hard, muscular, and evidently
well trained, tho they are somewhat
lighter than Minnesota, averaging
only 166% pounds.

Coach Chalmers is hopeful of win-
ning to-morrow’s game on Northrop
field. He said this morning: “Our
men are in the best possible condition.
They are a nervy lot, and will fight
hard from the sound of the whistle,
That is all I care to say before the
game. I would rather not express
any opinion in regard to the result.

President Cook was more com-
municative. *““We are going to whip
you to-morrow,” he declared. “QOur
team has shown a steady improve-
ment every week since the season
opened. We have not run up any big
scores, because our men were green,
and it took time to whip them into
shape. Now we have a fast, gritty
bunch, which will play a game en-
tirely different from that we put- up
last year. If Minnesota should score
on us, it will not cause our players to
weaken, but they will play all the
harder. We know that Minnesota out-
welghs us, but weight does not al-
ways win games. The Drake team,
which we defeated last week, av-
eraged over 190 pounds, yet we had
no trouble with them. Thelr line av-
eraged 210 pounds from tackle to
tackle. We think this is the best
chance we ever had to beat Minne-
sota," . Wy -

Minnesota last night finished her
hard practice In preparation for to-
morrow’'s game. The work this af-
ternoon will consist % punting,
catching punts, and sigffil practice.
Dr, Willlams would not -say who
would fill Schacht’'s place in the line
to-morrow, but iti 8 probable that
Blg Smith will play left guard and
Warren left tackle. The gophers,
while confident, realize the task that
Is before them.

Minnesota Also Confident.

Minnesota rooters are sufficiently
fmpressed by Iowa’s evident feeling
of confldence and by Assistant Coach
Dobie's statement of Iowa's strength,
to expect a hard game. It is expected
that the hawkeyes will test Minne-
sota’'s offense thoroly, and that the
gophers will have more difficulty in
gaining against such experienced ends
as Coulthard and Watters than agaifist
any they have heretofore encountered.
Still, many belleve that the score will
be as large as last year's and none is
willing to admit the possibility that
TIowa will win. The general impres-
slon is tHat the game will be hard
fought and probably close.

The referee in to-morrow’s game
will be Henry Clark of Chicago, and
the umplire, Burkland of Illinois. The
advance sale of tickets indicates a
large attendance. Eleven hundred and
sixty rooters promised Manager
Spangler to come to Minneapolis with
the excurslon, which leaves Iowa City
to-night. Last night the hawkeye
team was escorted to the train in that
city by a crowd of 1,000 students.

The Minnesota management has re-
served 500 seats for the Iowa contin-
gent in the grand stand, and 500 more,
adjoining the first block, in the gen-
eral admieslon section. These tickets
will be given out to-morrow morning
at the West hotel.

Rooters Due To-morrow.

The Rock Island got the haul of the
Towa football team and the rooters.
The team came on a special car at-
tached to the regular morning train.
The rooters will come up on a special
train leaving Iowa City at 8 p. m. to-
day, arriving at 8 a. m. to-morrow.
Return will be made by regular trains
Sunday morning and evening.

M. D. PURDY IS BUSY

Former Minneapolitan Has His Work
Cut Out for Him. :

Washington, Oct. 16.—M. D. Purdy
of Minneapolis, who was appointed as-
sistant attorney general at Mr. Knox's
request, is to have a prominent part in
the prosecution of those under in-
dictment for postal frauds.

Purdy also has practical charge of
the naturalization frauds developed by
special agents recently and he also has
a part in the prosecution of the gov-
ernment's side of the Northern Se-
curities case.

CONFESSES T0
MANY MURDERS

Indian Littleplume Describes i{ow
He Slaughtered Seven on
" the Blackfoot.

Had Planned to Kill Many More,
but the Cartridges Jammed
in His Gun,

Wholesale Murders Started From a
Drinking Bout Among the
Reservation Reds.

Special to The Journmal, .

Helena, Mont., Oct, 16.—James Lit-
tleplume was taken before United
States Commissioner Arnany at
Browning yesterday, charged with the
murder of several Indians and wound-
ing another at Two Medicine on Sun-
day. He entered a plea of not guilty.
The prosecution introduced evidence
proving conclusively his guilt and Lit-
tleplume thereupon confessed dra-
matically and in detail, going over the
minutest partieulars of the tragedy.

Saturday afternoon three young In-
dlans went to Cutbank, procuring a
quantity of whisky. On their return
they went to Littleplume’s house,
where a drunken orgy ensued. The
party broke up about midnight, leav-
ing Littleplume and his wife alone
with sufficient whisky to last them
until daylight.

