Michigan, In common with other timbered
gsections, as well as the great bulk of fil-
ings made in the past.

. The only persons permitted to purchase
under the new ruling are those who wiil
swear that they have land in the vleinity
of the tract sought to be bought from
the government, and that they desire the
timber for personal uses.

The-act has been in effect for twenty-
five years, during which time the govern-
ment has parted ‘with many milllons of
acres under its provisions. In all cases
the entrymen has sworn that “I do not
apply to purchase the land ‘above de-
scribed on speculation, but in good faith
and to appropriate it to my own personal
use and benefit; and that I have not,
directly or indirectly, made any agree-
ment.-or contract in any way or manner
with any plerson or. persons whatsoever
by which the title I may acquire from
the United States may inure in whole in
part to the benefif of any person exocept
myself.””

Now 1it. is held by the general land
office that the words ‘“‘exclusive use and
benefit’” mean that a person cannot-reap
the. benefit of his.claim at some futurs

profit. By the new construction an entry-
man would have to use the timber in
his own bullding operations, or else build
a sawmill and cut it into lumber; and
then by a strict construction he would
be prevented from selling the lumber,

few exceptions persons who have taken up
land under the act have done so with
the express purpose of disposing of it

to bo barred in the future, the question
naturally arises whether entries made in
the past have been Invalidated and
whether the
court proceedings.

Many Michigan residents have recently
filled on Michigan land under the timber
and stone act, ag well a8 on land In west-
ern sgtates, who were actuated solely by
speculative motives. It would appear that
these entries are illegal under the new
ruling and will be thrown out, at least
pending the result of an appeal from the

On the contrary, it appears that the
general land office has formulated no rule
to prevent the' scripter from placing his
script on this same land withdrawn from
the indlvidual purchaser of 160 acres, but
a_llowa the scripter to mhake from 200 to
600 per cent on his purchase.
