Washington, Oct. 24.—Members of 

the Mosely educational commission of 
.England who have been investigating 
the educational system of the District 
of Columbia say they "have a better 
idea, of the meaning of American 
democracy" since ' they learned * that 
Quentin Roosevelt, sop of the Presi­
dent of the United States, is a public 
school boy and imbibes wisdom in the 
same class with the sons of the butch­
ers, the bakers and the candlestick 
makers of Washington. 

Superintendent Clark, of the public 
schools, who has the distinguished 
visitors in tow, happened to mention 
in his talk on the educational system 
of the district that the president's son 
was a pupil at the Force public school. 
The educational experts looked puz­
zled for a while, and then one of them 
asked: 

"But, Mr. Clark, how is it possible 
under the American plan to keep the 
Force public school select and to see 
that only children of approved char­
acter and exceptional social standing 
are brought into contact with the' son 
of the President of the United 
States?" 

When the visitors were assured by 
Mr. Clark that there was no attempt 
at excluslveness at the school attended 
by Quentin Roosevelt, the visitors all 
looked surprised, "and it took some 
time for them to adjust their conserv­
ative point of view to the remarkable 
condition of affairs.

PASSING AWAY 

Estimates Indicate that Muster Roll

BREAKS RECORD 

More than 850,000 Persons Came 
into This Country in Last 

Fiscal Year. » 

Of This Immense Number About 
23,000" Settled in the North 

Star State. 

. Washington, Oct. 24.—Immigrants 
to the number of 22,835 settled in 
Minnesota in the fiscal year 1903, 
which endeid June 30. Of these, 
1,889 are classified as skilled laborers; 
miscellaneous; 15,448, and the remain­
der had no occupation. 

North Dakota received 7,012 immi­
grants in the year, and South Dakota 
3,939. '""" " 

The annual report of Commissioner 
General Frank P. Sargent of the 
bureau of immigration for the entire 
country, shows a large increase of 
steerage Immigration, the aggregate 
for the fiscal year being 857,046, an 
excess over that of last year of 208,-
303, or 32 per cent. 

Statistics show an increase in im­
migration from all foreign sources, 
suggesting as the chief cause of the 
Influx of aliens into the United States 
during the year the inducements of­
fered to settlers-here rather than any 
special causes of discontent in their 
own countries. 

Of the total steerage immigration 
there came from Europe 814,837, from 
Asia 29,966 and from all other sources 
12,573. If to these figures are added 
those representing the total arrivals of 
alien cabin passengers, 64,269, the re­
sult will show that the total immi­
gration of aliens to the United States 
during the year aggregated 921,315, or 
105,043 more than the greatest number 
heretofore reported for any one. year. 

The greatest number of immigrants, 
230,622, came from Italy, an increase 
of 52,247 over last year, while Austria-
Hungary furnished 206,011, an in­
crease of 34,000; Russia, 136,093, an 
increase of 28,746; Germany, 40,086,an 
increase of 11,787; Sweden 46,080, an 
increase of 15,134; Ireland, 35,310, tin 
increase of 6,172; and England 26,217, 
an Increase of 12,644. 

Of oriental countries Japan was 
foremost with 19,968, an increase of 
5,698, while China contributed 2,209, 
an increase of 560 over last year. 

Of the total number of steerage 
aliens 613,146 were males and 243,900 
were females, of which 102,431 were 
less than 14 years of age. There were 
of these 3,341 who could read, but 
could not write, and 185,667 who could 
neither read nor write, leaving a bal­
ance able both to read and write of 
668,038. The total amount of money 
brought by them' into the United 
States was $16,li7,Sl3.

Shutdown to Be Made Complete. 
Except for small crews manning the 

pumps, all the mines are deserted, artd 
as soon as. the furnaces can be cleared 
of charges and fires drawn, the four 
smelters of the Amalgamated will shut 
do^rh.
