STRIKE PRACTICALLY OVER 
Winnipeg Carpenters Will Receive 35 

Cents an Hour. 
Special to The Journal. 

Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 27.—W. L. Mac­
kenzie King, deputy minister of labor, to­
day handed out a long statement declar­
ing that the strike involving nearly 1,500 
men and over 100 contractors is practical­
ly settled. 

He concedes that the men's demand for 
a straight 35 cents an hour instead of a 
sliding scale of from 15 cents to 32 cents 
an hour is just and right and says that the 
large majority of the builders have agreed 
to the men's terms. 
There are only three or four untractable 
Arms and consequently only two or three 
dozen men idle, almost the normal num­
ber of men generally out of work a t this 
t ime 

Mr. King came to Winnipeg from Ot­
tawa to arbitrate the matter last Saturday 
and in the main his efforts haVe been suc­
cessful.
