Agent Abetted Company* in 
taking Timber. H 

Sullivan alio Aocused of Frauds— 
Latest Sequel of the Common­

wealth Case. *'• 

F e r g u s Falls , Mlnri., Oct.- 28.—The big; 
su i t filed W the United States govern­
m e n t aga ins t the Commonwealth dumber 
company, of which Lieutenant Governor 
J o n e s is president. Is' likely to result in 
BOme sensational developments before i t 
i s finally sett led. The suit is for $115.-
863.25 and interest for timber cut on gov­
ernment land. The original complaint al­
leges that Phel ix Blsson, W. T. Warren, 
A. L. Doucet te and others cut t imber 
from various sect ions of government land 
and turned it over to the Commonwealth 
company for use In its mill a t Fra*ee. 

This complaint w a s filed in the United 
S ta te s court here on Jan. 8 last, and on 
March 7 the company filed an Answer a s ­
sert ing that the persons who had cut the 
t imber had done so under contracts made 
by Captain W. A. Mercer of the Seventh 
cavalry, who w a s at that t ime Indian 
a g e n t at" the Leech Lake agency and.ful ly 
authorized to a c t for the United States' 
government . The various contractors are 
named, together wi th the amounts which 
they cut, the largest single amount being 
8,146.426 feet cut by A. L. Doucette and 
his men . 

This t imber w a s cut under the rules and 
regulat ions promulgated by the secretary 
of the Interior, who, under the provisions 
of the dead and down act, w a s a l lowed to 
authorize Indian agents to make contracts 
w i t h loggers for the Removal of dead and 
down timber from the reservation. It w a s 
eventual ly purchased b y the Common­
weal th company, and the company, In part 
payment, tendered Captain Mercer the 
use of certain camp equipages and neces ­
sary supplies to the value of $86,000, pay­
ing the balance In cash, if the al legations 
In the answer are correct. 

Charges Against Mercer. 
The government made a formal reply to 

this answer, denying the company's alle­
gat ions in general terms, but s tat ing that 
it had not sufficient data on hand to enter 
into a specific denial in several instances. 
It now comes forward wi th an amended 
reply alleging. In unequivocal terms, t h a t 
Captain Mercer and Daniel Sullivan, , the 
act ing superintendent of logs and logging, 
were in league wi th the company and 
aided and abetted it in cutt ing green t im­
ber, neglect ing their duty to the govern­
ment ; that the contracts entered into 
w i t h individual contracts were all made 
a t the instance of the company, and that 
Doucet te , the heaviest of the contFactors, 
w a s not even aware of the nature of the 
contract he was signing at the t ime he af­
fixed h is s ignature. The amended reply 
accuses Captain Mercer of failing and neg­
lect ing to employ competent scalers, and 
denies his authority to make such con­
tracts as those which resulted In the strip­
ping of the land. 

The whole tenor of the reply would in­
dicate that the government Is much in 
earnest and that the end is not yet . 

Batt le Lake Contract Adjusted. 
The difficulty over the acety lene l ight 

plant at Batt le Lake has been amicably 
adjusted, and the plant will be runrby the 
company that put it In. The village coun­
cil contracted for it without submitt ing 
the question to a vote of the people and 
the treasurer refused/ to honor the war­
rants .

He found that the door of the 
house had been forced in but nothing else had 
been disturbed. While go!ug\down the road 
from the houes he noticed something in the 
slough, and when he drew nearer discovered 
that It was the body of Campbell. He de­
scribed the wounds In the back and on the head. 
Me said that near the shore the grass was 
trampled down, indicating that there had been 
a fight. He also found a loaded shell ana the 
blade of a s?ade on the bank near the body. 
On the spade were found a few hairs resembling 
those in Campbell's head. The broken handle 
of the snade was near the body. 

Peter Heath, Henry Olson and I-on Heath, 
who were with Dietrich, corroborated his testi­
mony.