Littleplume then saddled a horse
and rode to Wakes-Up-Last's house,
taking with him a Winchester rifle.
After a short visit at Wakes-Up-Last,
Littleplume went out the door, leaving
it slightly ajar. Thru a crack he shot
and killed Wakes-Up-Last, who was
in bed. Re-entering, he shot Cather-
ine thru the back. Julia, aged 4, was
shot in the neck and Mrs. Wakes-Up-
Last, with her infant son, ran out of
the house. Both were killed just out-
slde the door.

Littleplume then shot to death
Susan Bigroad and seriously wounded
her sister Alice.

He then went to his own house
where he attempted to shoot his step-
daughter, but she escaped into the
brush. He then turned upon his wife,
firing one shot at her. His cartridges
then became jammed in his gun, mak-
ing it useless. He and his wife grap-
pled, and he finally overpowered her,
cutting her throat with a knife,

This was followed by an abortive
and half-hearted attempt at self-de-
struction by stabbing himself in the
arm and inflicting a surface wound
on the neck. d

Littleplume speaks and writes Eng-
lish fluently., He has for years at-
tended the reservation boarding
school. When asked his motive he
declared he had none, but ascribed the
act to Cutbank whisky.
to awalt the action of the federal

More Dynamite Found.

George Hammond, suspected of
having some connection with the
dynamite outrages on the Northern
Paclfic, was brought to Helena yes-
terday and locked up in the county
jall. His arrest followed the discov-
ery of dynamite in two places on the
line west of Helena yesterday. An
examination of the dynamite showed
that it contained no cap and that there
was nothing at hand to explode.

Bloodhounds were turned loose
where the powder was found.. While
the dogs went ahead Chief Detective
McFetridge stopped to give a deserted
barn a search, and over in one corner
found a horse. McFetridge then went
in and just as he entered there stepped
from behind the door a man. Lying
on the place where the man had been
gleeping was a Colt's six-shooter and
a belt of cartridges, but no dynamite,
Hammond says he is from Colorado.

Two More Arrests.

Two other men were arrested in the
vicinity of Avon. They were put off a
train and the conductor wired in their
description. A posse then arrested
them and they gave their names as
James Black and Ernest Shaufty and
were brought in last night. They are
in the city jail and say they were on
their way to Missoula looking for
work.

Detective McFetridge is doubtful
about the dynamite found yesterday
being put on the track by dynamiters.
He {8 inclined to belleve some one
dropped it accidentally for the reason
that the dynamiters have never yet
faliled to fix a charge so it would ex-
plode and the latest finds were not in
condition to explode.

Leaders of Leayenworth Prison Mur-

tiny Found Guilty of Murder
_‘ ~  —Sentenced for Life. *
Their Victim Was Guard Waldrup

Leavenworth, Kan., Oct. 16.—All
five leaders of the Fort Leavenworth
prison mutiny of November, 1801,
charged with killing Guard Waldrup,
were found guilty of murder by a jury
in the United States circuit court here
this morning without capital punish-
ment and will be given life sentences.

The prisoners are Gilbert Mullins,
Turner Barnes, Frank Thompson,
Fred Rohinson and Robert Clark, all
desperate men. Mullins and Robinson
had practically finished their terms at
the time of the outbreak and the oth-
ers were short term men.

All are from the Indian Territory.
The defense set up the plea that pris-
oners in the federai prison are cruelly

The London Advertiser Says the
Boundary Tribunal Will Concede
the American Contention.

Members qf the Tribunal Attend
Notable Pilgrim Banquet in
London.

Other Sources Deny the Decision Has
« Been Reached, but Admit Its
Likelihood.

. London, Oct. 16.—The Morning Ad-
vertiser announces that it regrets to
learn from a source which it regards
as beyond question that the decision of
the Alaska boundary tribunal virtually
concedes the American case. The pa-
per, which appears to be thoroly satis-
fied with the reliability of its state-
ment, says the news will be received
in' Canada with consternation. It gives
a map and a detailed explanation
showing how the declsion will affect
Canada, and adds that those who have
followed the arguments have been
thoroly satisfled with Clifford Sifton's
preparation and presentation of the
case.

The Assoclated Press, however, has
the highest authority for saying that
the’ annotincement made by the Lon-
don Morning Advertiser to-day is en-
tirely true. The commission, thus far,
has reached no decislon and no vote
has been taken ven in the private ses-
sions which would indicate Chief Jus-
tice Alverstone’s position.

It is quite true that the general
trend of opinion among those con-
nected with the tribunal, aside from
the commisisoners is that the ultimate
decision will be in favor of America,
but there is as yet not the slightest
warrant for saylng it has been reached.

Confirming the statement that no
decision in the Alaskan boundary ar-
bitration has been reached, the St.
James Gazette this afternoon adds:

“There is, however, growing
pessimism in Canadian circles.”