D v Oct. 28.—Assessments 
have been, levied by the different unions 
of the Black Hills, ag-alnst their m e m i 
bers for the assisi&nco of the striking 
miners of Colorado. 'Tho Terry Peak m i n ­
ers' union of Terry assessed its members 
$3 each; th is being, on the basis of one 
clay's w / . s for each member. Terry 
Peak union has 60d mejfnbers, and a check 
w a s accordingly sent for a little over 
$1,800. , * • - ' . 

The r3eadwood Mine and Mill Men's 
union levied a n a s s e s s m e n t of one day's 
w a g e s for each member, which will a v ­
erage close to $3. each for the 500 m e m ­
bers. Lead City Miners' union, the old­
es t in the Black Hills , held a special 
mee t ing ,to consider a proposition and 
Voted to send to the str iking miners one 
d'ay's w a g e s for each member employed. 

It w a s a t first reported that the special 
meet ing of the Lead City Miners' union 
w a s for the purpose of vot ing on a propo­
sit ion to demand a n e ight-hour day of 
the H o m e s t a k e company. This is posi­
t ive ly denied h y union members . The t en -
hour day prevails, and they say they 
realize that mining: condit ions in the hills 
differ from those of other regions, where 
the e ight-hour day Is in "force. 

The great difference Ues in the fact 
that the Black Hills ores are , of a lower 
grade and must necessari ly be treated' 
w i th all possible economy, both in la­
bor and mechanical 'arrahgemvits . They 
say there is no proposition of the kind 
under .consideration and not l ikely to be. 
The Homestake Mining company has a l ­
w a y s been liberal "with i t s employes. 
: Black Hil ls union m e n asser^ that this 
;regiort,is a separate' and independent d i s ­
trict, 'a l tho affiliated* w i t h the Western 
Federat ion of Miners. 1 The local unions 
are permitted to make their own regula­
t ions and to exercise their discretion in 
all matters , regardless of outside Influ­
ences. In other 'words, no pressure from 
the outside can be brought to bear that 
would result in a strike here. The H o m e -
Stake company has never known a strike, 
a.nd i t s employes' declare that a s long as 
present conditions continue it never will.

ADJUTANT GENERAL M. H. BYERS. 
of Iowa has aga in revived, a n d ' in all 
probability the nex t legislature will i be 
called upon to provide a s i te . The state 
already has ground near this c i ty which 
is used for rifle practice, and it is bel ieved 
that plenty of avai lable land could be 
secured a t a reasonable figure for the 
establ ishment of a permanent encampment 
ground adjoining that already held b y the 
state . The chief opposition to the se lec­
tion of this point has been that the coun­
try is too rough : and will not allow ior 
the proper" maneuver ing of the troops. 

Under modern s y s t e m s rough land is 
jus t w h a t is wanted . The old plan of 
devot ing the entire encampment to per4 
fect ing the company and reg iment in s im­
ple evolutions for formations in which the 
company becomes proficient in execut ing 
"right forward fours, right," and on "right 
and left front into line," and the regiment 
to keep an a l ignment and form'fronts on 
certain companies, is gradually becoming 
obsolete. 

Modern warfare requires soldiers to per­
form field maneuvers , outpost duty, scour­
ing, advance and rear guard duty whWi 
they take up the march on the suppo­
sit ion that they are advancing thru an 
enemy's country. The site' that could be 
se lected here would be a model one for 
just s u c h maneuvers a s these, where shel­
tered routes are needed, and the ground 
used for the range is large' enough t o allow 
for battalion arid regimental . drill, and 
there is abundant room ibr camp purposes. 

The establ ishing of a permanent e n ­
campment ground w a s ag i ta ted Ih 1901 
after the. unsuccessful brigade "e'ncan>p-
ments at Dubuque and Council Bluffs, .but 
w a s discouraged by the great majority 
of the officers, who favored the n e w camp 
s i te each year, as . it, gave t h e m and- t,he 
m e n a n -..opportunity of vjs i t ing different 
points annual ly and becoming better ac­
quainted wi th the state . This systerri' w a s 
also helpful in re -enl i s tments a n d recruit­
ing. 

The matter has been looked upon in 4 
different l ight of late, and it is thought the 
plan a s outlined will be more popular.
